TRUSTEES AND THE TRUSTS.

The trusts have received a serious blow
by a recent decision of ihe appeilate di-
vision of the United States supremc court.
This decision holds that it is unlawiul tor
executors, administrators and ‘guaraians
of trust esiates to invest the funds of
such estates in the stock of a trust or
industrial corporation. The ground taken
by the court is that eombinations formed
to control the market prices ar¢ uniu-
thorized and illegal. In the case b>fore the
court the trustees had invested portions
of an estate in the umbrella trust, which
collapsed after two years’ existence. The
court orders that the trustees shall pay
over to the estate the sum so invested in
ihe umbrella trust out of their own pock-
ets, :

The effect of such a decision will bz far
reaching. It might be extended to cover
Standard Oil stocks as well as most of the
so-called “industrials,” and will cause
trustees to act with greater cauticn be-
fore they engage in floating trusts wih
trust moneys under their control.
