STRRED 1A STETTO
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THE ITALIAN SETTLEMENT AT
TWELFTH AND ROBERT
WILDLY EXCITED

MARIE RESTIVO IS STABBED

Seventeen-Year-0Old Girl Is Slashed
Across the Face in a
; Much-Mixed
Afiray.

Excitement ran high in the neighbor-
hood of Twelfth and Robert streets for
Half an hour early last evening by rea-
son of a colony fight among the Italians
living in the vicinity. The seat of trouble
was at the home of Frank Restivo, 601
Robert street, but as the other-Itallans
learned of the fight the streets were filled
with chattering men, women and chil-
dren, while screams and cries sounded
from the house. /There appeared to be
no police about, and the warring Italians
had ample opportunity to finish up half
a dozen vendettas, The fight in the house
ranged uninterrupted, while occasionally
a worsted belligerent rushed into the
street and called for help. Several wom-
en appeared to have been mixed up in
the row also, and their screams could ba
Leard for blocks. A large crowd was at-
tracted by the excitement and gathered
outside of Restivo's nouse, but none dared
enter to quell the disturbance. Firally a
girl with blood streaming down the side
of her face rushed out of the house, de-
claring she had been stabbed. Then there
was a general exodus of Italians who fled
in all directions.

By this time some one conceived
idea of notifying the police, and a
phone message to the central station took
the pzirol wagon, loaded with eofficers,
to the scene. Little could be learned of
the fracas when the police arrived, save
that it was Restivo's seventeen-year-old
daughter, Marle, who had been cut. The
wound developed to be only a trivial in-
cision on the eheek. Restivo claimed tha
trouble was broughi about by Sam Wor- ¢
dena, a young ltalian, who has been In
the city but a few days. He says Wor-
dena forced his way into the house and
undertaok to clean out the plaee, rhreat-
cning to kill every one who opposed him.
Ireteetive Meyer and Conductor Bum-
gardner found Wordena and arrested kim
on the charge of assault and ‘battery.
A number of Italians who congregated
when the police reached the scene show-
ed evidenee of having been in the battle,
but none were seriously hurt.

FISH DYING IN STREAWS

DAM REPORTED TO HAVE BLOCKED
SHOAL AT BEMIDJI.

Executive Agent Beutner yesterday re-
celved the following telegram from Mayor

at foot of lLake Bemidji. Tons of fish
reportad dead below the dam. No fish
sluice as required by law.”

Mr. Beutner immediately notified the
game waiden at Brainerd to go to Be-
midji at once and have an opening made
that the fish may have a free run up
stream. In the spring the breeding fish
find outlet from the large lakes to the
streams that feed the main body of wa-
ter. After depositing their eggs they
return to the still water. Mr. Beutner
stated that he believed, if the report re-
ferred to-in Mayor Dudley’'s message was
true, that “the fish, unable to get any
further than the mill dam, have become
wedged in so closely that they wére un-
able to escape in either direction and died
of suffocation.

The hundred or more saw miils in Min-
nesota now planing their forest product
are with littie eaception located on some
stream where flsh are very plentiful.
Dams are built by the owners of the mill
to secure power, and very oftcn leave no
passage for the fish.

The TFourth .eongressional eonvention
to select two delegates and two alternates
to the national convention at Philadel-
phia, which will be held at Cambridze
next Monday afternoor, promises to de-
velop inte quite a breezy affair.

The slate as at present made up is to
send W. R. Merriam and State Senat.r
M. F. Baker, of Isanti county, as the del-
egates. Some of the politicians from
Ramsey county, however, particularly a
number from the Seventh ward, are op-
posed to Merriam being thus honored
and this wlill likely make trouble.

In case there should develop opposition
to Merriam at Cambridge then the coun-
try districts outside of Ramsey cou.ty
will be put to one side, and the best that
Senator Barker will get will be the honor
of belng one of the district alternates.

One of the Merriam supporters stated
last evening that while it would not look
well for Mr. Merriam to come back from
Washington and 'ask for the honor, he
should be given the place on what he had
done for the party in the past, if for
nothing else. ' »

“Why, I remember,” he continued,
‘“‘the time, and it ‘wasn’t so long ago, that
Merriam financed the whole campaign,
and even had 'to pay the reat for
campaign headquarters.

Congressman Lttrv.n Fletcher, the last
of the Minnesota delegation to return to
the state since the passage of the Puerto
Rican measure, arrived in Minneapolis
yesterday. He came home to attend the
joint county and congressional conven-
tion today, and will return to the cap!-
tal Thursday evening.

Speaking of the Puerto Rican bill, Mr.
Fletcher said that he had no apologies
to make for his pesition in supporting
the measure. : He was conscious in so
doing .that he was vcicing the sentiment
of his constituents. So long as that
sentiment was not at variance with his
rersonal views as to what course was
best under the circumstances and so long
as he could consistently follow the rea-
sonable dictates of his constituents, he
lelieves that his position was well taken.
As he understands the duties of a con-
gressman, he was under no moral obliga-
tion to reflect the wishes of the people
who made him their representative. He
gives his constituents credit for under-
standing the questions of the day, and
sees no reason why they should not have
pronounced views on the same.

At the same time Mr. Fletcher has no
Cisposition to criticise the action of his
Minnesota colleagues who supported the
measure, He declared that all had served
their constituents faitkfully, with the best
interests of thelr districts at heart, and
expressed the hope that ail would not
only bé nominated, but elected.

Mr. Fletcher is not in faveor of the
Nicaraguan bill, in its present shape.
Instead, he is emphatically opposed to it.
He said frankly that he hoped {t would
not be acted upon in the senate at this
session, He still thinks, as he dld when
he voted against the bill in congress, that
the senate will act wisely if it “makes
haste slowly’” in the matter. He charac-
terizes it as the most unfortunate and
ill-advised measure which has come be-
fore congress in a long while.

“I am in favor of the canal,’” sald tha
congressman, ‘‘as a general proposition,
but I am opposed to any such rash action
as is contemplated.”

The congressman {s very enthusiastic
over the proposed Paciilc cable to the
Philippine islands, which was favorably
reported upon by the committee on inter-
state and foreign affairs, of which he is
a member.

Mr. Fletcher says that a very decided
boom for Webster Davis for vice presl-
dent on the Republican ticket has been
launched in the East. Mr. Flefcher's per-
sonal estimate of Mr. Davis is that he is
a very able man, and that he would be
exceptionally welll qualified for second
place on the ticket. He says Mr. Davlis is
thoroughly abreast of the times, live and
aggressive, and that his nomination
would very materfally strengthen the
ticket. One argument in his favor is that
he is from the West. There is a grow-
ing belief among Republican leaders that
it will bs good politics to have the vice
presidential nominee come out of the
West.
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F. C. Bchiffmann, Dar Reese and El
Warner were doing what they could yes-
terday to head off the selection of Ald.
Reeves as ussessor.
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Alderman-elect Dobner, of the Tenth
ward, called on Mayagr-elect Smith yes-
terday to present the name of Alexander
Adams for a place on the police commis-
sion.
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There was considerable comment last
evening ever the placing of Kiefer tickets
in a number of precinets in the First and
Eighth wards. Later in the evening it
leaked out that W. L. Ames, president of
the board. of public works, Detective
Meyer and other Kiefer lfeutenants had
quletly ordered the faithful to hustle
about and see that a certain number of
delegates were sent to the convention to
nominate delegates % the congressional
