CHICAGO, May B.—The m Uter of Im-
portance before the general conference to-day was the report of the commission on
the organic iaw of tne church. This com-
mission was appointed by the general
conference of 1886, find was made up <,f
two bishops, six ministers and threw lay-
men, among whom were the leading con-
stitutional authorities la the church. It
bad several protracted sessions, in which,
according to its secretary, the Rev. O. W.
Smith, of Plttsburg. every question bear-ing on the subject was submitted to the
most careful scrutiny.

The real work of the commission was to
decide on what is the organic law of the
church—or, in other words, what is tha
constitution. It seems Ktrange that agreat church could have permitted almosta century to pass without deciding 3 >vital a question. But it should be remem-bered that the Methodic Episcopal churchwas organised under tin direct authorityor John Wesley, who wave it its doctrines
and roles. To Ufesa have been added,
irom time to time, such legislation as
seemed to be needed to Interpret and car-ry out their syirit. The constitution has,therefore, been a growing one, whose lim-
its have never been clearly defined. The
movement for determining precisely whaithese limits are began In 1888. It wllprobably dose with the adoption of tha
present commission's report, modified, if
at all, by a few verbal changes.

The report names as the organic law
of the churcti the articles of religion, the
general rules as they tppeared In thediscipline of 1808, and all that legislation
which appears under the head of '•gen-
eral conference." n is the opinion of
Bishop Merrill, the oldesi constitutional
authority in the church, that this report
