Addresses at the exerc'ses were made
by Edward W. Randall, who, on behalf
of the State Agricultural society, present-
ed the pioneers with the site of the cabin;
by K. W,. Durant. who responded for the
pioneers, and by ex-Gov. Ramsey. Mrs. j
John B. Brimhall sang patriotic songs. I
Archbishop Ireland pronounced the invo-
caticiii-

Foilowlng the exercises a basket lunch-
eon was served in the horticultural build-
ing, and many were the remin'scenees
exchanged by those who perhaps had not
mot before hi thirty or forty years.

The afternoon exercises were held in
Institute hall. An immense flag was
Hung across the wall behind the plat-
form, and on this platform were seated
a score of Minnesota's noted pioneers.
Among them were: Ex-Gov. Ramsey,
President Durant, Edward Randall, Col.
W. M. Liggett, Capt. Berkey, Archbishop
Ireland. H. 1,. Moss. A. L. Robinson, W.
11 Hoyt. Edwin Clark, E. E. Hughson,
ex-Gov. John S. Pillsbury and Rev. Mr.
Lathrop. Placed here and there about
the platform were many interesting: rel'es
of pioneer days, loaned for the occasion
by their owners. Over in one corner stood
th.? first piano that was brought into
Minnesota. During the afternoon Har-
riet R. Godfrey, for whom the piano was
brought to the then desolate West, play-
ed a number of pieces on it. Its voice
quavered out the melodies, a bit of In-
dian mus'c, a "rag-time" piece—it seem-
ed almost an indignity—and finally
"Home Sweet Home," wh'le voic s as
broken as the instrument took up the
refrain. There was also on exhibition a
cradle in which this same Harriet R.
Godfrey was rocked; a diploma, quaintly
lettered, presented to I,ydia A. Wood-
ward in Septemper, IS6O, by judging com-
mittee of the first agricultural fair, held
at Fort Snelling. The diploma testified to
the merits of Mistress Langdon's butter.
A collection examined by all the women
with curiosity was part of Grandma Sa-
vory's wedding outfit, prepared in 1527.
There was a pair of white silk stockngs
of wonderful fineness. How they must
have aroused the envy of the bride's
pioneer neighbors: Silk stockings and a
wilderness to wear them in! Tht-re were
pieces of snowy linen in the collection,
also, and standing near these relics of
finery was a stout, wooden cradle that
later saw practical service in the young
wife's home.

The speakers for the afternoon, like
the historic articles grouped about them,
garrioi their audience back to a past
thai had so many trials and tribulations,
out that must also have had its pleas-

ures, else it could not have been so will-
ingly recalled by them. Ex-Gov. Pills-
bury del'vered the opening address. "To-
day," he said, "we walked the well paved
streets of St. Paul, Minneapolis and Still-
water, and our hearts' exult over the
greatness of these cities. But do we al-
ways remember the sacrifice, the labor
the heartaches that were endured to
make them what they are today?" Mr.
Pillsbury indulged in many reminiscences
that were of keen interest to every old-
settler present. H. L. Moss read an in-
teresting paper, in which he compliment-
ed the association for the work it had
accomplished and for the plans that it
had in mind.

Following the exercises the pioneers
held a business meeting. An election
of officers resulted as foliowss: Presi-
dent. J. S. Pillsbury; first vice president,
A. W. Pratt, of Red Wing; second vice
president, A. L. Larpenteur, of St. Paul;
secretary, M. J. O'Connor, of St. Paul;
treasurer, E. E. Hughson, St. Paul.

The executive eommittte \sill be ap-
pointed later. The report of the trvas- j
urer showed the total receipts for the
past year to be $1,373.81; disbursements,
$1,114.56, Itaving a balance of $2-i9.£3. The
cost of the log cabin will be when it is all
completed $1,500. The cash receipts for it i

up to date have been $H4T. Other con- j
tributions ha»e been promised, but the
association Itself will probably have to
pay $900.

SUPREME COURT SUSTAINS DECI-

SION OF LOWER
COURT

IN ALLEMANNIA BANK CASE

Retention of Certificate* Does Not

Amount to Acceptance Where
Notice I«i Given—Plau

Not Satinluotorj .
The supreme court yesterday handed

down three decisions. In one case a re-
versal of the district court is recorded.

Justice Lovely rendered a decision In
the case of Albertine Abel against the
Allemannia bank, affirming, the decision
of the Ramsey county district court.

Albertine Abel brought suit in the dis-
trict to secure judgment against the
bank for $1,326, and the court gave Judg-
ment for the amount. The bank ap-
pealed the case.

The following is the syllabus:
Albertine Abel, respondent, vs.Allemannia

Bank, appellant.
Syllabus—l. An agreement for a com-

position by the creditors of an insolvent
bank which upon its face implies eo-op-
eratlon of all to whom it is indebted will
not authorize the person to whom it is
delivered to effect such composition; to

consent to arty settlement not concurred
in by all of the creditors of such bank.

2. "The fact that subsequent to the
agreement referred to a reorganization
scheme as provided by statute, enacted
after the agreement was signed cannot
enlarge the authority derived from the
sami.

3. A dismissal by the court of a petition
for reorganization ol a bank tinder chap.
S'J, Laws 1897. without prejudice, disposes
<>f the mailer until it i-= reinstated upon
notice to parties Interested therein and a
competent judgm< :it rendered on such !
petition is without merit unless based
upon th- cxpresd consent of the parties
interested.
