Plllsbury, of the
Franklin Chess Club of Philadelphia,
Showalter of the Manhattan Chess Club

start. Of the Parisian players it is ex-pected that Janowski, Didlcr, Rosen and
Lackde will play.

There will be six prizes, in value rang-
ing from 5,000 to 3.000 francs. The presi-

TENDERED A BIG EECEPTION

Gotham Crowds Followed Him on
the Streets and Clie-ered Him—FltzMiiumon* Says Corbett

Should liatc Won.

NEW YORK, May 14.-James J. Cor-
bett, on the streets of New York, un-
marked even by the faintest semblance
to a scratch after the encounter with
Champion James J. Jeffries, was greeted
like a conquering hero. Everywhere he
went it was the same story. Men who
never saw a fight stopped him and con-
gratulated him. Crowds followed him and
cheered. His presence everywhere was
the signal for a jam. In his most popular
hour, after defeating John L. Sullivan.
he never experienced what he did. lie
was made a hero of everywhere. No van-
quished gladiator over received such at-

tention. For the first time in the historr
of modern pugilism all credit and glory
are taken from the winner and given to
the loser of a battle. It is not be.
Jeffries fought foul in the recent con-
test, nor for the rea.-ron that he wrested
victory from the Jaws of defeat, that the
public refuses to wreath his brow with
laurels. The champion roughed it to no
great extent, his work being cleaner
than it was in either of his two previous
gnat battles. He was in no distress,
and, though outpointed, was not serious-
ly thieatened.

HOW CORBETT WON.
It was Corbett'a marvelous defense,

fairness and general attitude before and
after his defeat that brought to him
admiration and praise with sympathy.

In its many aspects the battle was the
most remarkable that was over fought
in any arena in this state. In its result
it was remarkable for the r«»a.«on that
while the better man won, the victor was
a badly punished m;in. He left the ring
with both of his eyes puffed, his lips cut
and bleeding, and his nose badly batter-
ed. Corbett showed not a single scratch.
The blow Uial sent him reeling into
dreamland did not break the .skin or
mark his Jaw. The canvas that covered
the floor of the arena was unsullied by
a drop of Corbett blood.

At the finish th«? champion, to all out-
ward appearances, was uninjured, but
during the twenty-three rounds of thelight he took enough punishment to prove
that he is possessed of courage in plenty.
It was demonstrated by Corbett that he
told the truth when he said that whileusing Jeffries as a training partner at
Carson City he was able to hit him when
and where he pleased. In the Coney
Island arena Corbett at times made bo
bold as to tell Jeffries just where howould land his next blow, and lie landedit there, too.

New York believes that had the con-
test gone to the limit Corbett could not
but have been declared the winner. Itbe-
lieves, too, that Corbett got too anxious
and that the punch that gave the buttle
to Jeffries was a very lucky p.uke. It i.s
true that the best of critics of pugilistic
events share in these opinions. In lhis
there is no attempt to belittle Jeffries'victory, which was a great one—the great-
est he has ever w,,n. Set so far as New-
York is concerned Corbett is nearer >li-
goal of his ambition—to be recrownedking of the pugilistic worM in popular es-
timation—than any time of his career.

WHAT JEFFRIES SAYS.
'•Corbett made a grand fight,'" said J-f---ries, -'and he deserves ali the credit inthe world for his exhibition. His workwas a res elation to me. and I guess itwas equally surprising to everybody elsjWill 1 give tiim another chance? ' Why

certainly. I'll tight him next week next
month or two months from now—when-ever he say:-, the word, Sharkoy or Fitz-simmons can have a match, too if 'hey
want it. I'll light the sailor on the basisof To per cent to the winner and 2o pr
cent to the loser. With Fitzslmmona 111make different arrangements. I'll fight
him on the basis that I get two thirds of
the purse money, win or lose. He askedthose conditions from me when ! fought
him. and they say turn about is fair play
So I think Fttzsiminons will have j\o
ii^hr to complain."
