Mr. Riley chatted with a Globe re-
porter a while vesterday, darting in bird-
like fashion frcm one topic to another.
Listening to him, watching the play of
expression on the keen fade, the lights
and shadows In the expressive eves, one
could not fail to get the impression that
Mr. Riley has obtained from life  the
very best it has to offer, not because ho
has been selfishly bent on doing so, but
because he has made up his mind to see
only the very best. He has proved what

once he said Iin the =~ poem already

quoted.

“We can fill the pages with a brighter
glory

Than the old-time storyteller at his
best.””

‘“Why, why will people be pessimistie,”
said Mr. Riley, energetically yesterday;
“it’s. a fashion so many of our writers
are falling into, and why do they do it?
Of course there is a lot of unpleasant-
ness in life. But why should be dwell
on it? Give me the author who can tell
pleasant things in a pleasant way. He's
the man that wins the heart. Did you
ever hear Mark Twain tell the story of
the thousand-dollar bank note?’ he de-
manded, and the comical twist he gave
his mouth was anticipatory of something
unusually good. The reporter was com-
pelled to state regretfully that that
pleasurc had never been enjoyed.

‘“Well,” said Mr. Riley, “it's my idea
of a perfect story perfectly told.” And
with his inimitable gestures and hig ir-
resistible smile he told the story.
