They Hold Undisputed Possession of
the Nation'’s Capital.

WASHINGTON, May 22—The Nobles
of the Mystic Shrine, had undisputed
possession of Washington today. Weath-
er favored the Ancienis and the brilli-
ant sunlight accentuated the decoration
that draped almost every bulding on
Pennsylvania avenue from the capitol to
the White House. The city resembles
a modern Mecca in the height of a pil-
season.
Red feze caps with the tiger claw
emblem of the shrine are more in evi-
dence than the conventional headgear
of the American citizen, and many of
the buldings down town look as though
they had been captured by an invading
army of Saracens. President McKin-
ley lent himself to the demonstration
and reviewed the early morning pro-
cession from the White House portico,
when hundreds of Arab patrols in biz-
arre trappings escorted Imperial Po-.
tentate Atwood to the Columbia the-
atre, where the imperial council con-
vened at 11 o'clock.

PRESIDENT HEARST. OF NATIONAL
DEMOCRATIC CLUBS. OUTLINES
PROGRAMME

NO VOTER WILL BE BARRED

Masses Will Pe Invited to Join in
Bringing to the Couniry Good
Government—How It Wilil
Ee Done.

NEW YORK, May 22—W. R. Hearst,
recently elected president of the National
Association of Democratic Clubs, in re-
sponse to inquiry as to his policy and the
programme of the association, he gives
out in an interview in part as follows:
“The National Association of Democrat-
fe Clubs will transfer its headquarters
from Washington to New - York, ‘but
branch offices will be maintained in
Washington and Chicago, so that the
machinery of the organization will be in
close and constant touch with the Demo-
cratic congressional committee and the
national committee.

“Every Democratic club, society or as-
sociation in the United States is ex-
pected to unite in the political battle this
yvear. And the Democratic organization
in every town, city or village will be
asked to assemble on the night of the
Fourth of July to celebrate the Declara-
tion of Independence and to receive news
from the Democratic national convention,
This ought to be made a memorable dis-
play of old-fashioned American patriot-
ism. In some cities and towns there will
be banquets. In others there will be
mass meetings.

‘“The clubs of each locality wiil deter-
mine for themselves the form of their
celebration. The national association
desires to recall to the whole country the
the fact that this year the people of the
United States must defend the Declara-
tion of Independence or abandon it. No
man who has a drop of Democratic
blood in his veins can fai to assist in
this great national protest against the es-
tablishment of subject colonies under the
American flag.

“The great question to be directed at
the polls this year is whether this coun-
try is to coniinue to be a republic con-
trolled by the people or an empire con-
trolled by the trusts. All minor ques-
tions disappear before this great ques-
tion. All minor clubs are iuvileq to
unite in assisting the national committee
and the party organizations in the various
states with a determined heart and full
of vigor. The latest intelligence from
all parts of the country indicate that the
principal work of the Democraclc.clubs
next spring will be the inauguration of
Mr. Bryan at Washintgon."”

ONE MAN SHOT IN BACK

ST. LOUIS STRIKE.

ST. LOUIS, May 22.—This was the most
quiet day of the strike, there being no dis-
turbances worth mentioning. There were
one or two small fights between union
and non-union men, but no one was hurt,
and there was nothing throughout the day
that approached the dignity of a riot. The
Transit company is making steady prog-
ress in opening its lines. Twenty-four
were in operation today, and on nine of
them the full complement of cars were
running. The Vandeventer line, which
usually does a rushing business during
the basebail and race track season, was
running today, but it carried very few
passengers. People bound for the ball
game and races used the lines of the Sub-
urban company, which went through |
without interruption. \ |
The leaders of the strike claim to be
winning, and assert the company must
vield In a few days. The men claim it
lacks men, notwithstanding its running
of cars. Nevertheless, it is increasing its |
force every day, and if present conditions
continue it must have its entire system
working in a short time.

There was but one casualty today re-
sulting from the strike. E. Kilgore, an
employe of the Transit company, was shot
in the back by an unknown man, while
walking on Armstrong avenue, There
was absolutely no reason for the shoot-
ing. as Kilgore did not know the man
and had no conversation with him. He
was walking quietly along the street,
when one of two men who were walking
about twenty feet behind him drew a
sevolver and sent a bullet into his back,
Kilgore was sericusly wounded, but will
recover. The company has offered a re-
ward of $1,000 for the arrest of his assall-
ant.

It was said during the day that Pollce
Officer Winkle had been shot in the foot
by a striker, but upon investigation it
was found the accidental discharge of
the policeman’s revolver did the damage.
Several arrests of yvoung men and boys |
were made during the day for the plac- ‘
ing of bombs on the street car tracks.
Meetings of the strikers’ executive and
grievance committees were held today,
but no action of any kind was taken. It
Was announced that no proposals had
been made to the company and none had
been receilved from it.
