WALL STREET, May'22.—Sugar eertif-
icates oecupled the attention of the Stock
exchange today to the practical exciusion
of other considerations. The apathy and
lassitude of the market seemed to spur
the professional traders to a search for
some medium of operation, and they gave
themselves up to a speculative revel in
Sugar. The movement of the stock was
highly characteristic. That is to say the
fluctuations were frequent, violent and
erratic, and there was no news to aecount
for them beyond the airiest'and most un-
substantial rumors. Also it was evident
that the enormous husiness being done
would pecessitate very little clerical Jabor
on the transfer books of the company.
Probably the large majority of the con-
tracts made, either for sale or for pur-
chase, were closed out . before the epnd of
the day, the profit or loss be!ng accepted
by the traders. The' stock’s extreme
range was 1% points, and the net gain
was 4%.

In g'ie opening dealings the price went
down, in continuation of yesterday’'s de-
pression. After declining 1%, the a,’dvance
began, and it had not proceeded far be-
fore the shorts began to manifest dis-
tress and rushed to cover, pushing the
price up to maximum. The squeeze was
not relaxed until the demand from the
shorts was pretty well satisfied. The
price then began to fall back on light
transactions, and without any evidence
of support. The bears became weary after
their punishment, and.refrained from ag-
gressive selllng, in spite of announce-
ment made on official authority just be-
fore the close that the Sugar trade war
had not been settled and was not likely
to be. :
