A!V EXCITING FINISH.

ll.lrli.i Win* the Rich Belmont

NEW YORK, May 24.-A finish thatbrought the crowd to its feet shouting it-
self hoarse with excitement was seen in
the Belmont stakes at Morris Park to-day. when in a fierce drive of a mile and
three furlongs, Eugene Leigh's lldrim
carried off the $15,000 first money, with

j place and A. Featherstonc's Missionary
third, all three heads apart.

It was getaway day at the track and
the card was of high order. For the
Belmont the Featherstone pair. Mesmer-
ist and Missionary, were at 1 to 2 in the
bettins, with lldrim a good second
choice and others only nibbled at.

Petruchio was first off, but fiiaher took
Mesmerist to the front at once. They
were strung out on the back stretch,
running the quarter in 25 2-5 seconds, the
three furlongs In 38 seconds, and the half
in 51 2-5 seconds, not very fast time. Mes-
merist was leading as they went past,
two lengths In front of Gulden, who was
half a length in front of Standln?. The
next two furlongs were run in 14 seconds
each.

"This gift. Sir Thomas, carries with it
the good will of thousands of Americans
who love a gallant challenger and a noble
loser, happily united, sir, in you, who
have so well borne defeat. We hope wo
shall meet you again."'

Sir Thomas Llpton, who was greatly af-
fected, said in the course of his speech:

"The recollection of American kindness
will remain with me while memory last a
I know that to lift the cup I have sot
to take to Sandy Hook the best anl
fastest jacht the wcrld has ever sen
but it is not. without hope that this i 3
within the range of possibilities."
