SION OF THE BRADSTREET
AGENCY
PRICES SOMEWHAT LOWER

Unsettled Conditions in Cotton and
Big Failure Felt—Crop Reports
Good, Except for Wheat—
Groceries Improved.

NEW YORK, May %.—Bradstreet's to-
morrow will say:

“Trade is, if anything, quite satisfac-
tory, and prices are lower than a week
ago, while efforts toward a readjustment
of productive capacity to present con-
ditions are noted in several lines of in-
dustry, notably fron, and steel, and lum-
ber. Unsettled conditions in the cotton
trade, and a large failure, due mainly
to over-staying the bull side of this
staple, has tended to weaken quotations
in several lines of specuiative business.
Rather better crop reports and the back-
ward demand for cotton goods are, of
course, partly responsible for the sharp
break, but_ statistically the staple re-
mains very strong. Crop reports are, as
a whole, good, except for wheat. As re-
gards the latter, it may be said that in
the Northwest Some much needed rains
have fallen, but the claim is made that
more moisture is needed. Winter wheat
prospects In the southwest remain good,
but foreign inquiry has been on a re-
duced scale. Practically the entire corn
crop has been planted under favorable
conditions, and reports from the oats
crop are likewise good, but a slight shad-
Ing of quotations, due to backward ex-
port business, Is to be reported for these
cereals. Hog products are also lower, and
the same is true of cheese, petroleum,
sldes and leather, copper, and a number
of iron and steel products.

“Perhaps the most favorable report for
the week as to distributive trade comes
from the grocery business, in which the
sharp advance in refined sugar, due, it
is claimed, to the enhanced price of the
raw material and not to any settlement
of the trade war, has stimulated de-
mand in other lines, notably coffee,
which is also higher for the week. Ad-
vices from the dry goods trade are of
backward demand at retail, affecting or-
ders in many lnes, but cotton goods
production is still heavily sold ahead
and a marked decline in raw “material
wlll have to occur before much affect is
exercised upon finished products.

““Wheat, inciuding flour, shipments for
the week aggregate 3,698,968 Dbushels
against 5,178,422 bushels last week, 3,-
198,319 bushels in the corresponding week
of 1899, 4,309,133 bushels in 1898, 2,081,326
bushels in 1897 and 2,064,953 bushels in
1896. Since July 1st this season, the ex-
ports of wheat aggregate 178,388,456 bush-
els against 208,469,309 bushels last year
and 210,896,969 bushels in 1897-98. Corn ex-
ports for the week aggregate 4,374,145
bushels against 3,437,994 bushels last week,
3,845,818 bushels In this week a year ago;
6,164,451 bushels in 1898; 2,185,933 bushels
in 1897 and 1,720,983 bushels in 1896. Since
July 1st this season corn exports aggre-
gate 185,563,345 Dushels against 151,578,039
bushels during the same period a year
ago and 175,127,3% bushels in 1897-98.

“Businesg failures for the week number
167 in the United States as compared
with 155 last week, 158 in this week a
year ago; 281 in 1898; 257 in 1897 and 227
in 1896, In the Dominion of Canada busi-
ness failures for the week number 17
as compared with 24 last week; 2 in this
week a year ago; 18 in 1898; 20 in 1897 and
25 in 189%.”

MARKET STILL PROFESSIONAL.

Bradstreet’s Review of Doings in

Wall Street for the Week.

NEW YORK, May 25.—Bradstreet's Fi-
nancial Review will say:

“Speculation continues to be very strict
in character, public interest in the mar-
ket being slow, while transactions are
principally the results of professional
traders’ activity. This has, however,
been an interesting though disappointing
week for Wall street, and involved one
serious affair In stock exchange circles.
It began with more or less bullish feel-
ing on the part of the speculative com-
munity, caused by the announcement
that the New York gas war had been
brought to an end, and also by the news
that Secretary Gage has called the $25,-
500,000 of extended 2 per cent bonds for
redemption to the treasury to prevent
any undue accumulations in the treas-
ury. Last Saturday’s market was ac-
cordingly quite strong, though covering
of shorts throughout the list was the ap-
parent source of the buying of stocks.

“The advance was general, and on
Monday the market opened with a fur-
ther display of strength, which did not
continue, as there seemed to be a decided
disposition to take profits, while the re-
duction of the short interest left the mar-
ket without support. There also seems
to have been considerable liquidation for
the house which failed later in the week.
Prices receded irregularly, though bull-
ish manifestations were kept up more or
less in special stocks like Sugar, Tobacco,
Atchison preferred or Northern Pacific,
and the market while dull was not a
weak one.

“London operations in our market were
mixed and at times sensational reports
about presence of bubonic plague at San
Francisco created a disposition to liquid-
ate American stocks in the foreign mar-
kets.

“Some attention was paid to the crops
and, although reports of drought in the
Northwest ware heard, the general situa-
tion was favorable to granger road pros-
pects.”

PRICES MORE NATURAL.

R. G. Dun & Co.s Summing Up of
Trade Conditions.

NEW YORK, May 25—R. G. Dun &
Co.’s weekly review of trade tomorrow
will say:

“Transition to a more natural range of
prices, after a time of extraordinary buy-
ing, speculation and rise, is not wholly
delightsome, however needful it may be
to business health. But the gradual
change this year, though wearying, has
given opportunity in various branches to
avoid the shock. It is nearly six months
since the highest prices of p'g iron were
reached, Nov. 29, and wool, Dec. 1, while
hides reached their maximum Dee.

“The decline in cotton was rendered
sensational by the fallure of the firm
which had most strongly resisted it, and
for some months had led the campaign
for high prices, in the belief that stocks
for the rest of this year would scarcely
meet demands, with the next crop in
doubt. The course of the market for
some months to come cannot well be pre-
dicted, as provision for the future has
been made by spinners on both sides of
the ocean.

‘“Weakness In wool is yet not enough
to prompt heavy buying, and hindered
free purchases of goods without doubft,
and there are of late some complaint of
cancellation and of slow collections. But
the market is waiting rather than un-
healthy, with quick adjustment to a longz-
er range of prices for material it might
soon become as active as at any one time
for years. The silk manufacture is help-
ed by reduction in the prices of raw, and
the decline in Manila hemp aiso aids man-
ufacture, which is beginning to accom-
plish more than many realize.

“Th nominal prices of Bessemer pig Is
held without change at Pittsburg, and
without transactions. Bessemer is offer-
ed much below the $24.90 asked by the
association, while prices of furnished
products of iron and sieel have declincd
more than 10 per cent within two months
without any reduction in rails, structural
shapes or in sheets. No. 1 Lehigh pig
is quoted here at $21, and the b:st an-
tracite $22 at Philadelphia. But dount
about sufficient supplies of steel-making
iron for coming months seems the o.e
impediment to the renewal of activity.
Tin is also a shade lower, with copper
and lead unchanged this week.”
