INFLOW OF MONEY FROM IN-
TERIOR TO NEW YORK

GOLD EXPORTS NO BUGABOO

It Excite* Little Attention Aaong

the Leading; Financier*—Hank*
Needed Employment for

Money.

NEW YORK, May 26.—The Financier
says:

"The majority of the clearing house
banks of New York City did not im-
prove their standing to an appreciable
extent last week despite the heavy
influx of interior funda to this wnter.
The gains in cash 'were made, for the
most part, by several large institutions,
whose special operations account for the
change in other leading items. Thus the
increase in the loans and deposits of one
bank alone were fully as large as the
total advances made by all the banks.

"Viewed in a broad light, however, the
statement must be regarded as favorable.
Money is being received in New York
from all interior points and the gain,
made last week was double the average
for any similar period this month. How
long1 this inflow will continue cannot be
determined off hand, but the effect Is
witnessed in the weakening market. The
demand does not indicate any great

pressure for accommodation. Both loans
and deposits are now much bigger than
at any previous period this year and
the cash reserve Is in excess of 27 per
cent, fully up to the average for the
year.

"The strong position of the banks lies
In the fact that they have outstanding
sterling loans in large amounts and in
ease a sudden demand arose there would
be no difficulty in securing as much
money from abroad a* was needed, de-
spite the fact that the movement of
specie is now in the opposite direction.

"The gold export problem, to tell the
truth, is not regarded as important, and

the outward consignments last week are
lo jked upon as special transactions more
than anything else. Up to the present
time the gold shipments have amounted
to about $1,500,000, but since April 26, wh*n
gold engagements began the cash hold-
ings of the bank have also expanded

nearly $7,000,000. In the month just

elapsed loan? have also expanded nearly

$18,50(1,000 and deposits about $24,600,000.
despite the cash shipments to Europe

and the extra amounts required as re-
serve against new deposit*, the actual
reserve is about a.<= high as thirty days

ago.
"In view of a showing like this the

export question loses more or less of its
intricacy. The only conclusion 1b that
gold was forced abroad in order to give

the banks some employment for their
money, that is to say in loaning to for-

eigners. The crop this season this year

bids fair to be complicated by new bank

Issues of money, but so far this has not

been a factor'in the general situation.
The general redemption of th« two per

cent bonds coming at that time will have

much effect one way or the other."

The wheat market was almost too
small to be visible to the naked eye.
The market opened firm because the
Northwest was still without sufficient
moisture to sprout the seed. Later,
principally out of sheer inactivity, the
market eased and the half session wound
up in an Inanimate condition. The pit
was all but deserted most of the day.
Cables were easy.

Primary receipts were 581,000, com-
pared with 652,000 bu last year. Minneap-
olis and Duluth reported 503 cars, against
275 last week and 662 a year ago. Liocal
leceipts were 27 cars, none of contract
grade. Clearances in wheat and flour
were equal to 797,000 bu. July opened at
U7^(§!67%c to 6714 c declined to m%c and
closed a shade under yesterday at 67c.

Corn was weak at the start. It grew
weaker as the session progressed, and
at the end was at Its weakest. This was
because of increased farmers' deliveries
and the favorable weather, combined
with slack demand. In this pit, as well
as in that occupied by the wheat trad-
ers, there was a very lonely scattering
bunch of traders. July sold between
oTVic and <>(t%c, closing *&&VsjC under yes-
terday at 36%c. Local receipts were 30ft
cars.

With corn and wheat dull little could
be expected of oats. Those who expected
little were not disappointed. There was
a fair cash trade, but the speculative
trade was flat.

NEW YORK, May 26.—There was no
change in conditions in the stock market
today. The depressing influence of Thurs-
day's failure continues to overhang the
market and to discourage any speculative
activity. A large proportion of the day's
small business was given over to trans-
actions in settlement of the failed firm's
affairs. The firm of brokers whose buy-
Ing yesterday was said to represent a
transfer of the accounts of the custo-
mers of Price, McCormick & Co. was
again a conspicuous operator today. These
operations represent a re-entry to the
market of some of the failed firm, to
whom loans were paid off when their
contracts were closed out, under the rule
of the exchange, or whose commitments
are taken over from the suspended firm
by other houses. This operation is a sus-
taining influence on prices, and was es-
pecially evident today in Union Pacific.
The prevalent belief that >the banks
which hold the firm's collateral for loans
will not, all of them, throw the collateralon the market for forced sale to liqui-
date the loans also served to relieve ap-
prehension to some extent.

Authoritative denials of some of the
rumors put in circulation of further finan-
cial difficulties was an influence towards
relieving depression. These factors, it
will be observed, were rather negative in
character, but they served to keep the
market pretty steady. The sharp rally
in cotton was a favorable factor. The
shorts covered in Sugar, railroad earn-
ings were reported favorable, especially
the April statements of net earnings of
the Hocking Valley and the Atchlsons,
and the strength of those stocks helped
the rest of the market. The closing was
nevertheless heavy at concessions from
highest prices.

American Ice declined further on theprosecution instituted against the com-
pany; Brooklyn Union Gas rose on belief
that it would benefit by the settlement
of the gas war, and Union Bag preferred
recovered from the weakness caused by
forced sales yesterday. The bank state-
ment was about as expected and was
without Influence on the market.
