First and foremost, he
remarkable mcemory for faces,
which he so cultivated that having once
seen a person he never forgets him. He
is a man of decision, thinks rapidly and
acts promptly. In dealing with criminals
or with his subordinates he i{s always firm
and decided, and all who have ever come
in contact with him understand that
what he says goes. He possesses a pow-
erful physique, remarkable endurance and
great personal bravery, and when he was
a younger man it would have been a
brave man who would undertake a physi-
cal encounter with him. It fact it was

not a man in the city who could best
him. In disposition he is genial and

hearty, and has a great fondness for prac-
tical jokes of a good-natured character.
His generosity &nd liberality and his
loyalty to his friends are proverbial. No
person who knows him does not respect
and honor him, even those who have
learned to fear his as a police official have
the highest regard for him as a man. In
dealing with eriminals he has always been
uncompromising, and a thief or crook of
any kind who came to St. Paul was
promptly made to understand that as
Jong as he was willing to behave himself
ms a good citizen he might remain, but
fis soon as he tried to do any ‘‘work”
every effort would be made to put him
Into enforced retirement, no matter how
lfar it might be necessary to send after
fim.
As an example of the great advantage
which lay in Mr. O'Connor’s remarkable
memory and acquaintance with eriminals
may be related an occurrence of some
¥ears ago. Billy Burke, cne of the most
notorious bank sneaks in the country
had been arrested in Minneapoclis while
trying to steal a small amount of money
fn a bank and was held for trial in the
police court. Mr. O'Connor happened to
sce him at the Minneapolis lock-up and
recognized him at once. He also remem-

)’;-f-lmhrly the best plece of detective
work O'Connor has ever done was in lo-
cating the man who had broken the
window of Ingham & Co.'s jewelry store
on Jackson street and was found after
some days serving a ten-day sentence
for drunkenness at the St. Paunl work-
honse. Before breaking the window and
snatching the diamonds, the fellow had
care Iy prepared for flight by placing
a idle herse in front of the Gilfillan
block just acress the street from the
Jeweiry store. In bitching the horse he
had merely thrown the rein over a hook
on the pole, so there would be no delay.
Somesthing went wrong with his plans
hewever, and in “making his get-away”
he was forced to trust to his heels and
abandon the horse. He ran only a short
distance, and *“planting” the diamonds
he had stolen, he returned and mingled
with the crowd that had been attracted
to the store by the sound of breaking
glass. He feigned drunkenness and kept
bumping into Officer Sexton until he
&1 last got himself arrested as a common
drunk, and in due course sent to the
workhouse. The attention of Mr. O’Con-
nor was first attracted by the length of
time that the horse had been left stand-

8¢

ing at the Gilfillan bloc3, and a man was
set to watch him. Ing@uiry showed that
the horse had been hired at a stable
at the corner of Eighth and Sibley streets
and a description of the man who hired
it was securéd. When no one came for
the animal Mr. O'Connor guessed the
purpose for which it had been left and
instituted a search for the man who had
taken it from the stable. The restaurant
where the man had been taking his meals
was located and finally his room, upon
which a close watch was kept.  After
some days a man came to the room
for some articles and when questioned
he disclosed the fact that he had been
sent by a man who was at the work-
house. Further evidence was secured and
the thief was finally convicted and sen-
tenced to a term of seven years at Still-
water, where he committed suicide be-
fore the expiration of his time. !

Some years later the window of Bgrgh s
jewelry store was broken in a similar
manner and seven gold watches were
stolen. O'Connor secured the arrest and
cenviction of Jim Martin, who was sen-
tenced to seven and one-half years.
After his arrest it was found that Martin
had stolen a quantity of goods from Pan-
neli’s furnisking goods store on chk-
son street and had also shot a China-
man in a laundry on Washingion, near
the pld city hall in a quarrel about some
washing.

One of Mr. O'Connor’s earliest experi-
ences as a deteetive was In the arrest of
a horse thief mear Shakopee. The man
was known as a desperate character and
was found sleeping with a  Winchester
rifle by his side. O'Connor first secured
the Winchester and then arrested his
man.

It was due to O'Connor's work that
Furns, the murderer of young Spalding,
son of a former clerk at the Windser
hotel, was arrested and convicted.
Spalding was killed in the railroad yards
at Beloit, Wis., his brains being beaten
out with a coupling pin. Burns was
traced to St. James, Minn.,, by O'Connor
and was shot while resisting arrest. He
had robbed Spalding and the murdered
man’'s watch and some other property
were found in his possession. He was
sent to the penitentiary for eight years

Just prior to the robbery of the Minne-
apolis posteflice, twelve or ffteen years
220 when the safe was blown open and
320,000 worth of postage stamps were
stelen, Bobby Adams, John Cook, Charlie
Kinney and Bill Connors, who were
afterward found to have done the work
were arrested here and driven out of
town., Connors was afterward arrested
here for another job and broke jail.

The man Martin, who is always been
believed to have killed his partner, Buck
Moore,who wasmurdered at the Minnegota
transfer, was arrested by O’Connor. The
two men came to the city together with

a car of herses and Moore was found
dead, with his head crushed in b\ a
blow from a coupling pin. A pair of

bloody overalls was found near the body
and the evidence against Martin was
considered strong, but after two trials
he was acquitted.

It is not generally known that Jchn
O'Conner traced to Jim Clancy, a convict,
the murder of Police Officer Hanson,
who was shot while walking his beat
early in the morning of April 4, 1888, The
body was found about 1:30 in the morn-
ing lying across the curb on Virginia
avenue, near Summit. In his hand the
officer clutched his half-cocked revoiver.

After ‘tracing Clancy to Covington,
Sicux City, Council Bluffs and Omaha,
O’'Connor finally located him in the peni-
tentiary in Illinois. While in the Joliet
prison Clancy made a full confession to
a fellow prisoner of the killing of Han-
son. He sald that he and another man
were about to break into A. K. Barnum's
house when Hanson, who had been be-
hind the porch of the house across the
strcet, came toward them. They startea
to run away and the officer followed.
Clancy said he was nearly a block away
from Hanson when he fired and only shot
Lo scare the officer. Clancy went insane
while at the prison and was removed to
an (llinois asylum, where he died. 2

In the summer of 18% Minnie
May, Minnle Daly, Barney Birch
and “Little AL’ a quartette of
the most skiliful and most no-
torious thie ¢s in the country, paid a
visit to St. PPaul, but by Mr. O'Connor's
order they were at once arrested and or-
dered out of town. Then they went to
Minneapolis, and, after remaining there
for a week or more unmolested, tried to
steal a diamond stud from Charlie Sodini
at the Minnehaha race track one after-
noon. They were then arrested and pdid
a small fine, after which they left the
Twin Citles.

Mr. O'Connor has a rogues’ gallery
which is conceded by all police guthor-
ities to be one of the most complete and
best kept up of any in the country.

With a thief taker of Mr. O'Connor's
recognized ability at the head of the St.
Paul police department, together with his
knowledge of public affairs and mgn gen-
erally, it is not hard to guess that St.
Paul's department will be put in shape
to protect the citizens once more,
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“Confound it! Here I've got to address

reappearing tyranny and oppression.' !
On the 25th day of May, 1900, Judge Rea |
died. By his death, his family, the |
Grand Army of the Republic, hizs profes- |
sion, his elty, his state and his country
suffered a great loss,

As an evidence of hearty appreclation
of Judge Rea's services and especiaily
of his ardent devotion throughout his
entire life to the cause of humanity and
freedom, the executive committee of the
Anti-Imperiaiist League of Minneapolls
have caused this memorial of him to be
prepared, with instructions that a copy
thereof be entered upon its records, and
a copy be likewise sent to his family,
and copies given to the daily papers of
the cities of Minneapolis and St. Paul
for publication.
