William McDougall, Who Says He

Yesterday was a bad day for barns in
the vicinity of Third avenue south and
Twenty-seventh street,
or in part, went up in smoke, and in each
case the adjoining residences werz mor:2
or less scorched. Two barns were burn-
ed at one time and three at another, the
former in the afterncon and the laiter in
the evening. The first two barns caught
fire from small boys and a bonfire in the
alley between Alexander A. Bates' barn,
2718 Third avenue south, and R. B. Rcb-
erts’ barn, 2715 Second avenue south. The
small boys and the bonfire were in the
alley between the two barns. The Bates
barn, a large frame structure, was the
first to catch fire, and burned rapidly,
three horses being rescued with difiiculty.
The flames then jumped to the Roberts
barn, and also to the residence of Attor-
ney Daniel B. Woods, 209 East Twenty-
seventh street, which was badly scorch-
ed, as were the also the Bates and R b-
erts residences. The firemen had a warm
half hour's work saving surrounding prop-
erty, and a second alarm had to be sznt
in for extra fire apparatus.

Again, early in the evening, the firemen

were called to H. S. Goff’s barn, 2628
Clinton avenue, which had caught fire
from unknown causes and was burning
rapidly. Before the fire was extinguished

Mrs. Bertha Tatthey’s barn at 2622 C.in-
ton avenue and W. J. Smale’'s barn, 2629
Third avenue south, were badly burned,
and the residences adjoining were also
slightly damaged.

Early Sunday morning two houses and
their contents at 806 and %S Fiftcenth
avenue south were damaged to the ex-
tent of $00 by fire. Andrew Lawson oc-
cupies 806 and E. O. Sather occupies 808,

ORGANIZATION oF ADVISORY
COUNCIL OF THE CIVIC FEDERA-
TION HAS BEEN COMPLETED

ANNOUNCEMENT OF ITS OBJECT

To Provide for Study of National
Questions and Crystzllize En-
lightened Pablic Sentiment
—The Membership.

CHICAGO, June 3.—The organization of
the advisory council of the National Civie
federation was completed and announced
today. The local organization has pro-
moted four national conferences on the
subjects, respectively, of industrial ar-
i bitration, municipal reform, foreign poil-
| cy of the United States and combinations
and trusts. After the conference on
trusts last September it decided that its
national work could be more effectively
carried on through a national body, and
to perfect such an organization appointed
a committee with Franklin H Head as
chairman and R. M. Easley as secretary.

The prospectus of the organization
states its object to be:

“To provide for study and discussion of
questions of mnational
either the foreign or domestic policy ef
the United States, to aid in the crystalli-

]

timent of the country in respect thereto,
and when desirable to promote necessary
legisiation in aecordance therewith.”

The plan provides for an executive
committee of thirty, an advisory council
of 500 and a large membership through-
out the country, composed of repre-
sentative, practical men of affairs, irre-
spective of party or creed.

The by-laws provide for the follow-
ing standing committees: On foreign
relations, insular affairs, banking and
currency, industrial combinations, inter-
state and foreign commerce, consular and
diplomatic service, labor, municipal gov-
ernment, taxation, civil service, Indian
affairs, the negro question. Franklin H.
Head, chairman of the committee on or-
ganization, in announcing the advisory

council, sald:

“The manufactursrs have their natlnqal
organization, and meet annually to dis-
cuss the questions that affect their special
interests, the agriculturists have their na-
tional grange meetings ¢nd farmers' con-
gresses to discuss thelr interests, th:
great labor bodies of the country have
their annual meetings devoted to their
special questions, also the National Ban‘l“-
ers’ assoclation, American Bar assccia-
tion, American Economie and Social Sci-
ence assoclation, the great church b-d-
fes, mercantile, trade and traffic asso-
ciations and many other strictly class or-
ganizations meet annually or oftener to
discuss their various interests. The rb-
ject of the National Civie federation, in
addition to creating departments to study
national problems, will be to provide a
naticnal ferum, by means of which th2
representatives of all these great divis-
fons of society may come together and
discuss problems in which all have a com-
men interest, There are many such today
outeide of the political cuestions, the so-
lution of which such a bady may assist
in an educational way. The meetings will
be held annually, or as often as condi-
tions suggest, and in different localitics.
The organizationn will be abs~lutely non-
partisan. That there is a field for su~h
an organization is evidenced by the 500
acceptances recelved on the advisory
council and the hearty indorsement of
the plan contained therein.”

The date of the first meeting and the
subjects for discussien will be provided
by the executive committee and announc-
ed later.

REUNION CLOSED WITH HONORS
TO JEFFERSON DAVIS,

LOUISVILLE, Ky. June 3.—The last
exercises connected with the tenth annual
reunion of the United Confederate Veter-
ans occurred today, when the ninety-sec-
ond anniversary of the birth of Jefferson
Davis was observed at Union hall with
services in memory of Mr, Davis, Winnie
Davis, the “Daughter of the Confeder-
acy,” and the Clmt‘edera‘te dead. Five
thousand persons atténded the exercises.

Mrs. Hayes, the daughter of Jefferson
Davis, and her daughter, Miss Varina
Hayes, were on the piatform. Gen. Ste-
phen D. Lee presided. The first speaker
was Gen. Clement A. Evans, of Georgia.
“The Southern people celebrate Jefferson
Davis' birthday,” said Gen. Evans, “be-
cause he was the first, the last, the pres-
ent and the everlasting president of that
invisible republic known as the Confede-
rate States of America. Davis is still
counseling the Southern people to the
truth of all things that constitute the
best elements of human liberty.”

Ex-United States Senator Regan, of
Texas, the surviving member of the Con-
federate cabinet, said that probably not in
the world's history had the same amount
of honor been shown to a man who had
represented an unsuccessful cause as had
been shown to Jefferson Davis. Judge

LOUIS KLOPSCH, OF NEW YORK,
CONFIRMS  ALL THAT HAS
BEEN SAID OF INDIA

SEEN IN STRICKEN DISTRICTS

Scenes Described as Shocking and
Revolting—Spirit of the People
Broken—Whole Families
Blotted Out.

BOMBAY, June 3.—Louls Klopsch, of
New York, publisher of the Christlan
Herald, who arrived here May 14 and
started at once on a tour of the famine-
stricken  districts, has returned after
traveling through the most sorely strick-
€n portions of the Bombay presidency,
including Gujerat and Barolda. He makes
the following statement regarding his ob-
servations:

“Everywhere I met the most shocking
4and revolting scenes. The famine camps
have been swept by cholera and small-
pox. Fugitives, scattering in all direc-
tions and stricken in flight, were found
dying In the fields and roadside gditches.
The numbers at one road station were
increasing at the rate of 10,000 per day.
At Godhera there were 3,000 deaths from
cholera within five days, and at Darhad
300 in the same period. The hospital
death rate at Godhera and Dorhad was
% per cent.

“The condition of the stricken simply
beggars description. Everywhere water
‘'was Impregnated with an intolerable
stench of corpses. At Ahmedabad the
death rate In the poorhouse was 10 per
cent. Every day I saw new patients
placed face to face with corpses. In
every fourth cot there was a corpse.

“The thermometer read 115 in the
shade. Milllons of flles hovered over the
uncleansed and distressed patients.

“I visited the smallpox and cholera
wards at Visgarama. All patlents were
lying on the ground, there being no
cots. Otherwise their condition was fair.

“lI can fully verify the reports that
vultures, dogs and jackals are devouring
the dead. Dogs have been seen running
about with children’s limbs in their
Jaws.

“The government is doing its best, but
the native officials are hopelessly and
heartlessly inefficient. Between the fam-

GEN. BELAKPE, A FORMER TEXAS
COWEOQY, WRITES TO AN
VLD FRIEND

LITTLE USE FOR THE BRITISH

Glves Some Figures to Show What
a Handfal of Men
Done Against an

Army.

Has

DALLAS, Tex., June 3—Gen. J. Y. P.
Blake, commander of the First brigade
in the Boer army, was a Texas cowboy
in early life. Alexander W. Robertson,
of Denton county, recelved the following
letter from Gen. Blake today:

“Helpraara, Natal, April 1, 1900: ¢
must thank you and all my friends for
the interest you have shown for me and
my welfare as an old Texan of Denton
county,

“Yes, T am no other fellow but the
Beau Blake who vou well knew, many
years ago. Here I im in the most ad-
vanced position of the left flank of the
Boer forces in Natal, surrounded by
mountains and face to face with the
English, and as I write these words J
can see the enemy’s camp and he can
see mine. Each is walting for the other
to strike, and wher. the crash comes I
think Johnny Bull will, as usual, make
a bold dash and then curl his tail over
his back and run for all that is In him,
but without leaving the greater part of
his best blood behind him. In every
battle 8o far his conduct has been de-
scribed and he has been unmercifully
cut and slashed before making his es-
cape,

*““Think of it. Our total force in South
Africa se far has been 35,000. Our total
loss in killed, wounded and prisoners has
been 667 killed, 3,800
1,400 wounded. Before Cronje’s capture
the English reported their losses to ba
14,200 killed, 43,000 wounded and prisoners
and missing enough to bring the total to
64,900. Cronje had 3,9 men and was
surrounded by 70,000 men and 110 cannon,
Cronje had two cannon and two Maxims.
He fought for six days and surrendered
because his ammunition gave out. He lost
43 killed and apout 120 wounded. The
English lost in killed and wounded be-
tween 15000 and 20,000, so that the total
English loss to date is not far from 80,000,
which leaves us still fighting 134,00. 1 be-
lieve we wili win with our little army,
because our force are better fighters. The
English soldier can murder, debauch and
plunder, but he cannot fight. Until this
war 1 believed the English soldier the
best In the world and now I place him
on a par with the Spaniard. When I
tell you not one man more than 250
penned up 11,000 English soldiers in Lady-
smith for four months and that it took
33,000 soldiers and 160 cannon to relieve
them, then you can imagine how well
the Dutch fight. Five thousand Dutch
tried to stop the 33,000, but failed because
they had but six cannon. It cost Builer
more than 15,000 men to relieve 11,000 in
Ladysmith.

‘“We are now 5,000 strong along a line
forty miles long, holding In check about
38,000 Englisn, If they had the nerve
they could drive us back, but thelr loss
would be tremendous. This war is to
destroy the liberty and independence of
the Dutch and deprive them of thelr
gold fields to satisfy Rhodes, Chamberlain
and Milner. He that would serve hu-
manity best would have hung for their
perfidy the above trio of political ras-
cals. The Dutch are too liberal, too
humane and too strict in their observance
of the rules governing civilized warfare
to contend with the English, who abused
the armistice, the Red Cross, the white
flag and murder wounded captives with
the lance on the battle reid.

*““The Irish brigade, which I have the
honor to command, is compozed of Irish
and Irish-Americans, and a braver and
more dJdetermined lot of men you will
never find anywhere. I have secn them
put to the severest tests, but never yet
has a man swerved. They will prove
themselves an honor and a credit to the
countries they hail from. [ was wound-
ed in the right arm below the elbow
by a shrapnel shell on Oct. 3¢ at the
battle of Modder Spruit, In front of
Ladysmith. The bone was broken, the
artery and main nerve cut and my arm
is lost forever, except the thumb and
first finger. 1 never left the battle field,
although 1 was laid up for six weeks.
On that day we had twenty-four cannon
firing at us for eight hours, yet we
completely routed the English, * * *
