TRUNK LINE MI3IOTING.

No Agreement Reached as -to Ei-

ceow Karen.

NEW YORK. June 7.-The Joint pas-
senger committee of the railroads in the
Trunk Line association, after a two
days' session, adjourned today without
reaching an agreement upon the matter
of excess fares upon fast trains via dif-
ferential lines. This question recently be-
came more important by the action of
the Delaware, Laekawanna & Western in
putting on a fast service between St.
Louis, Chicago and New York without
charging excess fares.

According to L. P. Farmer, a commis-
sioner of the Trunk Line passenger com-
mlttee and secretary of the joint passen-
ger committee, after a rather heated all-
day session today, the members of the
Joint passenger committee were unable to
come to any agreement in the matter of
excess fares, the representatives of the
Western roads out of Chicago, Cincinnati
and St. Louis, virtually the Cential Pas-
senger association, holding to the view
that tin presidents of the different roads
had full authority to act in the matter.
The trunk line representatives of the
to the opinion that the joint passenger
committee had authority to settle the'
matter.

Commissioner Farmer added that the
Inability of the committee to agree on this
subject render valueless the consideration
of all other matters which came up for
discussion.

Excess fares on east-bound fast trains
have not been charged, but they have on
ell west-bound trains to all points except
Cincinnati and St. Louis.

Should the question of excess fares not
be settled at the conference of all rail-
road presidents tomorrow Commissioner
Farmer intimated that a passenger rate
war between the Central passenger com-
mittee and the trunk line roads might
Immediately follow.

PALMER CUT-OFF "WORK.

It Will Be Finished During the
Present Month.

The Palmer cut-off of the Northern Pa-
cific, which will materially shorten the
time to the coast and the convenience In
operating through trains, will be In full
operation July 1. Construction work is
nearly completed, and _£haj: which re-
mains is being forced as rapidly as pos-
sible. Bad weather and rains have de-
layed the contractors during the past Fix
months, but engineers of the road state
that the new route Is so near completion
that nothing can delay it further.

The cut-off takes an air line from Palm-
er, on the main line in Washington, to
Auburn, on the line between Seattle and
Tacoma, and saves a run of thirty miles
between Palmer and Seattle.

IS AN N. P. SCHEME.

IW-lltr.ulinin Bay 4& Eaxterii Line to
I-'alrhnrrn.

A Northern Pacific official stated yes-
terday that the city of Falrhaven, Wash.,
has granted the Bellingham Bay & East-
ern railway a franchise permitting it to
construct a right of way through the
city. This action, on the same authority,
\u25a0was taken in the hopes and with the
understanding that It would bring the
Northern Pacific in there. The vote for
the passage of the resolution granting the
franchise was unanimous.

This disposes of the statement which
has been repeatedly made that the
Northern Pacilip has no interest in theWestern road for which the* franchise
Was granted.

SALE PROTESTED.

Union Pacific Buy» in Valuable
Tracts of Lund.

ATCHISON, Kan., June 7.—The reor-
ganized Central Branch, Union Pacific
railway, today bought in the 18.000 acres
of land in Atchison, Brown, Marshall,
Jackson and Nemalia counties, Kansas,
and in Pawnee county, Nebraska, offered
for wale by the receivers of the original
Central Branch, Union Pacific, for
amounts aggregating $25,000. No money
was paid put, as the reorganized Central
Branch, Union Pacific, is a heavy cred-
itor of the former organization.

Fully 2,000 persons were at the sale.
Many of them were farmers who owned
the lands involved, while others were
attorneys. As Thomas P. Wilson, one of
the receivers, mounted the court house
steps to offer the lands for sale an
anxious crowd surrounded him, and at-
torneys took turns at reading legal ob-
jections to the sale of t^». lands on the
ground that it would cloud the titles.

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SENATE} AND HOUSE ADJOURN AS

FINALLY AGREED

UPON

STEANGE SCENES IN HOUSE

Members Sang Patriotic Sonjj-i,

"While (lie Galleries Cheered—
I sunl Jti'Kolu! loiih and Re-

itponcei by Officers.

WASHINGTON, June 7.—Congress ad-
journed sine die at 6 o'clock this after-
noon. For the senate it was a day of
waiting. The naval appropriation bill
—the stumbling block to final adjourn-
ment—could not be agreed to by the con-
ferees of the two houses, and the dis-
agreement was reported 10 the genxU
early in the day. The report was ac-
cepted by the senate, which refused to
request another conference, although Mr.
Hale expressed the belief that an agree-
ment might be reached. There was an
evident disposition on the part of the
senate to make trouble if the conferees
should recede from the senate amendment
as to the ocean surveys, and it was deem-
ed the wiser policy to afford the house
an opportunity again to pass upon the
question.

At 4 o'clock, after several recesses had
been taken, it became known to the
senate that the house had concurred in

the senate's amendments remaining in
controversy, and soon afterward the
house resolution providing for final ad-
journment was passed, an amendment
fixing the hour at 5 o'clock, June 7.

It was not until 4:40, twenty minutes
before the hour fixed for adjournment,

that Mr. Frye announced his signature

to the naval bill. With some other meas-
ures it was hurried to the president, who
was In waiting in his room in the cap-
ltol, and was signed by him a few
minutes later.

The concluding hour of the session was
purely a social session. No business be-
yond the adoption of the customary res-
olution of thanks to the chairman (Mr.
Frye) was accomplished. In acknowledg-
ment of the compliment Mr. Frye de-
livered a brief and graceful speech, which
was received with cordial applause j
throughout the chamber.

The conclusion of the work of the
senate was quiet and perfunctory, at-
tended by no exciting scenes such as
are often incident to the close of a ses-
sion, and when the gavel fell finally, ex-
pressions of relief and gladness were
heard from all senators.

As the people were streaming from the"1

galleries, a fine-looking, gray-haired man
rose in the gentleman's gallery and, rais-
ing his hat high above his head, and
looking upward, shouted:

"A message from the great white
throne! Jesus is coming soon."

He is the same man who at the con-
clusion of the Grant ceremonies in the
house of representatives, a short timeago, made a similar demonstration.

FINAL HOURS IN HOUSE.
In marked contract with the exciting

incidents attending the bitter struggles of
the closing hours of the session, Speaker
Henderson laid down his gavel at 5
o'clock this afternoon at the 'joncluslon
of one of the most picturesque scenes
which has ever occurred in the hall of
representatives. Party passion and per-
sonil rancor, which have brought the
house to the brink of actual riot several
times during the last forty-eight hours,
gave way in the closing half-hour to
good fellowship, which found vent in a
patriotic outburst that stirred the crowd-
ed galleries to the highest pitch of en-
thusiasm.

During a brief recess taken within thir-
ty minutes of the time fixed for the final
adjournment, tc give the president an op-
porcunity to affix his signature to the
bills that were being rushed to him ior
approval, a group of members, le.l hv
Mr. Mercer (Neb.), Mr. Ball (Tex.), Mr.
Fltzgeiald (Mass.) and Mr. Tawney
(Minn.), congregated in the area to tht.
left of the speaker's rostrum and begun
Binding patriotic airs. The galleries were
banked to the doors. "Columbia, Gem of
the Ocean," "Auld Lang Syne," "The
Red, White and Blue," successively rang
out. As the singing proceeded members
joined the group until, without regard toago or pa-rty, the entire membership of
the house Joined In the chorus.

The spectators in the galleries ap-
plauded each song until the strains of
"Dixie" filled the hall. Then their un-
bounded enthusiasm broke out in wild
cheers. But the enthusiasm "Dixie"'
evoked was not to be compared with the
remarkable demonstration which fol-
lowed when, in a clear, ringing tenor,
Mr. Fitzgerald (Mass.) started the na-
tional anthem, with the inspiring words
"Through the dawn's early light." In an
instant all the men, women and children
in the galleries were on their feet, join-
ing in the singing. The mighty chorus
from thousands of throats reverberatedthrough the hall, making the pulse leap
and the blood tingle. It was a magnili-
cent and soul-inspiring spectacle. The la-
dies kept time to the rhythm of the ma-
fic with their handkerchiefs, and the men
beat the time with their hands. The
speaker, pausing as he entered the hall,
raise*! his voice also.

The excitement produced by the scenes
overcame a white-haired old man in ona
of the public galleries, and when the
pong ceased he jumped upon hie seat and
shouted: "That is the song of the an-
gels of heaven." He was plainly a crank,
but, as he showed a disposition tc
harangue the house, he was quietly
ejected.

After Speaker Henderson had made a
graceful farewell speech, thanking tho
members for their courtesy, and had de-
clared the house adjourned, the members
testified to his popularity by singing
"For He Is a Jolly Good Fellow," Rnd
the newspaper correspondents in the
press gallery celebrated their emancipa-
tion from the burdens of congress by
singing the "Doxology."

FEATURE OF DAY.
The principal feature of the closing

day in the house was the reversal of its
action last night In turning down the
conferees on the naval bill for yielding
on the item relating to ocean surveys.
Over night the sentiment of the house
underwent a complete change, and to-day the members voted by a large ma-
jority to accept outright the senate
amendment, which goes much furtherthan the compromise which the conferees
offered last night. The new conferees,
led by Mr. Cannon, who had brought in
a compromise which they considered more
satisfactory, were ignominously brushed
aside. It was a distinct victory for the
old conferees, Messrs. Foss (111.), Dayton
(W. Va.) and Cummings (N. V.).

The other feature of the closing day
was the course- of Mr. Lentz (O.), Inblocking unanimous consent legislation.
For three days he has objected to bills
because the majority would not allow thetestimony in the Cot'ur d'Alene lnvestiga.
tlon to be printed, and he maintained
his position to the end.

"In parting, I wish you from my heart
a pleasant vacation, and that you may
all return to the duties of the next ses-
sion refreshed in body and in mind.

"And now, in pursuance of the concur-
rent resolution adopted by the two houses
of congress, I declare' this session ad-
journed without day." ]

FAILIRES FOR MAY.

Largest Ever Known in That Month
Since Record*) i!egi:n.

NEW YORK, June 7.—Dun's Review
will say on Saturday:

"Failures in May were not enly th-s
largest ever known in that month since
such records were made, but of eighty
months covered by thes= returns only nix
have shown as large liabilities. Contra-
dictory though it may appear, the report
is encouraging. There was not a single
failure in the month which was calculat-
ed to shake, or did shake, commercial
credits, which were stronger at the end
of May than at the beginning. Neither
was there a failure, or nest of failures,
calculated to create alarm about any
particular branch of business.

$13,000,000 exceeds in amount all failures
in any other month, except one, since
189i>,' and with it came another for $735,000.
Nearly 60 per cent of the total defaulted
liabilities was due to five 'other commer-
cial' failures, while the ten large fail-
ures In manufacturing and trading cov-
ered less than $3,000,000 liabilities in all
The number and amount of liabilities of
commercial failures in May, compared
with last year, are given: May, 1900, 497,
1893, 581. Liabilities: May, 1900, $23,771,-
--151; 1869, $3,520,<186.

"The returns to Dun's Review for May
show an unusually large number of small
failures. They exceed those of any othei
year but one, and that is considered sug-
gestive; also the increase of over an
eighth in average liabilities. This, the
Review says, is reaoily traceable to the
manufacturers, for which the surprising
increase in the number the smaller fail-
ures in trading show lower liabilities
than in any other year iexcept two. Man-
ufacturing liabilities have much Increas-
ed, however, the average for those small
firms running close to $12,000.

"It might be inferred that there had.
been a really noteworthy expansion of
manufacturing indebtedness for the sea-
son, and in January a similar increase
appeared, though very little in February
or March. In April the Increase was
about $1,500 per small failure, and in
May $3,400. It is not difficult to surmise
that this has connected with the general
slackening of orders for manufactured
products, which has now begun to pro-
duce a readjustment of prices."
