governor general In council —that is to
say. the ministry—can select any date

within the constitutional limit for an ap-

peal to the people.

This arrangement has the advantage

of providing for a reference to the elec-

tors of the country of any important
question which unexpectedly arises; it
has the disadvantage of giving the dom-
inant party an unfair start in the race
for power, by enabling it, aa it were, to
choose the ground and the conditions

which most favor its chances. Canadian
politicians are fully aKve to this and
some make no pretense of being influ-
enced in the selection of a date for elec-

tions by any other consideration than
that of the party's interest. "We shall
bring on the elections when we are
ready," said Mr. Tarte In one of bis

characteristic hustlng speeches last No-
vember. "We should be great fools,"

he added, "if we did otherwise."
The administration, then, is now, pre-

sumably, ready, and the close of the
present session will no doubt be the com-
mencement of a vigorous campaign.
The contest will be, for many reasons,

unusually Interesting. It will ho inter-
'\u25a0riting to learn whether the French Ca-
nadian province of Quebec, with its sixty-

five members In a house of some 200, will
continue to Sir Wilfred Laurier the al-

most unanimous support which it gave
him in 1&96. It Is, of course, a great

tiling to have one "dcs notres"— one of

our own people—at the head of the Do-
miSnlon; but enthusiasm has waned some-
what, and the seeds of discontent have
been busily sown by the "Bleu" leaders,
who point to the inadequate representa-

tion of the province in tho federal cab-
in-t and also endeavor surreptitiously

to have the government condemned for

sending troops to the Transvaal, a meas-
ure unpopular with the French Cana-
dians as a class, who, whatever the poli-
ticians and the press may say, are
against participation by Canada in the
wars of the empire.

GOVERNMENT IN A DILEMMA.
Indeed the government Is in a dilemma

on thia loyalty question. Last autumn the
English Conservative politicians anc
press clamored loudly for the sending of

a Canadian contingent to assist the Brit-
ish forces in the Transvaal. Sir Charles
Tupper addressed a telegram from Hal-
ifax to Sir Wilfrid Laurier at Ottawa

offering to co-opeiate with the govern*

ment In responding to Mr. Chamberlain's
appeal. Sir Charles," when sending the
telegram, took care to supply copies to
tho press, and it was through that me-
dium that Sir Wilfrid flm hearfl of the
opposition leader's plausible offer, for, by

some extraordinary and unaccountable
in transmission between Halifax

and Ottawa, the original message did not

reach the prime minister until five days

atteU it had been sent. In any case, a
very effective clamor was raised, and

full advantage was taken of the hesita-

tion of the government. This hesitation
proceeded from the fear that the send-
ing of the contingent might moan the
loss of votes in the province of Quebec.
At last, however, tho loyal section of the
cabinet prevailed, and not enly one, but

two contingents, one mounted, of a thou-

sand men each, were sent, irrespective

of Lord Strathcona's regiment of horse.
Then the complaint of the opposition

was that the government had only paid

the expenses of arming and equipping th 4
contingents, and delivering them in South

Africa, whereas a truly loyal and patriot-

ic administration would have assumed
the cost; of war as well. The loyalty of

tho Liberal party is always under sus-
picion. Conservatives may sign annexa-
tion manifestos, as Sir John Abbott did,

and yet rise to the leadership of their
loyal party. They may mob one repre-
sentative of the queen and grossly In-
sult another, but, as they are always
loyal, they are forgiven. With the Lib-
erals, however. It would seem as if the
most practical evidence of attachment to

British connection was not to be accept-

ed. The Laurier government has reduced
the tariff on goods exported from the

mother country, first by twelve and a
half, then by twenty-five, and, lastly, by
thirty-throe and one-third per cent. This,

hOwever, is not loyalty to England lr
Conservative eyes. It Is a willful, foolish
and deliberate sacrifice of Canada's in-

terests. Instead of making an arrange-
ment with the mother country for mu-
tual preferential trade, we have given
something for nothing, *nd thrown open
our markets to tho rapacious British
manufacturer.

Those loyalty and preferential tariff
questions promise to be the leading Is-
sues during the coming campaign. The
Bleus will try to rally the Catholic vote
by seeking to discredit Sir Wiifrid Lau-

rler's settlement of the troublesome Man-
itoba school question which was so prom-
inent in HB6, but which both parties nave
Einco gladly dropped. The Blcus admit
that the question is dead, and declare
that no effort will be made to revive it,
but they argue that Sir Wilfrid should
be turned out, nevertheless, because he
failed to secure for the Catholic minority

of Manitoba a full restitution of its
rights. That is a very convenient plan,

as ;t will, it is hoped, enable the Con-
servatives to win Catholic votes without
alienating their Orange friends, who will
ba satsfitd with the assurance that the
question will be allowed to rest.

(PREFERENTIAL TARIFF.

The preferential tariff question ha*

tak^n the place of the old controversy of

Protection versus Free Trade. It must

be confessed that the Liberal govern-

ment has sadly failed to give effect to
the fiscal policy -which It so warmly ad-
vocated while in opposition. Then the

vocabularies of Liberal orators did not
contain epithets strong enough to mark
their utter abhorrence of the protective
principle; but the goal of office once at-
tained the Conservative tariff with a lit-
tle reforming was found to be good
enough for all purposes, and so has been
retained.

But, striking as Is the discrepancy be-
tween the Liberal party's attitudes on
the tariff question when in opposition

and when in power, its administration of
the finances exhibits a discrepancy still
more striking. It has Increased the an-
nual expenditure by some ten millions
and increased the public debt as well.
For tms it will be sternly called to ac-
count by the reformers who supported

it in 1896 because it had promised an era
of economical government, characterized
by reduced expenditures and surpluses
applied to the diminution of the national
debt, which had already, after eighteen
years of national policy, attained a suf-
ficiently respectable figure. These prom-
ises it may be said to have utterly ignor-
ed, and its defense Is that the prosper-
ous condition of the country since 1896
has been the means of causing such an

The slna of the ad-
ministration have been many, and the
disappointments it baa occasioned to
faithful partisans have been grievous,

and the Old Guard has lost much of the
enthusiasm with which it worked In
lfc%. Still, if the ministerialists are not
invulnerable, the armor of their appo-
nents Is in worse condition. The Con-
servative ranks are divided and the par-
ty retains its venerable and garrulous
leader because the other aspirants for
the chieftainship are, for one reason or
another, impossible. The one man of
ability in the party, Hon. George Kulas
Poster, la too blttorly disliked personally
to hope to command a united following,

and none of the others of Sir Charles'
lieutenants seems to possess, to any ex-
tent, the requisite qualities. The posi-

tion of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, on the other
hand, is unassailable. Tarte may bo in-
discjreet; , he may commit acts whli h

make the old Liberals shudder; Blair
may make ruinous purchases of rail-
ways; Sifton may attempt to make a
present of Immense tracts in the- Klon-
dike to a firm of contractors; but these
are details. Sir Wilfrid is still allowed
to play the part he has assumed of grand

conciliator of racial and religious* strife
and apostle of united Canada. Wherever
he goes he preaches the gospel of peace

and good will to all Canadians, and his
hearers always applaud him and never
think of calling him to acoouiit for the

acts of his colleagues.
Yet, there la much lissatlsfaction la

the Liberal ranks. The defeat of the
Conservative party 5 in 1886 was no doubt
principally due to the bad times then pre-
vailing and to the feelltig that eighteen.
years of office had corrupted the authors
of the national policy. Much of the de-
feat, howover, was also to be attributed
to the exposures of dishonesty and ex-
travagance which had been made, and

the people were asflced to give the Lib-
erals an opportunity 6* demonstrating

what could be effected \>y means of re-
formed methods of administration. The
burden of the poor'man was to be light-

ened, and "free trade asf they have it in
England" was to 'be the goal toward
which the new government would direct
its efforts.

the premiership of Sir Wilfrid Laurier
In. the event of the success of the party.
Yet, Sir Richard was thrown over at the
eleventh hour, and the important port-
folio confided to Hon. W. 8. Fielding,
prime minister of the province of Nova
Scotia, an able, successful and upright
politician, but one who had never been
expected to be removed from the field in
which he had distinguished himself.

AGAINST WOODMEN

HIS MEMBERSHIP HAD LAPSED

Court Hold* That Bowlln Could Not
Be Reinstated Without I'dmlhu

a Phyaleal Examina-
tion.

In the case of Frank Bowlln, a minor,
by hia guardian ad lltem, Oeorge Bowlln,
against the Sovereign camp, Woodmen
of the World, a decision of interest to
fraternal organizations was filed yester-
day by Judge Otl«, setting aaide a ver-
dict of $1,118.75 given by a Jury.

But, if the calling of Mr. Fielding to
the department of finance bad caused
surprise the announcement of the nomin-
ation of Joseph Trad Tarte as minister
of public works was received with con-
sternation. Mr. Tarto Is a unique fig-
ure in politics. He is probably the most
frankly unprincipled public man of the
day. To him politics is a game, .vllh
power as the goal and that goal is to
be reached at no matter what cost of
decency or sacrifice of public morality.

He was the campaign organizer of the
Conservative party for many years, and
thus bwame familiar with the many
questionable methods resorted to by that
party for raising funds at election times.
He aspired, however, to be something

more than an organizer of victory; but
his hopes of piomotlon were disappointed,
and ho revenged himself by betraying

some secrets, with the result that Sir
Hector Lanerwin. the minister of public

works of the day, was driven from pub-

lic life, and the contractors with whom

ho had had dealings were condemned to
prison. The revelations, of course, se-
riously Injured the Conaeivatlve party,

which had Just sustained a 6evcrc blow
in the death of Sir John A. MacuonaM,
Us famous leader. In duo cou-.ih Mr.
Tarte went over to the Liberals, by

whom he was welcomed with open arms,
and employed his wonderful talents as
an election organizer, to assure for Mr.

Laurier a majority from the province of

Quebec at the approaching contest. His
services were undoubtedly valuable, al-
though there Is no doubt that the vic-
tory of the Llberfi party in ISE6 was cer-
tain In any event.
TARTE'S PREFERMENT AMAZED

CANADA.
Conservatives, by whom he was cor-

dially detested, and Liberals, by whom
he wa3 disliked and distrusted, were
alike astounded when they learned of
the, little man's appointment to the port-

folio of public works, tho great spending
department. There he was, however, anrt

there he still remains. He seems to have
acquired a atrong ascendency over Sir
Wilfrid, who supports him in all the con-
tests in which he becomes engaged with
dissatisfied members of the party. It
was he who figured in the Drumironi
deal; it was he who engineered the
scheme by which the Conners syndicate

of Buffalo obtained a valuable elevator

site in the harbor of Montreal. He en-
riches his friends by means of profitable
contracts for public works in different

parts of the country, and he seems to
have taken 3peclal pleasure, since com-
ing into office. In bafllin* th& wishes of

the poor old guard of Liberals, which
has fought the battles of the party for
the last twenty years, but which sees the
rewards bestowed upon new men. He
carries bye elections by extravagant
promises of public works In the vacant
county, a favorite practice with the

Conservative party when in power, but

one condemned and abhorred by the Lib-

erals when in opposition.

There are many othbr ways in which
tha Liberal government has disappointed

its friends' hopos; but, notwithstanding

all this, It is still probable, for reasons

which It has beeen attempted to ex-
plain, that the elections of 1900 will again

result in the success of the present domi-
nant party.

INVOLVES HIDUB

Deceased was a member of Olive Camp

No. 9 and held a life Insurance policy
In the organization. The policy was al-
lowed to lapse for three months, with
arrearages In dues amounting to $3.30.
Shortly before his death Mr. Bowlln at-
tempted to have himself reinstated. The
dues were tendered the camp, but were
accepted conditionally, as the rules of
the order provide that when once a mem-
ber has lost hla j?ood standing he can
only be reinstated again upon a perfect
physical examination. Very ill w!th
consumption, Mr. Bowlin was not able
to comply with this regulation. After
his death, his son, Frank Bowlin,
brought suit to recover the amount of
the policy. During the previous nego-
tiations the money tendered for the back
dues had been sent to the sovereign
camp and had been refused. It was
again tendered to the parents of Mr.
Bowlm and here also refused. In a
lengthy memorandum the court says:

"It does not seem to me that this pay-
ment of arrearages in the manner and
under the circumstances it was made
operated to remove the default and rein-
state the Insured, to full membership so
aa to validate his certificate. It was
handed to an officer of the defendant to
be handed to the clerk at a time when
the Insured was not Jn good health, but
was in the last stages of an Incurable
malady, of which, a few days after, he
died. The officer did not accept it as
payment, nor was he the proper officer
to receive payment. It was by him
turned over to the clerk, who gave a
conditional receipt therefor, to the effect
that he held it fqr the insured, pending
the necessary action upon application for
reinstatement, and that ho had no claim
upon the order (|ntll such application
had been accepted in accordance with the
constitution and lawa.

"The payment by virtue of this condi-
tional receipt, remained In defendanth's
hands, subject to the full condition, with-
out full acceptance thereof, or of such
application, and with an express dis-
claimer that it should operate aa a waiv-
er, until the death of the Insured, when
It was tendered back to the party who
had paid It.

"The Insured was not In good health;
he did not, and could not, appear before
the clerk in person, nor was he able to
furnish a truthful certificate of good
health, as required by the laws of the
order, go mad© a part of hia certificate
of Insurance. In what occurred I can find
no waiver of these conditions, even con-
ceding that It was competent for the
clerk of the local camp to make such,
waiver.

"In this case, the acts of the officers
of defendant order were such as it was
their duty to perform in view of the
rights of the Insured, and there is in
my mind very grave doubt whether they
had power to waive the forfeiture Sec-
tion 87 of the laws of the order. This
section Is apparently for the benefit of
all the members of the associntion which
