ing as China. Our far-sighU-d iron and

cotton manufacturers are fully alive to
the potentialities of ihc China market, and
the administration at Washington should
be encouraged in taking a strong position

In regard to American Interests
In that part of the world.
We do not want an inch of Chinese ter-
ritory, but we do demand the same oppor-
tunities for trading and enterprise that
any other nation possesses. We cann t
Idly submit to any exclusionist policies; j
End, fortunately, our newly acquired :
Btronghold in the Philippines give:- us an !
important vantage point in future nego-
tiations.

Should any serious disturbance arise on
this account the European money mar- |
kets may be adversely affected, and this !
would temporarily depress our local mar-
ket. It is unlikely, however, that such
events would cause any permanent de-
pression. Should war occur, it is not prob-
able that this country would take any-
very serious part; and it Is worth remem-
bering that within the last few years
three important wars have come and gone
with much less effect upon the security

markets than expected. Our mark t Is I
now freed from the uncertainty of tho
Transvaal war, and this is a favorable
factor.

The homo situation, though not with-
out its drawbacks, is far fr< m unsatis-
factory. Trade is settling down to more
normal proportions, and the process of
readjustment causes complaint in some
quarters. But business conditions as a
whole are sound, and, when prices reach
a reasonable level, and production is car-
ried on with some regard to demand, we
may expect a resumption of satisfactory

conditions—not a repetition of last year's
'boom," which would be a calamity in
disguise, and not a blessing, li is quiie
likely that speculative conditions wil' be
more or less deferred until after the elec-
tions, the effect of which, however, upjn
legitimate trade is much le<--s than gen-
erally supposed.

At the moment we hardly look for a
buoyant bull market, foreign and presi-
dential uncertainties checking public buy-
ing fnr ihe rise. Stocks, however, are
held with conspicuous firmness, and at-
tt-mpts to depress the market meet with
lit tit- success, except to enlarge the short
Interest. The strongest bull factor at
present is easy money and prospects of
its continuance. Bank reserves are ris-
ing, gold supplies are increasing, the de-
mand for accommodation Is less than a
year ago, and Secretary Gage has skillful-
ly managed to avert the probability of
the treasury absorbing funds to an incon-
venient degree during the autumn. Good
stocks will afford a profit when bought
on sharp reactions, but a general buil
market is not likely just now; neither 13
any pronounced weakness probable. There
Is a good deal of bear sentiment In some
quarters, arising from the reaction in iron
and steel In addition to the other uncer-
tainties, and this induce? a state of ap-
athy not easily overcome. The market,
however, Is ready to respond to any fa-
vorable developments.
