LONDON, Juno 12 (3 a. m.).—The last
a;, ssage out of Pekin to reach London
lert there yesterday morning at 11
o'clock, going by way of the Russian tel-
f-Ki; ph through Siberia, the Tien Tsin
line being cut. It was as follows:

"Gen. Tung, a Mohammedan, extremely

hostile to foreigners, arrived here this
morning and had a lons audience with

Prince Tuan, fattier of the heir appar-
ent, -who is seemingly friendly to the
Boxers. Prince Tuan has beon appointed

chief of the foreign office over Prince
Thing, who is more friendly toward the
foreigners.

"The dispatch of more marines was In
response to a telegram from the minis-
ters to the consuls at Tien Tsin for ad-
ditional troops. Conveyances have left
Pekin to meet the troops coming by the
lirst train.

"The arrival of the empress dowager

has rendered the city somewhat more
quiet than it has been recently. The

'Protestants have erected a barricade be-
fore tin- building In which they have
taken refuge, and they have a small
guard. The Catholics are concentrated
riirth of the cathedral, under the pro-
tection of a French guard of twenty-five
men, who will hold out to the end.

At Tien Tsin the viceroy finally con-
sented to furnish transport for a relief
force of 400 under an American command-
er.

FIGHTING IN PEKIN.
Shanghai, under yesterday's date, re-

ports tiiat there had been street fighting

In Pc-kin early Sunday evening-. The
Russians are making large purchases of
canned provisions at Shanghai, and
everything points to an outbreak of hos-
tilities. All British missionaries will
probably be ordered to return cjuick'.y
to treaty ports. The Shanghai corre-
spondent of the Dally Telegraph, in a
dispatch dated yesterday at 11:40 p. m.,
Bays:

"Reports from the Un-Nan-Fu district
say that the French minister has tele-
graphed that a crisis is Imminent, and
that he is advising all foreigners to evac-
uate In Nan."

All telegrams Indicate that the situa-
tion has not in the least improved. On
the contrary, the disaster has spread
from the neighborhood of Pekin to the
capital itself, which is growing turbulent
in anti-foreign demonstrations. In addi-
tion to being attacked in returning from

tile crowds continue to demonstrate
against the legation. Two thousand. s are nearing the city, and the ad-

Dispatches from Copenhagen say that
Russia has given "adhesion to the
scheme for a demonstration." The Rus-
sian minister in Pekin, who also acts
as the envoy for Denmark, is credited
with having sent a dispatch to the Dan-

"It is proposed by his majesty and his
advisers that the foreign powers shoulddi rlare a joint protectorate and undertake the task of governing the country
through his majesty."

The message suggests that the protec-
torate should abolish certain boards inPekin, appoint new ministers, abolish theexisting so-called army and establisha gendarmerie under foreign officers, take
control of customs, posts and telegraphs
and work them through Chinese official*and establish a uniform currency, read-

just taxation and insure the freedom of
religion.

CHINA RIPE FOR CHANGE.
Weng Tung Ho, who predicts a peace-

ful existence of such a regime, goes on
to say:

"China is ripe for the change of tide
which the reactionaries vainly seek to
stem. If it should so be on the other
hand that the foreign powers seriously
contemplate the dismemberment of the
Chinese empire, they have before them
the huge task of facing dense millions,
who, although lacking training, and who
make but contemptible soldiers, possess
boundless powers of passive resistance,
and would be able to wear out the pa-
tience of any European rulers seeking to
govern them without regard to their
prejudices.

"The conquest and division of China
would be possible with 100,000 troops, but
to retain and govern would reeiuire 1,000,-

--000 soldiers and centuries of work. The
task would end with the most unhappy
results for both conquered and conquer-
ors.

"His majesty and his advisers beg
America and Japan to pause before re-
sorting to dismemberment until the plan
of granting the emperor's rights to gov-
ern his own and restore the happiness of
this great division of the human race
have Droved abortive. If the people are
assured that the powers are guiding and
protecting his majesty and do not intend
to swallow the country themselves the
Boldiers will return to the allegiance from
which the empress diverted them."

RUSSIA ACTING ALONE.
LONDON, June 11.—A special dispatch

from Shanghai, dated today, says:
"All the naval forces, except the Rus-

sians, are acting under the orders of the
British admiral. It is reported that the
head of a foreigner has been seen ex-
posed on a pole northwest of Tien Tsin.
The Chinese are fleeing from Pekin and
Tien Tsin to Shanghai.

"There are ominous indications of out-
breaks in the Yang Tse district. All'
classes of natives in the north display
intense hostility towards foreign resi-
dents, and the Chinese soldiers point their
guns at foreigners as they pas?."

ACTION IN WASHINGTON.
WASHINGTON. D. C, June 11.-The

Chinese crisis continues to b° an ab-orb-
ing topic at the foreign embassies and
legations in Washington, but the prevail-
ing sentiment is that it will be confined
to mob outbreaks and will not eventuate
in a territorial dismemberment involving
the various powers.

The Chinese minister, Mr. Wu Ting
Fang, is naturally disturbed at the seri-
ousness of the reports, but in the. com-
plete absence of official information he
believes the reports are magnified, and
that the underlying causes of the attacks
upon the foreigners have not been given.
A true knowledge of this point he thinks
will permit a much better judgment of
the situation.
In some foreign quarters It is believed

the Chinese government will give some
indication through its ministers abroad of
its views on the landing of foreign troops
and its reported inability to cope with the
troubles, but not a word has been re-
ceived here.

The navy department has received the
following cablegram from Admiral
Kempff:

"Tong Ku, June 11.—Secretary of Navy:
In case all communication Pekin cut, not
able go alone; If other nations go will
Join to relieve Americans pending instruc-tions. Situation se:lous. Battalions of
marines from Manila has been urgently
requested. Answer. —"Kempff."

Upon receipt of the above, Secretary
Long sent the following cablegram to Ad-
miral Remey, at Manila:

"Navy Department, June ll.—Remey,
Manila: Send by Solace immediately
with dispatch to Kempff one company of
marines,-arranging if practicable that aft-
er landing Solace shall continue home-
ward voyage as previously ordered.

SITUATION CRITICAL.

NEW YORK, June 11.—The following
cable from Pekin was received today at
the Methodist Episcopal board:

"Pekin, June 9.—Massacre native Chris-
tians. Situation foreigners critical. Press
Washington. —"Davis.

—"Gamewell."
This came direct from the missionary

society at Pekin, of which Messrs. Davis
and Gamewell are in charge. A copy of
the message was at once sent to Presi-
dent McKinley. In repeating the cable
message to the president, Rev. A. B.
Leonard, the missionary secretary, add-
ed the following:

"This means our people are in great
peril and greatly need such protection
as our government can afford."

GERMANY'S ATTITUDE.
BERLIN, June 11.—From a high official

of the foreign office the correspondent of
the Associated Press received the follow,
ing statement today regarding Germany's
attitude in the far East:

"Germany adheres to her idea of joint
action by the powers in China. Thus
far the powers have been acting together
harmoniously, and there is no indication
that any power means to take a separate
advantage."

MISSIONS ABANDONED.
BOSTON, June 11.—The American

board of commissioners for foreign mis-
sions has received a cablegram from
Pekin City, dated yesterday, confirming
the press dispatch that Tung Cho has
been abandoned by the missionaries, and
that the missionaries are safe at Pekin,
but that the native converts have been
massacred and scattered. There were
sixteen missionaries at Tung Cho; nine-
teen native helpers; 213 native communi-
cants; 500 native adherents, and 450 Sun-
day school members. The total number

of pupils in the educational department
of Tung Cho was 220. Of the sixteen m.s-
plonaries, four or five are known to be In
this country on furloughs.

FRANCE IS IN LINE.
PARIS, June 11.—In the chamber of

deputies this afternoon M. Denys Cochin,
Conservative, asked the government if
adequate measures had been taken to
arrest the. insurrection in China and pro-
tect the French flag. The minister of
foreign affairs, M. Delcasse, replying,
saiu China was a country of secret so-
cieties, and that any one of these give
the signal for the insurrection. The acts
of the rebels, he added, showed that for
them the enemy is Western civilization.
They attack schools, missions, railroads
and telegraphs, and even at Pekin the
insurrection has its accomplices who are
ready to join it. Continuing, the foreign
minister said:

"A community of danger dictates to
the powers their reasons. I wish to set
aside all questions of divergent viewa
among them. What 1 afiirni is that the
surest guarantee of safety for each is a
united front. If the Chinese government
does ne>t seek to repress the insurrection,
of which it appears neither alarmed nor
even surprised, it must expect new and
grave misfortunes. I have paced at the
disposition of the French minister all
our naval forces in Chinese waters, and
have instructed him to keep in constant
communication with his diplomatic col-
leagues, among whom the most com-
plete accord has not ceased to reign.
The legations have just notified the gov-
ernment of China and the dowager em-
press that an end must be put to this
peril, which menaces the empire and Eu-
ropean interests Otherwise the powers
will act for themselves."

Return of China's Royal Family to

Pelcita.
LONDON, June 11.—The return of the

emperor of China and the dowager em-
press to Pekin from tha summer palace is
regarded as a hopeful sign, but otherwise
there is no favorable news from China,
with the exception that there is evidence
of a continued perfect understanding be-
tween the various powers and the an-
nouncement that the imperial guards will
probably arrive at Pekin todiy. Shou d
these prove Insufficient to restore oider,
Russia is apparently preparing to deal
with the crisis, judging fiom a dispatch
from St. Petersburg, which fo'ljws:

"As a resuit of an understanding be-
tween the Russian government and the
other powers, a dispatch has been sent to
Port Arthur, ordering that 6,000 men of
the Russian garrison there shall he heid
in immediate readiness to leave lor Tien
Tsin, whenever the Russian minister at
Pekin asks for their assistance, or cir-
cumstances require their intervention."

According to a dispatch from Shanghai,
dated today, 4,000 Russians, with twenty
guns, have already been landed at Tien
Tsin, and are marching in the direction of
Pekin. Shanghai rumors, however, must
be accepted with caution.

The London Missionary society received
a dispatch from Tien Tsin yesterday, say-
ing all the society's missionaries in North
China are safe; but that those stationed
west of the city of Pekin have been
obliged to seek refuge at the British lega-
tion.

A dispatch from Pekin dated Saturday
evening, June 9, says:

"A body of forty 'Boxers,' armed with
knives have looted and burned the Pekin
club, race track and grand stand build-
ings. Another edict, issued this morning,
orders the military governor to police the
streets with cavalry and Infantry. Never-
theless, in the neighborhood of the lega-
tion, the street continues thronged with
the roughest kind of a mob, ready to
break out at the sligfitest provocation.

"United States Minister Conger has sent
twenty marines, and the British minister,
Sir CTaQde R. Macdonald, twelve marines
to guard the Methodist mission compound,
Where members of all denominations of
Protestants had gathered. The Roman
Catholics, assembled in the North cathe-
dral, West Pekin, have a small guard of
French marines, but the converts have
been well armed by Bishop Favler and
will desperately resist attack.

"Business is practically at a standstill.
Constantly increasing streams of Boxers
parade the streets at their pleasure,
much to the alarm of the merchants, al-
though thus far there has been no loot-
ing of native shops."

STORY OP REVOLT.

It Begrnn Mnch as Did the Terrible
T«l Ping Rebellion.

NEW YORK, June 11.—A dispatch from
London says:

"The Boxers revolt has begun In thesame way as the terrible Tai Ping rebel-
lion, and there is no 'Chinese' Gordon
in sight to suppress it by craft as subtleas the Oriental wiles. Russia is the only
power prepared to deal with the situa-
tion in an effective way, by sending a
strong military force to Pekin, but there
will be grave risks of war with Japan if
this be done, and European complications
will arise if there has not been a pre-
arranged policy sanctioned by the pow-
ers.

A real good ground for hope is the prob-
ability that Lord Salisbury has not been
taken by surprise and that he has enter-
ed into engagements with .Russia and
Germany by which the present emerg-
ency can be met. Certainly the anarchy,
which, according to midnight dispatches
from China, shows no signs of abate-
ment, cannot be allowed to continue ana
Great Britain must either censent to
have Russia act decisively or present
an alternative policy of a practic-al na-
ture, such as to the deposition of the
dowager empress or collective European
control with a military force behind it.

Dispatches from Pekin at midnight indi-
cated the the Tsung Li Yamen protested
strongly against the employment of large
foreign forces in the capital, and that ihe
insurrection was spreading rapidly-
through the country.

A trained official, who has spent many
years In China, last night said that the
situation could hardly be worse, and that
the dowager empress was apparently
playing the game directly into Russia's
Interests. There were from 20,000 to 30,000
Russian troops close at hand, and there
was nothing to prevent their entering
Pekin of they chose to do Su.

The Mail correspondent In St. Peters-
burg says thtre is not the least doubt
that Russia's intentions are to act inde-
pendently of other powers, eve-n if mo-
mentarily seeming to be in accord with
them. A report has reached St. Peters-
burg from Shanghai to The effect that
the Russian government has compelled
the Chinese authorities to agree to the
construction of a line of railway from
Kiah Kta, about 110 miles due south ol
Lake Baikal, to Pekin. The whole of
Northeastern China would thereby be
brought Within the rrip of Russia.

NORTH-WESTERN COLLISION.
Engineer Killed, and Guv. Shaw, of

loivti, Injured.

DES MOINES, 10.. June 11.—About 0
o'clock this evening as the regular pas-
senger train on the Chicago & North-
western was pulling out for Ames it came
into collision, about three blocks from the
station, with a special pas.^senger train
that was coming it. Engineer Thomas
Smith was killed^ but the other engine
men jumped and were not hu.t. Both en-
gin. s were demolished, but the rest of
the trains remained on the track and
were not injured. None of the passengers
were seriously hurt.

ROODEVAL AFFAIR.

LONDON, June 11. — Lieut. Gen. Sir
Frederick Forcstier-Walker, in command
of the lilies of communication in South
Africa, reports that in the disaster to the
British troops June 7, at Roodeval, where
the Boers cut Lord Roberts' Hne of com-
munication, the Fourth battalion of the
Derbyshire regiment was all killed,
wounded or made prisoners, except six
enlisted men. Two officers and fifteen
mcv were killed and five officers and sev-
enty-two men wounded, many of them
severely. The Boers returned the wound-
ed to the British. The officers killed
were Lieut. Col. Baird-Douglas and
Lieut. Hawley. The wounded include
Col. Wilkinson and Lieut. Blanchard, of
the Canadian infantry.

ST. JOHN'S, Newfoundland, June 11.—
Mr. Reid, the railway contractor, Is com-
ing here from Montreal, to confer wit-h
the cabinet regarding its refusal to sanc-
tion the transfer of his manifold Interests
in the colony to a limited liability com-
pany.
