ride, and finally wound up the day's
festivities with a big dance at the
convention hall. The closing feature to
yesterday's session In addition to the
big banquet was the pompier ladder drill,
in which a team from Winona and Min-
neapolis participated. Hundreds witness-
ed the contest, the prize, $25 going to
the Winona team, their time in making
the ascent being 43% seconds, against
4C for Minneapolis, in making the run
each side made several scumbles, both
losing several seconds In consequence.

REPORTS SUBMITTED.
The secretary submitted a lengthy

report. He stated that the total re-
ceipts were $500.25. This was the ban-
ner year, being the largest receipts of
any year. A number of new fire
companies have been added during the
year, as follows: Jackson, Marshall,
Lyle, Ely, Lowrey, Stewartsville, Foss-
ton, Pelican Rapids, Washington, Spring
Valley, Walker, Adams and New Ulm.

The following departments were report-
ed delincjuent and recommended dropped:

St. Paul and Tower.

He recommended that the number of
reports be reduced from one-half the
membership to one-fourth the member-
ship.

There are now 110 fire departments,
representing 208 organizations, against
103 departments last year and 199 organ-
izations.

Treasurer Joy, of Stillwater, submit-
ted his report, which shov, ed the total
amount received and on hand, $586.08. The
disbursements were $450.98, leaving a bal-
ance on hand of $405.10. This was also
referred to the executive and reference
committees.

Statistician Kelly submitted his report,
which was In substance as follows: There
are 200 towns in the Btate having fire
departments, and of these ISS reported to
the statistician. The amount of losses
reported from the 188 towns was $1,787,-
--824.38, over $500,000 more than for 1898. Of
the 2,597 fires reported the causes are
given as follows: Supposed incendiary,
102; defective chimneys, 226; children with
matches, 56; lamp explosions, 09; other

combustion, 38; accidental, 129; careless-
ness, 153; overheating, 145; electric wires,

Known causes, 270.

The total of maintaining the fire service
last year as reported was ?731,5;7,504,
while the annual amount invested in tire
department property exclusive of watersupply, is $1,5G2,865,750; there are in use
in the several departments 88 steam ft're
engines, 92 chemical engines, 357 hose
wagons and carts, 383,096 feet or huse.
172 hook and ladder tracks, 675 paid men,
5,901 volunteers.

This evening the delegates witnessed
a firemens' running and coupling contest,
volunteers only competing. A number
participated, and the contest was highly
interesting. A nozzle and a hand chem-
ical were the prizes. Later came the
.convention ball.
