UG PRIGED ARE LOKER

MARKET WAS AS NEAR THE POINT
~ OF ABSOLUTE STAGNATION
AS IT COULD GET

SOME WILD RUMORS AFLOAT

They Served to Give the Market Its
Only Appearance of Activity—
Demand for Time Money in
New York Greater.

NEW YORK, June 14.—It would be dif-
flecult to find a salient point in today's
stock market on which to hang an intel-
ligent opinion of the condition and the
prospect. The trading was a step nearer
to the point of absolute stagnation, and
the wovement of prices throughout show-
ed the doubt and hesitation just as it
has for some time Dpast. Prices are
lower today, but the losses serve as little
to carry conviction of any underlying
weakness in the markets as did yester-
day’'s gains of any strength. Certainly
there was no heavy liquidation pressing
upon the market today. Sales were
quite inappreciable, which were made for
contract if they saw a profit of 4c or Y%e
in the change of prices.

The dullness became 50 pretentious that
the bear traders began to divise all sorts
of damaging possibilities, the best defined
of which was an impending commercial
fallure, mounting up into an indefinite
number of miilions. Diligent inquiry on
the trail of this 1umor led into bucket-
shops, where the trail was lost. The
foreign stock markets were in the same
condition as the New York market as
to dullness of the speculative interest,
but showed some firmness in the reduc-.
tion of the Bank of England discount
rate, &

Private discount rates in London went
lower and the hardening of the rate in
Berlin and further easing of sterling
rates, both in Paris and Berlin, seemed
without effect upon the London money
market, which is apparently reconciled to
surrendering some of its supply of gold
to Paris. The Bank of France showed
a further reduction of its note issue and
a further contraction of its loans for the
week, notwithstanding a further increase
in its gold supplies of over 800,000 francs.
