JAPS TALK AT LOUISVILLE.

Do Not Think Boxer Trouble Will
Result in War,
LOUISVILLE, June 17.—Messrs. Hwa-
da, Hmosoda, K. Tange and N. Kungol,
of Japan, passed through Louisville to-
day en route for Frankfort and Lexing-
ton, where they go to inspect breeding
farms and become acquainted with Ken-
tucky’'s method of breeding fast horses
and fine cattle. They have letters of in-
troduction from the Japanese consular
agent at Chicago to Goy. Beckham and

will call on him Monday.

In discussing the Chinese situation Mr.
Tange said:

‘““We of Japan know little about the so-
called Boxers except what we have
heard from our people who have been in
China. We understand them to be a
class of people very strong in numbers
who were once in open rebellion against
the empire, but who now are in abey-
ance. They have @ desire to do away
with Christianity in certain parts of the
empire and divert the trend of clviliza-
tion, and they do this by murdering all
who oppose them. The situation now, as
I gather it from the newspapers, is very
serious, and the throne will have a hard
problem to solve before thes are finally
quelled. But I do not think that war
