PREPARING FOR CONVENTION

‘Delegates From AlIl Over the State
to Democratic Convention Will
Gather Tomorrow in Minne-
apolis Exposition.

The Democrat!ic state central commit e>
will hold a meeting at the West hotel
this evening at 8 o'clock. The state com-
mittee's headquarters will be located at
the West until after the state Democratic
convention which will bs held in the ex-
position bullding tomorrow.

As far as the conventlon tomorrow is
concerned, it is not expected that there
will be any serfous contests for the honors
on the delegation to Kansas City, as the
ticket {s generally pretty well determined
on.

There may be a slight breeze when it
comes to the matter of instructions, if
mstructicns are proposed.

A great many of the leaders of the
Democratic party are dubious as to the
advisability of sendlng the state deleza-
tion bound to any vice presidential nom-
inee, although this feeling dses not grow
out of any antipathy, personally or pol-
itically, to Charles A. Towne, some of
whose friends would like to see the
Democratic delegation from this state in-
structed for him.

There is a feeling, however, that with
Towne already nominated by one of the
three great parties, Washburn suggested
by his friends in the Republican camp,
and even the sage of Nininger stringing
along with a vice president’al nomination
at the hands of a convention of more or
less dignity, If not of -originality, Min-
nesota is doing pretty well in the way of
vice presidential candidates, and can af-
ford to go into the Kansas City conven-
tion without more than the ordinary
equipment of lightning rods.

There will not be any asserted opgosl-
tion to Towne, either in tomo:row's con-
ventlon, or in the Minnesota d=legation to
Kansas City, although there are those
high in the councils of the Democratie
organization who have doubts as to the
expediency of his nomination by the
Kansas City convention.
