BOER COMMANDER ASKED TIME

—

Finallr Refused to Surrender, and
Hostilitles Were Resumed—Boers"
Laying Country Waste—Presi-
dent Kruger's Health Feeble.

LONDON, June 18, 3 a. m.—Lord Rob-
erts, according to a Boer dispatch from
Machadodorp, sent a message to Com-
mandant General Louis Botha, June 13,
suggesting disarmament and compliment-
ing the bravery of burghers. It was
pointed out that the surrender would be
without dishonor to the burghers, and
would prevent much suffering. Gen.Botha
asked for a six days' armistice in order
to confer and consider. Lord Roberts
consented to five days. Finally Gen.
Botha declined to accept the proposal,
and hostilities were renewed.

The Boer commandoes are retiring on
Middleburg, followed by the British cav-
alry and artillery. Ocecasionally shells
are reaching the rear guards. The
Boers are destroying bridges and burn-
ing the veldt behind them, carrying off
provisions and cattle and leaving the
country barren. ; -

Other advices from Machadodorp say
that the Boers have an abundance of
arms and ammunition, with dynamite and
oxen, and that they are preparing heavy
wagon teams for a retreat to the Lyden-
burg district, where the chiefs, notwith-
standing rumors to the contrary, are de-
termined to make a stand.

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PRACTICALLY PRISONERS.

PARIS, June 18.—The French consol
general at South Cnina, who was in-
structed to send to Tonquin all the
French citizens at Yunnan-Sen, cables
from the latter place, under date of
Thursday, June 14, that he had been pre-
vented froem leaving with his companions
by the viceroy, and that his house and all
the misslons have been burned. He adds
that everything, including their clothes,
has been stolen, and that they are prac-
tically prisoners. %

The gravity of the situation in China
Is now fully recognized, and the Paris
morning papers demand energetic steps
for the protection of interests of French
citizens. The measures taken by M. Del-
casse, the foreign minister, are unani-
mously approved, but the general feeling
now is that, as the Chinese question in
one aspect is exclusively French, the Zov-
ernment should do much more. The
Matin says:

“Not only in Yun-Nan is it necessary
that the government should look after
the interest of France; we must take ac-
tion with the other powers around Pekin
befitting the position of France as a
great naval and military power.”

TELEGRAPH INTERRUPTED.

NEW YORK, June 18.—The Commercial
Cable company at 11:30 o’clock this morm-
ing sent out the following notice:

“Aceording to the latest advices, land
lines between Taku ana Lutai (a tele-
graph station on the Helampo route, con-
tiguous to and to the northward of Taku)
are now interrupted, thus cutting off en-
tirely telegraphic communication with
Tien Tsin and Taku. Telegrams for these
two places, with full postal address in
plain language, but not under registered
addresses, will be forwarded by post from
Che Foo. A steamer will run daily be-
tween Che Foo and Tien Tsin. Telegrams
for New Chwang and Port Arthur may be
sent, via Helampo."

TAKU ENGAGEMENT CONFIRMED,

WASHINGTON, June 18.—The navy de-
partment has made public the text of the
cablegrams received this morning from
Admiral Remey and Commander Taussig.
The first is as follows:

“Cavite, June 18.—Taussig cables that
the Taku forts fired upon foreign gun
vessels and then surrendered to the al-
lied forces the morning of June 17.

BERLIN, June 18.—A semi-ofllcial dis-
patch from Che Foo announces that the
Taku forts had becn captured after a
combined attack by the foreign warships.
