SUPREME COURT REVERSES OH.

DER OF RAMSEI COURT IN
JMEKKIAJM ESTATE

REDUCTION IN HER INCOME

Due to Falling Off of Securities
May tie Made Ip by Fat-

tening the Trii.si
Fund.

The supreme court yesterday re-
versed the decision of the district
court of Ramsey county in the action
brought by William R. Merriam and
the other trustees of the estate of the
late Col. John L. Merriam for permission
to set aside an additional amount of
property from the main estate for the
purpose of increasing the annual income
of Mrs. John L. Merriam to $B,iK)O per
annum.

The district court held that after the
securities necessary to produce an in-
come of $S,OOO, as provided In the will,
had been set aside, no other part of the
estate could be touched for the purpose
of keeping, the income up to this figure.
Justice Lewis, dissenting, coincides with
this view, but the other four members
hold the reveise, and the case is re-
manded to the district court for further
proceedings in accordance with this
view.

The title of the case is William R. Mer-
riam et al., appellants, vs. J. W. Mer-
riam et al., defendants, Robert H. Mer-
riam et al., defendants, respondents;

Charles D. Appleton, intervenor, re-
spondent.

Appleton was a judgment creditor of
Robert H. Merriam and objected to thesetting aside of additional property for
the widow, as desired by the trustees.
In the syllabus, the court rules:

"First—Where a testator provides a
fund to furnish a certain income for hiswidow designating the amount of theincome and providing that it shall bepaid each year, that securities shall beselected sufficient to secure that resultthe selection <jf such securities in thenrst instance, does not constitute a spe-
cific and changeless fund or legacy the
income of which must necessarily "be di-
minished upon diminution of the"produc-ing capacity of such fund.

"Second-Such a legacy is what is call-
ed a general or demonstrative legacy
ami when the fund fails to producl theincome directed by the testator for thebeneht of his widow, such income to thefull amount should be made up from thecorpus of the estate.

Vh ,? ?r a£ *Vnual Income on considera-tion of a deed of her inheritance rights
at the request of the testator, such pro-
visions become contractual between herand the estate, and binds the estate to afulfillment of the conditions upon whichher acceptance was made "

Justice Lewis, in his dissent, states thatCol. Merriam had exercised unusual carem drawing up the will to apportion the
estate Just as he wanted it divided- thatthe wording was as clear as any lawyer
or the English language could have made
«: *n?v.U contalns not a word intimatingthat the trust fund could be reinforcedfrom the body of the estate. It simply
provided for the selection of a sufficient
amount of securities to provide an in-come of $8,000 per year for the widowand when the selection was made itshould have been final. The fact that
the income had been temporarily reduced
would not justify the trustees in takin™
additional property from the estateJustice Lewis holds that this wouHJ tendto defeat the chief purpose in framin-the will.
