CHICAGO, June 20.—Under an enormouspressure caused by the. Northwest crop

situation wheat today advanced Sf&c over
yesterday, and held every fraction of
it to the close. The other markets werehelped by the wheat strength, corn ; !c;s-

l*mc higher.

Drouth had ruined half the wheat crop
of the fruitful Northwest, and ji:jw hx-
e-'ssive heat, .ireoiijir.y id 'toclaj s dis-

The market started the session with a
good advance over yesterday, arid k.-tit
on advancing to the close. Throughout
the day the news of the condition of
i!u- plant in the Northwest was gloomy

!\u25a0' an extreme degree. Many authorities
said that where a few days ago half acrop w«s a possibility now, with
tlie lack of rain, the less wll
be in the neighborhood of 90 ptr
cent. July opened IV*C lo lvjc Over y«J-
terday, at 7Sv»c to 7UVic and in a series
of kangaroo-like leaps following a dip
to "<v?; c cv ar tiie opening advanced to
a! Vse. at which the close came, 3%c over
j bterday.

The Northwest was a heavy buyer, but
at that it could not be said to have lead.
Tho demand came from everywhere, ap-
uarently; 100.000-br.shel lots offered from
piniii by fortunate posstssors were gob-
bled up like a peck at p.^tator-s, and tho
statisticians on the board nearly lost
their wits trying to keep track or a
market whioh had RnUeu iar out of"or-
dinary bounds. Outside lp.ar-ket.s ad-
vanced, those m the Northwest shooting
up faster than even t"iiiea<ro, thus far-
iiishing Lo the local people additional im-
pulses.

I'he cash business was curtailed by ihe
skyrocketing of futures. The dips* dur-
ing the day were inconsequential general-
ly. Daring the forenoon, July having
jumped to i!t::4e, sold off to 78%c, longs
liquidating, but following that the- dips
were too small to be notable in such a
large market. An estimate puts the
amount of wheat which changed hands
today .it 30,600,000 bushels.

Clearances at the seaboard were equal
in wheat in flour to 234,1W0 bushels. Prim-
ary receipts were 598,000 bushels, com-pared with 1,000,000 bushels last year.
Minneapolis and Duluth repented 351 cars,
against 4h\ la>.t week and 713 a year ago.
[Ccceipts here were 101 cars—none of con-
tract grade.

A goed general buying of corn resulted
from the whe.it strength, and that mar-
ket closed the session in a strong con-
dition. li< celpts were liberal—47S cars
here—and shippers seemed to have fairly
liberal acceptances to their bid:> made
lu.->t night. Also the crop situation was
favorable, but the buying of wheat was
too much to be ignored. July sold be-
tween 89%cand 4iysc. closing at the top,
l^c over yesterday.

NEW YORK. June 20.—The stock mar-
ket made some headway during the
early part of the session against depres-
sion, and an average level of prices ma-
terially above last night was establish-
ed. Room traders were inclined to take
the long side for a turn under the im-
pression that the market had been over-
sold and a rally was due. But before
the end of the session large offerings of
stocks were thrown on the market, em-
bracing all the principal groups of securi-
ties dealt in. Earlier gains were more
than wiped out the decline from the best
active railroad stocks running from 1 to
l^. The net losses were mostly frac-
tional, but some of the specialties show
wide declines and the same is true of
some of the dormant stocks which have
not been dealt in during the late period
of weakness.

The chief ground of the early strength
in the market was the range of prices
from abroad and the disposition of Lon-
don to buy stocks here. It was evident
that a more cheerful view was taken in
foreign quarters of the Chinese situation
and British consols hardened a shade in
spite of the stiffening of the London mon-
ey market. The chief influence in turn-
ing the tide of s.n:iment towards the
bear side was the acute weakness devel-
oped in Sugar and Brooklyn Rapid Trans,
it and in other specialties by sympathy.
