Depcw's speech aroused
the most intense enthusiasm when he
pictured the dazzling dreams of the
country's future. During every pause
the band played but one air, the tune
which Col. Roosevelt had heard in the
trenches before Santiago.

At 2:14 the convention, which had done
the unparalleled thing of nominating
both candidates for president and vice
presidency unanimously, adjourned.

Gov. Roosevelt drove from the conven-
tion hall with Mr. O'Dell, seated in the
rear of an open landau. Ho lifted his
broadbrimmed to the continuous sal-
vos that greeted him as he passed
through the densely packed streets like
a conqueroiiing. hero fresh from new vic-
tories .

Tonight the' faces of McKinley and
Roosevelt are on all the badges, and
their named are on every lip.

may leave in time to reach Canton o-n
June 30. According to present plans they
will remain there through the month of
July.
