He continued to wave the revolver abovo
his head. But just as the first officer
grabbed the revolver from behind, Mefford
fell over into the gutter dead.

t

LnciHinaim Will Not Have Any Op-
portunity to Defeat the Ecda o£

the American Army
ot Oi-cuimiiun.

Correspondence of the Associated Press.
MANILA.May 19.—The first official act

of Gen. MacArthur throwing light on his
policy in dealing with the insurgents dis-
plays the same leniency which Gen. Oils
followed. The case was that of a na-
tive, Ramon Liaezamana, tried by a court-
martial in Balanzas. convicted of being
a spy and sentenced to be hanged. The
specification on which he was tried set
forth that, "Being a non-commissioned
officer of the insurgent army, a public
enemy engaged in an insurrection against
the authorities and laws x>£ the United
states, he did secretly lurk and act as
a spy about the buildings occupied by
the Thirty-eighth Infantry, and did col-
lect information in regard' to the num-
bers, resources and operations of the
army of the United States, with intent
to impart the same to the enemy."

Gen. MacArthur, after reviewing the
case, decided that, while the evidence of
the prisoner's connection with the insur-
gent army was conclusive, it was not
proven that his presence within the lines
was with the intent necessary to consti-
tute him a spy under tho laws of war.
He disapproved the sentence, and order-
ed that Laezamana be kept a prisoner
of war.

Gabriel Cayaban, the president of apueblo in Pansiunina, has been convict-
ed of conspiring against the government,
and sentenced to five years' imprison-
ment, with a line of $12,000.

Before leaving Manila Gen. Otl.s re-viewed the findings of the commission
which had sentenced several Fiiipinos toydoatn for guerrilla operations. The rulewhich h.; followed in all these eases was
to approve the death sentence upon guer-
rillas who hul attacked other Filipino ifor supporting the Americans, and to re-
duce to long imprisonment the penalties
against those who had ambushed Amor-
lean soldiers.

Gen. MacArthur has given a formal an-swer to the Filipino leaders who lastThursday submitted to him peace propoa-
ais that had been approved earlier in tho'ay by a meeting of representative insur-
£< Ills.

In his reply he assuredi them that all
persona] rights under the United Statesconstitution, excepting tiial by jury andIhe right to bear arms, would bo guaran-
teed them.

The promoters of tha peace movement
are no\v engaged ii' reconstructing the
or-.ft of the seven clause/; submitted to
Gen. MacArthur i:: such a way as to ren-
tier it acceptable ti. both sides.

The seventh clause, providing for thi
expulsion of friars, Gen. MacArtnur re-jected, on tr\e ground that the settlement
of this question rests with the commi.-.-
bion headed by Judge Tait.

That portion of the Forty-third regi-
ment which formerly garrisoned the isl-
and of Samar will proceed to the island
V Leyte, giving the garrison there tha
needed reinforcement.

The battalion of the Twenty-ninth in-
fmiry which was sent yesterday to Sa-mar will act as the garrison there.
