The condition of Minnesota crops is
shown to be anything but encouraging
by the Northern Pacific's weekly report,
Issued from Vice President Hannaford's
office yesterday. Such rains as have fall-
en have been too light to be of permanent

value and th< genera] situation is even
worse than a week ago. On the Little
Falls Dakota branch the same gen-
erat condition prevails, as also in Mani-
toba. On the Fergus Falls branch a
sliKlit improvement is manifest. The re-
port says;

Minnesota Division—There Is very little
of an encouraging nature to report this
week; in fact, the general indications are
that farmers are very much discouraged
and prospects are less favorable than
last week. The district tributary to An-
oka, Klk River «md Big Lake was favor-
ed with good rains June 20 and "1, which
were of meat benefit. There were also
rains from Lake I'ark to Moorhead, but
they were not heavy enough to be of per-
manent value. The weather on the bal-

of the division lias continued very
dry, and the last three days have bieh

Flax is doing pretty
well, and wouid yet be a fair crop if rain
comes in the near future. The hay crop
is giving considerable uneasiness, as theyield is going to be very light and most
of it will be cut on low m£rshy ground.
Corn and potatoes are doing well so far,
bu< need rain.

Some farmers state that evn
with good rains and most favorable
weatht-r there will be less than half a
crop. Others maintain that people are
badly scared and with good rains nearly
an average crop will be harvested. Wh at
is beginning to head out and stands from
six to ten inches high, but is thin. Some
fields of wheat have been plowed up and

6 to barley and Max; others have
been sowed to millet in order to securefood for stock during the winter, as the
hay crop is p. failure. Fax as yet seems
to be holding its own, but needs rain tobring about an average crop.

Province of Manitoba—The prospects of
the province are less favorable than
shown in last report. The weather has
been intensely warm with high winds,
and the only rain that has fatten has
been In the nature of local showers,wh'ch
were of little benoiit. Rain is badly
needc d.

Dakota Division—Conditions on this di-
vision have not improved during thewweek.
Although there were good showers June
18 and 19, yet the hot days following coun-
teracted whatever benefit they produced
The most sanguine farmers only talk ten
bushel wheat. On the other hand, OliverDalrymple has .started plowing up a large
portion of his farm, and many others are
doing the same. Many fields of wheatare shooting to head, but stalks are only
half their usual height and heads are
short. Flax has been benefited by the
recent showers, but needs plenty more to
Insure even a fair crop. The prospect of
a fair hay crop is now much better, par-
ticularly west of the Missouri river, which
is Dleasing to stockmen.

Fargo and Southwestern Branch—Therewere local showers on this branch JuneIS. lit and 20. The extremely hot weather
of the past few days has damaged wheata great deal, especially from Engelvale
wept, where farmers will feel satisfied ifthey get a return of the seed. East of
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that point wheat is not doing well, and
not over one-half crop is expected, even
with favorable weather and plenty of
rain. Flax is all right yet, but is greatly
in need of rain. Pasture land Is poor,
and It Is becoming difficult for farmers
to pasture stock.

James River Valle" Branch—No im-
provement is noticeable. On the contrary
the situation is worse than a week ago.
There were several showerß, but they
were local, ana were only sufficient to
carry crops along a day or two. With
the most favorable conditions less than
half a crop is expected, and a great many
do not expect a return of the seed sown.
Early sown tiax is damaged to the ex-
tent of 25 per cent, and late sown is at
a standstill.

Coop^rstown Branch—Dry, hot weather
has prevailed during the week, with
strong south winds, doing serious dam-
age to crops. A great deal of wheat is
Bald to be entirely ruined, and late sown
x-annot yield over 50 per cent at best.
Flax, of which there is a large acreage,
depends as yet on rain, but has not suf-
fered very much up to this time. The
hay and feed crops are failures.

Jamestown and Northern Branch —The
only change noted since last report is ic*
the worse. The weather has been very
warm, and there has been no rain. Hot
winds have been very unfavorable, and
less nan half a crop is expected under
most favorable circumstances, except
from Mlnnewaukan north, where more
may be realized with favorable weather.
Flax looks somewhat better, and should
rain come before the ground is dried out
around the roots it should be a fair crop.
The hay crop will be very short.

Montana—ln the Gallatin valley the con-
tinued dry weather and intense heat of
the past week has made the outlook now
as unfavorable as it was favorable two
weeks ago. In the valley proper, where
water Is abundant, and in irrigated dis-
tricts, an average crop is expected, but
in other localities the crop average will
probably be reduced one-half. Immediate
heavy rains, however, would aid material-
ly in saving some of the burned up wheat
districts. In the Bitter Root valley the
heavy rains of June 15 and 16 greatly im-
proved the prospects of flue crops. Grain
will soon begin heading out. In the east-
ern part of the state the first, Alfalfa
crop is about in, but other crops are
suffering for want of rain.

[da.no, "Washington and Oregon (In-
cluding W. & C. R. Ry.)—Since last re-
port slight rains are reported in all dis-
trict?, and prospects continue very favor-
able for large yields. Fall wheat is
about all headed out and very even,
standing about five feet high. Spring
wheat is seventeen or eighteen inches tall
and is looking fine. Prospect? are favor-
able for good fruit and vegetable crops
throughout all districts. Summer fal-
lowing, irrigating and putting up hay is
about the only farm work being done
now. _

LAST KIGKT

BIG EXHIBIT AT THE FAIR

Objects of the Association Ex-
plained in an Address by Treas-

urer Gadgell—Compliiuents

Fair Facilities.

Members of the state fair board, the of-

ficers and executive committee of the
American Hereford Breeders' association
and friends interested in the breeding and
selling of stock assembled at the Mer-

chants' hotel last night and partook of a
banquet tendered to the officers and exec-
utive committee of the American Hereford
Breeders' association by the Minnesota
State Fair association. The following

were present: President, F. F. B.
Sotham, of Chillicothe, Mo.; Charles R.
Thomas, secretary, of Independence, Mo.;

Charles Gudgell, treasurer, of Kansas

Thomas Clarke, of Beecher, 111., officers
and executive committee of the American
Hereford Breeders' association, and the
following guests: Alien Fitch, H. N.

President Cooper, of the fair board, act-

ed as tosatmaster and called upon Secre-
tary Randall, who made a few brief re-
marks in regard to the national exhibition
of the American Hereford Breeders' asso-
ciation, which is to be held in connection
with the Minnesota state fair this fall..

F. F. B. Sotham, president of the A. H.
B. A., was next introduced and made
some complimentary remarks on the Min-
nesota state fair and its board of direct-
ors and officers. Mr. Sotham incidentally

remarked that "No fair in the United
States receives as loyal support from the
newspapers as the Minnesota state fair."

Mr. Charles Gudgel, treasurer of the A.
11. B. A., made the addres of the even-
ing, in part as follows:

As the representatives of the Associa-
tion of Hereford Breeders we congratu-
late ourselves that there is such a place
as the Twin Cities of the Northwest;
that there is such an institution as the
great Minnesota slate fair. To the state
board we acknowledge our obligations
for an opportunity of making our an-
nual demonstration of Hereford cattle at
the recognized trade center and gateway
of your immense tributary territory. In
pursuance of these arrangements we are
present with you on this occasion to see
for ourselves that your facilities and
accommodations arc sufficient to meet our
needs for our coming exhibition.

You people appear to do everything on
a grand scale. Your streets, your public
and private buildings, your schools, your
hotels, your street railways, your mills,
your factories, your parks, and last but
not least, your state fair grounds, and
the accommodations thereon, are all of
such magnificent proportions that we are
overwhelmed with your evidences of
thrift and prosperity, as well as of the
energy and enterprise that has been well
directed. Coming as we do from com-
munities that are not prepared to believe
all that they hear, and that sometimes
demand that they be shown, we are
now prepared to report to our people
that you are in readiness for your part
of the performance that is booked for
next September, and it only remains for
us to act our part thereof. That wo
shall do this, we have every assurance,
and that, too, upon a scale commensur-
ate with the expectations of the man-
agers of your fair and in accordance,
with the bonanza undertakings to whici^you are accustomed. The call to arms
has long since pone forth to the c!an3
of the Hereford, and more than f.OO of
the choicest representatives of the breednre now undergoing a course of prepara-
tion for this event. These will come
from some ten to twelve different st.i+e<s.many of which will have several of their
herds represented in this great gather-
ing. Such an exhibition of Herefords as
will be made on this occasion will be
without a parallel in the history of any
breed of cattle.

One of the feature? of these exhibitions
is the holding at the same time of an
auction sale of a number of choice repre-
sentative animals, which. In this case,
will number about one hundred and twen-
ty-five head. Those will be sold to thehighest bidder for just what they will
bring on this market, regardless of price,
as it is the aim and purpose to follow up
this sate with others until this Is madea market and a great distributing point
for Herefords. The animals for this oc-
casion will be young and desirable; will
be contributed for this purpose by some
twenty-five different herds located in tenor twelve different states, and will b;
representative of the herds from whichthey come. This lot of sale cattle of it-
self will- afford an interesting exhibit, and
will furnish an attractive feature of the
exhibition to many of those who are en-
gaged in the business of cattle raising.
Moreover, the time has now come when
many of the farmers of this state who
have been almost exclusive grain grow-
ers will be compelled for purposes of ro-
tation of crops to mingle live stock rais-
ing with their grain growing operations.

The query may be made, what is this
Hereford Breeders' association that has
been mentioned? In answer to this we
will say that it is an organization incor-
porated^not for profit, under the laws of
the state of Illinois, and is without any
capital- stock, the object and purpose be-
ing to promote the cause of the Hereford
breed of cattle. Since its organization,
sixteen years ago, with less than twenty-
five members and not a dollar in the treas-
ury, it has jgrown to near 2,000 members,
arid has some $50,000 of cash assets in its
treasury, besides having already distrib-
uted over $35,000 in cash prizes to encour-
age the exhibition of Hereford cattle at
various state fairs and other shows, and
this, too, without levying any assessment
upon its members. The members of this
association now own over 30,000 head of.
registered Herefords that at the present
time are reasonably worth over $6,000,000.
These figures are quoted merely to in-
spire some degree of confidence in the
business management of this association
as well as Its ability to carry out its
reasonable undertakings.

S. M. Owen, publisher of the Farm,
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Stock and Home, W. M. Campbell, H. P.
Hall and Prof. Shaw, of the state experi-
mental farm, also made brief remarks.
The officers of the Hereford association
will leave for their homes this morning.

Yesterday morning the officers of the
Hereford association and the state fair
board were taken to the office of the sec-
retary at the fair grounds and shown the
several barns and the site where the big
tent will be staked. There were but a
few suggestions of changes to be made,
and the visitors all expressed themselves
as highly pleased with the state fair
buildings and barns.

After the inspection of the grounds thevisitors were taken to the State Agricul-
tural college at St. Anthony Park, the
guests of Dean Liggett.

to the close the excitement was kept atlever heat by conflicting sensational cr>prumors with sentiment exceptionally
muddled after the first wave of hull en-
thusiasm had receded.

The opening was strong and enormously
active with prices up 13©38 p o int3.
Everybody had an abundant supply of
buying orders, though Southern and "for-
eign shorts were conspicuous as leadeis
in this connection. The market derived
much of its early bull impetus from a
surprisingly strong Liverpool cable,
numerous crop disaster reports and pre-
dictions that the statistical situation
would shortly become the leading- in-
fluence. The prices of the lirst hour were
subsequently proved to be the highest of
the day with the low point reached short-
ly after the noon call when the failure of
Dennis Pe-rkins & Co.. uaused a tem-
porary panic among less reliant holders.

Selling on the down turn was, terrirc,
some of the leading supporters of the
market openly declaring for ihe bear sid?
under the beliet that the bull movement
had been excessive, and not altogether
warranted, that the short interest had
been completely wiped out ar.d an ur>.
wieldly long account established. Thu
extent of this drop was considerably over
20 points, which the market failed to re-
cover during the balance of the session

Tho sentiment of the present portion
of the bull following prompted bears to
take a pessimistic view of the market
with the result that covering dwindled
away sharply with some ot the more
courageous bears later manifesting a dis-
position to prepare for a slump. Mixed
late crop advices kept the crowd in a
turmoil throughout the last hour and the
market experienced alternative periods
of strength and weakness as buyers and
sellers gained control, though finally
Fuecumbing to enormous liquidation. Al-
lowances were made for ar>. unfavorable
weekly crop and weather review from
W:ishlngt< n tomorrow and a serious de-
crease in the crop condition was reckonc-J
in the July government report. The
closest attention was .given to weather
conditions and predictions, though they
were to some extent confusing. The mar-
ket closed easy 1 point higher to 32
points lower.
