ERNOR > -

SAMUEL ALSCHULER THE MAN

ix-Gov. Altgeld Addresses the Con-
vention on JIssues of the Cam-
paign—Platform Makes No Di-
rect Reference to 16 to I.

SPRINGFIELD, Ill., June 26.—The Dem-
c¢eratic state convention tonight nominat-
ed Sarauel Alschuler, of Aurora, for gov-
ernor, and adjourncd till morning.

The following were selected delegatzs
at large to Kansas City conventjon: May-
or Carter H. Harrison, Chicago; Alfre=d
Strude, of Chicago; Benjamin T. Cable,
Rock Island; Congressman James R. Wiil-
iams, of Carmi. Alternates: Edward Co-
hen, of Chicago; Charles Werner, Chica-
go; ex-Vice President Adlai E. Stevenson,
Bloomington; ex-Congressman George W.
Tithian, of Newton.

The first gession of the convention held
this morning was brief. The temporary
chairman, Elmore W. Hurst, of Rock Isl-
and, delivered a stirring address, after
which a recess was taken until afternoon.

When the conventicn reconvened at 3
o'clock, Chairman Hurst announced that
the committee on eredentials was not
ready to report, and a recess was taken
to 5 o'clock.

The Interim was filled with speechmak-

ing. Ex-Gov. Altgeld came in anrd was
loudly applauded. In response to calls he

addressed the convention at léngth. In

the course of his speech he said:
GOV. ALTGELD'S SPEECH.

“We have got away from the basic
principle of Republican government, and
our people do not yet fully understand
it. It has been misrepresented. The peo-
ple are somewhat dazed, but before the
1st of November the American people
will understand it, and then the Dem-
ocracy will carry and rule this country
or fifty vears to come.
f)‘r‘Let )me' say to you, my friends, there
is mo question of expansion before the
American pecple. It is a misnomer; it is
a misrepresentation. When the Spanish
treaty was ratified In the senate, the
administration got the senate to adopt
a resolution declaring that the Phil-
ippine people never would become citi-
zens of this republic, and that the Phil-
ippine islands never snould become an
integral part of this republic. Then, on
the same day, Senator Bacon introduo_:ed
his resclution in the seniate declaring
that whenever the Philippine people
should establish a government which, in
our judgment, we to be the judges, was
a .stable government, and "worthy of
recognition, then we would _“'lthdl'h\\'
on such terms as might be just; and
the administration got the senate to
vote that resolution down, so that on
that day the administratfon served notice
on the Philippine people, first, that no
matter how good a government they

may establish there, they never can
have their independence, - and Suclmd:
that they never can become citizens of

this republic or a part of this repub-
lic.

*“The Democratic
party of expansion.
1803 and got Louisiana.
1818 and got F'lorida.
1845 and got Texas.
1848 and got New Mexico. But in every
instance the. treaty provided that the
territory was to be part of this repub-
lic, and that the inhabitants were to be
citizens of this republic. . That was ex-
pansion; that was growth; that was de-
velopment; that was statesmanship; that
was broadening out the Declaration of
Independence; it was giving more peo-
ple the benefit of our constitution and
of our Institutions; it was a blessing to
humanity.

Because we were' 'going to eém-
bark in the colonial policy with England
to govern people by brute force, and,
having therefore a need of the same kind
of machinery that they use in Europe
to crush the aspirations of man.”

NOMINATION FOR GGVERNOR.

When the convention reassembled at 5
o’clock the temporary .officers were made
permanent.

John C. Schubert, of Chicago, and Ed-
ward L. Clover,* of Morris, were chosen
presidential electors at large.

The convention then proceeded to the
nomination of a candidate for govirnor.
Adam Ortseifen, of Chicago; Samuel Al-
schuler, of Aurora; Nicholas . Worthing-
ton, of Peoria, and Gen. Alfred Orendorif,
of Springfield, were presented as candi-
dazes.

The first ballot resulted: Alschuler, 44915;
Crtseifen, 411%; Orendorff, 252%; Worth-
ington, 48; Charles K. Ladd; 45.

Before the second ballot was concluded
it was apparent that Alschufer would be
nominated, and the convgntion went wild
with enthusiasm. On motign of Mayor
Carter Harrison, of Chicage, seconded by
Gen. Alfred Orendorff, -the: nomination
was made unanimous. THe ballot had re-
sulted: Alschuler, 6081;; Ortseiffen, 4171%;
Orendorft, 136; Worthington, 43.

THE PLATFQRM.

Harrison,
chairman of the committee.: It reaffirms
in its entirety the Chicazgo platform of
1896; strongly condemns’ trusts; upholds
the Monroe doctrine; denountes the ‘“‘cow-
ardly acts of President Mc¢Kinley in deal-
ing with the Philippines;', denounces the
Porto Rican tariff bill; express=s svmpa-
thy with the Boers in their-struggle for
liberty; indorses the admihistration of
Mayor Carter Harrisen, of Chicago, and
his attitude on the street car question,
and instructs the delegates to the national

the slow-moving bodies.

Commandant Christian Dewet, President
Steyn’s commander, is the cause of these
operations. He is the hope of the Boer
cide in these last days of hostilities. Lord
Roberts’ commands are steadily contract-
ing the circle of their advance.

Transvaal officials who were interview-
ed yesterday at Machadodorp by a corre-
spondent of the Daily Express expressed
an intention to hold out tili the end. Proes-
ident Kruger will probably retire to Wa-
terval. His physician thinks that his con-
dition of physical health will not allow
him to seek the high veldt.

The British prisoners at Noitre Valcht
are now more comfortable. Large quan-
tities of food and blankets have been for-
warded to them, and their enclesure is
lighted by electricity.

GERMANY IS CAUTIOUS,

Will Net Admit That Russia Has
Selfish Motives.

BERLIN, June 26.—It ts reported that

Germany has been interchanging opin-

fons with Russia and other powers dur-
ing the last twenty-four hours, and that

the foreign officers have been receiving
new instructions from Count von Bue-
tow, minister of forelgn affairs, who 13

still with the other chiefs with Emperor
Wiillam at Kiel. The situation was
cutlined by a high officer of the foreign
office as follows:

‘“The government does not yvet see any
cause to impute bad faith to the Chinese
and to saddle the responsibility upon the
Chinese government for the participation

of Chinese troops in the Boxer move-
ment. Unless reliable information
reaches us the question is still open.

This is the same view as shared by the
other powers. FFor this reason the de-
positioa of the empress has not been dis-
cussed with the other powers.”

The correspondent asked whether In
case the complicity of the Chinese gov-
ernment was proved and Russia shou
still persist in maintaining that a state
of war did not exist, and that the em-
press should be retained, Germany would
continue tq side with Russia. -

“*Germany,” the official replied, ““wishes

to act in harmony with all the powers,
rather than to further the individual
aims of any one.”

The official added that no policy had
yet been agreed upon by the powers as
to what course to be pursued, should it
be known that the ministers at Peking
had been murdered. The official said that
while the news from the Chinese min-
ister was of doubtful veracity, the offi-
clal added:

“Germany has no means of determining
the truth or veracity of his assertions.”

The Berlin papers discuss the situation,
admitting its gravity. The semi-official
Neuste Nachrichten insists that provision
be made for large trans-marine trans-
ports in the future. To this the Freis-
sinlge Zeitung replies:

“The auestion whether the kalser can
crder any troops forming part of the
regular army to go beyond the seas in-
volves a modification of the constitution
of the empire.”

One of the chief dangers apprehenged
was that the foreigners would separate
into factlons, not only reducing their
powers against the Chinese, but opening
up the more serious possibility of an
international breach between the forces
