REPORT OF CHARITY WORK

WHAT THE ASSOCIATED SOCIETIES
DID THE PAST QUARTER.

The regular quarterly meeting of the
board of trustees of the Assoclated Char-
ities was held yesterday afternoon. Gen-
eral Secretary Gutridge, in his report,
sald:

The three months just closed have not
been eventful in big things. Order and

rogress have been{ the characteristic
eature of the period. In many small
way3 we have been extending the useful-
ness of the office and aavancing tne 1in-
terests of the constituent charities. Dur-
ing the quarter only eighty-seven inves-
tigations were made, but thirty-seven of
which were new. = This is thirty-six per
cent better than the best previous rec-
ord. A work which we are carrying on
for the first time this year is the keep-
ing account for future comparison of the
total number receiving aid during thz
year from all the constituent charities.
The figures will be ready for the an-
nual report.

The department of friendly visiting is
in good condition. . The four conferences
are in healthier state than they have ever
before been at this season of the year.
During the past two months visitors have
visited the workhouse, the almshouse,
the é)ubllc baths, and the House of the
Good Shepherd, with profit to the visit-
ors and the institutions visited. Agree-
able to the order of your board, Mrs.
Parker closed her work on Saturday
evening until the first of September.

Success also attends the department
of provident savings. The sales of
stamps for the quarter were 680, and the
withdrawals 970. It is wusual for the
withdrawals in June to exceed the de-
posits. The two withdrawal months each
year are June and December.

In my semi-annual report T drew at-
tention to the highly creditable position
now occupied by the children in the St.
Paul schools in the estimation of all the
people of the country, as a consequence
of the lessons in thrift learned through
the St.. Paul provident fund. Since then
other evidence has been given as to the
usefulness of thé work. The gentleman
who conducted the other investigation
at the request of our board of school in-
spectors prepared questions to be sub-
mitted to the children of two schools
similarly situated, éxcept that in one
the provident fund had been in 'success-
ful operation for over two years, while
no such work had ever been carried on
in the other. The purpose was to test
the value of the fund in teaching thrift.
The result was most satisfactory. Wise
children were about forty T cent more
numerous in the school where tihe fund
is at work.

Arrangements are being made to do a
limnited amount of fresh air work during
the next two months.

The increase in. our pledges is serving
to meet in part the increase in our ex-
penditure. Estimates show now a prob-
able shortage of $250, but I have faith
that we can secure all we will need this
year.

YESTERDAY'S HEAVY RAIN

SATURATED MOST CF MINNESOTA
AND WISCONSIN.

St. "Paul was about the ecenter of yes-
terday’'s rain storm. Reports from the
United States w_e’ather bureau and from
the railroad companies indicate that the
rain was general throughout Central and
Southern Minnesota and Northern and
Central Wisconsin, ~ :

St. Paul had the heaviest fall of any
locality from which an officlal report was
obtainable—1.2 inches being reported by
the local signal pfficer. It Is estimated
that the fall will ayerage half an inch
throughout its area. Duluth got .44 of an
inch, heavy rain was reported from La
Crosse, Milwaukee had .72 of an inch
and Green Bay .24.

More rain feli jin St. Paunl yesterday
than is recoreded for any similar period
of the year. I3

The value of the rain to the crops is
incalculable, but it came tco late for
pasturage or for grass to be cut for hay.
In 1888 the rainfall for the month of June
was less than for the past month, being
only 1.95 inches, against 1.98 for the month
just passed. In that year the crops were
saved, and made even greater than the
average by a break of the drouth with a
heavy rain on the last day of June.

During the past thirty years the aver-
age precipitation for June was 4.40 inches.
The deficiency for June this year by com-
parison is 2.42 inches.

Commissloner Powers also
charged those commissioners with car-
rying ds for contract work around In
+heir pcckets and presenting them to the
board without having gone through the
auditor's office. Further, these commis-
sfoners, after having let a contract had
arbitrarily changed from one contractor
to another, without the authority of the |
board.

Commissioner Wright, the other coun-
try member, was surprised to learn that
any contract had been let for the path on
A:eade street. What authority had these
gentlemen for doing as they did? Two
members were not a majority of the
board.

Commissioner Quehl—No, but two mem-
bers are a-majority of three.

Commissioner Wright said there was
no record that such a contract had been |

Commigsioners Wright and Quehl had |
it out back and forth. In one of his
statements, Commissioner Quehl intimat-
ed that if Commissioner Wright had jus-
