- CHAMBER OF DEPUTIES.

PARIS, July 6.—A disgracefil scene oc-
curred in the chamber of deputles today.

M. Lasies (Nationalist), noted for his
extreme views, interpellated the govern-
ment on the pressure which, he alleged,
was put on the judiciary by the govern-
ment in order to prevent many citizens
from cobtaining justice. He instanced the
suit of Maj. Fritsch against M. Urbain
Gohier, based on the latter’s article in
the Aurore stigmatizing Fritsch as a
felon. Fritsch is the officer who was dis-
missed from the general staff by Gen.
the Marquis de Gadiifet, the former min-
ister of war, for divulging the Temps
letters. The hearing of this suit was
postponed by order of the government be-
cause it would result in Iinconvenient
revelations.

M. Lasies was several times called to
order for straying from the subject in
order to indulge in attacks on the govern-
ment. Finally at the request of M. Des-
chaneil, president of the chamber, the
house voted a refusal to hear him. This
decision created an uproar and M. Des-
chaneil was compelled to suspend the sit-
ting. :

M. Lasies, who remained in the tribune,
emphatically declared he would speak.

The deputies left the benches, shouting
mutual recriminations and violently ges-
ticulating.

The premier, M. Waldeck-Rousseau,
shouted to the Leftists: “You are
traitors.”

A Socialist deputy retorted: “Get out,
Judas.”

M. Lasies, pointing to M. Waldeck-Rousa.
seau, who, withe the ministers, was yet
in the hall, cried: *“He is a Judas, not 1.”

M. Lasies then descended from the
tribunal, elbowed his way through the
crowd of deputies and endeavored to
strike M. Waldeck-Rousseau, but some of
the deputies held him back. The excite-
ment was now intense. All the deputies
were shouting at the same time and it
seemed as though a fight would ensue at
any minute, when the ushers intervened
and separated the belligerent parties. M.
Lasies then regained the tribune.

Meanwhile similar scenes were oceurring
in the lobby. Cards and the names of
seconds were exchanged between severa]
deputies, including M. Lasies and M. Odi-
ton-Barrito (Republican). After the ses-
sion had been suspended for half an hour
business was resumed. The deputies on
returning found M. Lasies still in thse
tribune. M. Deschaneil asked him to
leave and he replied with reproaching M.
Deschaneil for got safeguarding liberty
of speech. But he finally descended and
the chamber then voted, shelving his mo-
tion, and quiet was restored.

Bowling Green, Ky.—Prairie Depnt,

BOXER ATROCITIES,

Detail of the Trying Days in the
Chinese Capital.

VICTORIA, B. C., July 8.—Correspond-
ents of Japanese papers wriling from Pe-
king as late as June 13 tell of the daily
arrival there of refugees from all the
surrounding country. Many of the Incom-
ing parties had been wounded. Some re-
port having left others dead behind
them.

The Boxer hosts at Peking practically
commenced their work of destruction at
the capital, according to the cerrespond-
ence on July 11, when a mob burned thae
summer houses of the ministers, the race
course and foreign cemetery at Sihshan.
On the following days thousands gathered
outside the city with banners, Then, ow-
ing to the terror that reigned among ths
refugees and foreigners, the ministers or-
dered all to gather in the British and
American legations, which had been bar-
ricaded. Guns were mounted and other
preparations made for a slege. The cus-
tom house and cathedral also had been
.bombarded, but were not held.

On the 13th the mob attacked the east-
ern part of the city  dur-

death with swords and others driven into

‘lhe burning houses and cremated.

At Tlen Tsin the Boxers had destr
two of the mission bufldings and mas
cred a number of native Christians.

On
June 13 last a band of 500 strong entered
the city by the fron bridge over the Pol
Ho and set fire to the Roman Catholic
mission and two houses used
by the mlissionaries. As the native Chris-
tians ran out they were put to ti
