THAT PLATFORM OMISSION.

Mr. Ennis, of Indiana, Explains How
It Happened.

INDIANAPALIS, Ind.,, July 12.—Mr.
Samuel Ennis, Indlana member of the
Democratic committee on resolutions, in
a signed article explains how there came
to be no income tax im the Democratic
platform, He says:

“The platform as adopted by the com-
mittee on resolutions of the Kansas City
convention declared a provision in ravor
of constitutional amendments authorizing
an income tax, and providing for the elec-
tion of United States senators by the
people. No objection was made to this
resolution, and I am convinced that the
omission of the reference to the income
tax was the result of an oversight, due
to the haste with which the sub-commit-
tee was obliged to act to put the plat-
form as unanimously agreed upon in such
shape as to be presented to the conven-
tion.

“The idea that the income tax was pur-
posely omitted by the sub committee out
of deference to Senator Hill, or any other
man, is preposterous. When Senator Till-
man had nearly finished reading the plat-
form, some of the Indiana delegates sald
to me that nothing had been read about
the Income tax. I said to them that the
platform as agreed upon by the commit-
tee contained a provision for an income
tax, and if it had been omitted it was due
to oversight, either by Senator Tillman
in reading, or by the copyist who had
transcribed the document. I went to the
Tllinois delegation and asked Mayor Har-
rison, who was Illinols’ member of the
committee, if he had noted the omission.

“I was about to go to the platform to
call attention to the matter when Mayor
Harrison called me to him and said that
Mr. Abbott told him that the income tax
declaration had been read by Senator
‘Tillman. Unless Mr. Abbott’s ear de-
ceived him it was read and the omission
occurred by accident in the coples fur-
nished to the press. I have no doubt
that Mr. Bryan will define his position
and that of his party on this subject in
his letter of acceptance. Mr. Bryan has
long been an advocate of the income tax,
and the Democratic party of the country
is united in advocating it.”

TO BE NOTIFIED IN INDIANAPOLIS.

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PRELIMINARY EXAMINATION AT
CHASKA OF THE MINNEAPOLIS
GRAIN BROKER

Miss Durrin, the Nlece, Says Several
Features of the Case Struck
Her as Being
Queer,

CHASKA, Minn., July 12—Frank A.
Hunt, of Minneapolis, was arraigned be-
fore Justice of the Peace L. Strenkins
this afternoon on a charge of murder in
the first degree. The complaint alleges
that he made away with his wife by
drowning her in Lake Chanhassan on the
afternoon of June 23. The case is attract-
ing considerable attention, and a number
of witnesses from Minneapolis are pres-
ent. Mrs. Hunter and Landls, the. un-
dertaker, who had charge of the funeral,
will testify. Hunt's sister, Ida, 1s here
from Watertown.

Miss Mabel Durrin, niece of Mrs. Hunt,
denied, in an interview, having said, on
learning of her aunt’s death, ‘““He will
have to suffer for that.”

“What I did say,” said Miss Durrin,

was: ‘This seems funny.” 1 believe I
had a right to be suspicious. Mrs. Hunt
had not been well for some time, and it
did seem odd that she should go on a
fishing trip when 11l and then meet with
a fatal accident. It seemed strange, too,
that Mr. Hunt should desire an outing
at that time, for he had been {ll. On
the Wednesday previous to the day of the
drowning Mr. and Mrs. Hunt went to
Minnetonka for the first time In a year.
On the day of the drewning I left the
house at 7 o'clock. As I was leaving Mrs.
Hunt looked at me and shook her head,
but did not say a word. This I will tell
in court.”
Regarding the story that Mr. Hunt had
been attentive to a girl outside of the
familly, Miss Durrin sald it had founda-
tion. The girl worked in a restaurant
and for a time roomed at Hunt's house,
Miss Durrin sald that his assoclation with
her caused some disagreemerit with his
wife, but the girl left last February and
she heard nothing further about her, nor
has she seen her since. Mr. and Mrs.
Hunt were married at Faribault about
fourteen years ago, and she never knew
of their having any trouble until last win-
ter.

Fred Hunt, the accused's brother, ar-
rived this morning. He believes thor-
oughly in his brother’s innocence and as-
serts that his family relations were al-
ways pleasant.

Coroner Seeley, of Rlce county says
that the examination he made of the body
showed that the lungs contained alr and
were practically inflated; the left vent
side of the heart dllated and empty,
while the right vent glde contracted; the
stomach was empty. He believes the fluld
might have been absorbed by the lungs

and the gases generated by decomposi-
tlon Inflated them.

The line of defense has not as yet been
determined upon. Attorney A. H. Hall,
in whose hands the defense has been
placed, sald he had understood the state
claimed that Mrs. Hunt was already dead
when she fell {nto the lake, and he pre-
pared accordingly. Now that he finds the
prosecution clalms that Hunt pushed his
wife out of the boat and that she then
drowned, he will nave to change his
plans. He has no doubt but that he will

be able to establish beyond a doubt his
client’s Innocence.
