The first spadeful of dirt
was thrown by Mrs. Abigail Knight, who
is the mother-in-law of Mrs. Knight, the
founder of the hospital. B8he is ninety-
two years of age and greatly Interested
in the Improvement. A dozen teams were
in walting and as soon as the exercises
were completed actlve work on the ex-
cavation was commenced.

WILL SHUT THEM OFF.

Minneapolls Board Proscribes Buck-
et Shops.

Following the action of the Chicago
Board of Trade, the Minneapolis Cham-
ber of Commerce will discontinue fur-
nishing quotations to bucket shops after
July 31. This announcement was made
by President C. M. Harrington yester-
day.

In speaking of the dispute between the
Chicago board and the telegraph com-
panies, Mr. Harrington said he belleved
the trouble would be adjudicated before
the date set for discontinuing the service,
and that in the event of no settlement

Another Disappearance in the

placed In the care of the referee. At
the opening of the session yesterday Mr.

GOEBEL MURDER TRIAL.

Witness Culton Gives Further Tes-
timony Damaging to Powers.
GEORGETOWN, Ky., July 19.—Today’s
hearing of Caleb Powers, charged with
complicity in the killing of Gov. Goebel,
started off with a long debate before the
court on the admissibility of matters
transpiring between the date of the
ehooting of Goebel and his death. The
point was raised by a question put by
the prosecution to Witness Culton re-
garding a conversation between him and
Henry Youtsey before Goebel died. The
court ruled that this evidence must be

excluded.

After the assassination Culton sald
Powers came to him and told him te
write to the parties who were In the
conference and tell them they had better
be very careful and do no talking, as
they were liable to be connected with
the murder. Witness told him it would
be dangerous to write, and Powers sald
he would do 1t himself,

The prosecution produced a box of cart-
ridges for witness to inspect. He said
the cartridges were like those Youtsey
showed him when talking about killing
Goebel.

Pall Mall Gazette:

“We desire to express regret that a
paragraph which appeared in this col-
umn July 2, with regard to the presence
of Sir Berkeley Milne, at Mr. Astor's
concert, the preceding Thursday evening,
ghould have been published under a mis-
apprehension of the exact circumstances,
Explanations of a complete categorical
kind now show that Sie-Berkeley Milne's
presence was due to a misunderstanding
that entirely absolves him from any In-
tentlonal discourtesy.”

Mr. Astor's apology was without doubt
forced by the action of the prince of
Wales, who, when the matter was placed
before him, unhesitatingly expressed his
indignation and declared that unless an
ample apology was forthcoming Mr. Astor
could not retain his membership in the
Mariborough club. The prince of Wales’
views were conveyed to the club com-
mittee, and Mr. Astor was notifled that
an apology alone could save him from
being expelled.

Though this apology is now forthcoming
and Mr. Astor has narrowly escaped the

ignominy of public expulsion fram the -

club, it is widely asserted that his forc-
ed repentance will mot save Him from
being cold-shouldered by all. who are not
dazzled by his wealth.

ATLANTA, Ga., July 19.—Hundreds of
veterans, here to attend the Blue and the
Gray reunlon ‘today, visited the battle-
flelds and stretches of woods in which
bloody battles of the Civil war were
fought.

SMALLPOX AT NOME.

Victims Being Stricken at Fearful
Rate Each Day.

SEATTLE, Wash., July 19.—Two vessels
arrived in port from Nome today, the
transport Athenlan and the steamship
Seqoia. The Seqoia left Nome on the
night of the 3d, and brings much late
news about the smallpox epidemic, which
the Garonne and Ohio, both leaving early
on the same day, overlooked.

The pest house at Nome is full and
overflowing with patients afflicted with
smallpox, and the government officials
are erecting other large structures, one
of which, with adjuncts, will cover an
acre of ground.

The disease has spread rapidly, and
many cases are quarantined in the tents
in which they were discovered. Every
government and city official and doctor In
the camp is working night and day with
the disease. ;

Dr. J. C. Tyler, of Chicago, who went
north on one of the first boats, to follow
{¥e profession in the new camp, returned
on the Seqola and says there are at least
200 cases of smallpox in The pest houses
and around the camp, and the people are
being stricken with the disease at the
rate of seventeen to twenty a day.

POINT FOR NEELEY.

Presentation of Indictment Not Suf-
ficient for Extradition.

NEW YORK, July 19.—Judge Lacombe,
of the United States circuit court, today
rendered a decision in the case of
Charles F. W. Neeley, charged with
having defrauded the post department in
Cuba, in which the court declared that
the mere presentation of an indictment
cannot be held sufficlent for Neeley’s ex-
tradition and that further testimony will
be heard when the case comes up on
July 23.

It i{s to our advantage be-
cause we are nearer China than perhaps
any other large nation, and our oppor-
tunities for trade with China, Intact, are
much greater than with its empire di-
vided among the nations of Europe. Our
trade with China is just opening up, and
its future with an open door mearn® much

to the United States, particularly the
Northwest.”

Chaffee to a major generalship to make
his rank commensurate with his com-
mand in China, and that of the command-
ing officers of the forces of the other
powers.

After the cabinet meeting the president
entertained the members at an informal
luncheon. - The president leaves tonight
for Canton, but will be ready to return
here at a meoment’s notice. .

AN AWFUL FATE.

Chinese Put Rev. H. V.
the Teorture.

VICTORIA, B. C., July 19.—Advices re-
ceived from North China contain particu-
lars of the awful torture inflicted on the
Rev. H. V. Norman, who, with Rev. C:
Robinson, was among the first of the
American missionaries to become victims
of the Boxers.

A correspondent, writing from Tlen
Tsin on June 7, says some refugees who
had arrived there gathered from the Chi-
nese the ghastly details of the torture in-
flicted on Norman.

It seems that he fell into the hands of
Li, the head man of a little town near the
Anglican mission, where he and Robinson
had their headquarters,

Li had, a short time before, lost a son
In a quarrel between Boxers and Chris-
tians, when the converts had driven off
the Boxers from the mi¥sion, and he
vowed vengeance.

This he took In a horrible manner when
Norman was thrown into his hands. After
his capture by the rioters, from whom Li
took the captive, the missionary was
stripped by the retinue of 1|, and a collar
of iron fastened on his neck. A short
chain was attached, and he was tethered
to a stake.

The Chinese men, women and children
then poked sharp sticks iInto his flesh,
and jabbed him with tridents. When he
sank down, weak with loss of blood and
half crazed by the awful tertffre, he was
unable to get upon his knees even, the
chain being made too short, and he
strangled slowly.

Molten lead was then thrown on his
nude body, and, as he writhed in agony,
he was stabbed to death. His body was
cut to pleces.

Robinson, the other misslonary, was
slaughtered without lingering so long in
agony. He was cut down by a mob and
hacked to pleces almost Instantly. A
number of the misslon converts were
slaughtered. Some were asked to recant,
and those who did so to save Weir lives
were saddled and bridled and forced to
crawl to the temple idols,

GETTING READY.

Troops at ’Frisco Ordered to the

Presidio.

BAN FRANCISCO, July 19.—The bat-
teries of the Third artillery, that received
orders on the 17th inst. to rendezvous at
Presidio, with a view to their ultimate
gervice in China, have been ordered into
camp at the Presidio, with instructions
to the various officers to have everything
in readiness for sudden departure.

LI HUNG AT HONG KONG. -

Wily Viceroy Has Little to Say te
Interviewcers,

HONG KONG, Wednesday, July 19.—I4
Hung Cheng and his sulte arrived here
yesterday evening and landed this morn-
ing. The Chinese were received with a
salute of seventeen guns and with a
guard of honor from the Welsh fusiliers
end a band, proceeded to the government
house, where he was recetved by the gov-
ernor, Sir Henry A. Blake, Generals Ga-
gelee, Badrow and other officials.
