NEW YORK, July 23.—The influential
interests which have taken the rleader-
ship in the stock market continued their
efforts today to make a rising market,
Wwith the object of inviting public buying.
They were not diseouraged by the fail-
ure of outside interest to develop on ac-
count of last week's advance, and they
resumed their bullish manipulation from
the opening this morning.

There was not much difficulty apparent
in advancing prices, nor dld any obstruc-
tion appear in the shape of larger vol-
ume than .the market could absorb, the
leaders deftly turned their attention to
stocks whose upward movement was eas-
fer, As the long interest has not yet
reached large proportions, and as there
still remains a short interest whose posi-
tion grows daily more critical, the tech-
nical conditons favored the advance.

There was some accession of outside
buying to act as a reliance for absorbing
stocks at a higher level. The appearance
of this buyirg encouraged the profes-
slonal bulls to redoubled efforts, and the
day’s market as a result, gave an ap-
pearance of greater activity, and more
strength than on any day last week. This
was particutarly true after Sugar had
been checked in its first reactionary ten-
dency, and was found to move upwards
easily on moderate buying. This stock
continued to have a marked influence on
the market and its reaction in the day
precipitated a movement to take profits
elsewhere, so that the closing was easy
at considerable recessions from the best.

The distinguishing feature of the mar-
kets was its unevenness, as might be ex-
pected from its professional and manipu-
lated character. A few stocks were ac-
tive and strong, a larger number showed
sharp advances, after lying dormant for
a time, go that the very meagre transac-
tions were sufficlent to move them. But
the majority of the list was’/only moder-
ately actlve and continued very sluggish,
small net gains being the pule In sym-
pathy in specia]l stocks. There was a
disposition to pick somé I?d!ns stocks
from each group of securities in which
the interests or conditions were allled
and advance the leader fcr éffect on thelr
