A WILD WEST CANDIDATE.
Theodore Roosevelt, the Republican
candidate for vice president, was in St.
Paul on July 17. He came in a whirlwind
and departed in a storm. He came here,

told a few stale ‘“‘cow-punching”’ stories,
made a few unsupported statements re-
garding matters political, gave the Re-
publicans some very unpalatable and un-
asked advice about the necessity for their
being honest, and departed.

The Honorable Theodore came here to
“‘shoot up’ the town, and he shot it up
accordingly. And, though the jingle ef
his spurs, the smoke of his mustang and
the dust of his much too strenuous entry
have all died away, the Republican portion
of this community remains all ghot up.
The gallant rough riders of the various
piecincts and wards are still strenuously
prancing about in their fire sale khaki
suits, many of said suits being “a world
too wide for their shrunk shanks.” An
emlnent local divine, even, indulged in a
mild prance last Sabbath over the gentle-
man who the inimitable Dooley has sald
is the author of a book which ought to
be entitled ‘““Alone in Cuba.”

It would not be very surprising if the
entire Republican party of Minnesota is
found before election cavorting around on
plebald, white-eyed mustangs and emulat-
ing the distinguished cowboy from New
York, for he is more \c?mtaglous than
Buffalo Bill. The effect on the smail boy
will no doubt prove just as disastrous as
that produced by the visit of the wild
West show a year or two ago.

Unless Willlam McKinley comes quickly
to the rescue of the presidential ticket
with a cargo of his dull and welght®, Bal-
last, there will certainly be a splll. Roose-
velt may be good on a cow farm or chas-
ing up and down the hills of Cuba, but,
&s the chief figure of a presidential cam-~
palgn, he lacks dlgnity, solid force and
balance. No substantial citizen can view
his gambols without mixed feelings of
emusement and trepldatlon—-unusement
at the incongruous figure he Presents as
candidate for the solemn situation of vice
president and ex-officio presiding officer
of the United States senate, and trepida~
tion lest perchance he might be elected,

Calm counsel, moderation and logical
ergument seem to be unknown to Theo-
dore Roosevelt, if his speech and conduct
in St. Paul are anything to go by. Dog-
matic assertlons, semi-facetious {llustra.
tions drawn from the cow farm, and
®&buse of the other fellows constitute that
speech he made in this city, and which
was heralded as “the keynote of tne
campalgn.” It sounded more IfKs the
roarings of & vociferous rancher than the

Pugle call of a campaign. Sober-migded
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ery respect a most commendable perform-
ance. Its author has evidently ylelded to
no influence which might induce him to
do less than his duty, or to extenuata the
oﬂendlr{g of any of the rascals who are
involved. His exposure of Rathbone is
especially worthy of public approval
Whatever doubts may have existed as to
the criminal responsibility of Rathbone
are removed by the report. He is shown
to have been a party to the criminal ex-
travagance and open robbery which were
practiced with such utter abandonment
of all thought of consequences, and his
appointment is the most severe reflection
that can be made on the prevailing meth-
ods of appointment under the national
government to the highest offices.

Rathbone was, pure and simple, the cre-
ation of political activity. He is one of
the “smart men,” without whose aid can-
didates are taught to believe it 1§ prac-
tically impossible to secure sucess. Ile
seems to have looked on the Cuban post-
al service as the oyster of himself and
his subordinates. He, to whom, if at =ll,
the people might look, among all the men
chosen to clvil position in Cuba, for soma
understanding of and regard for the na-
tional honor, appears to have been no
better and no worse than the others. They
were all willing to grow rich at the ex-
pense of the national good name from tha
proceeds of thelr peculations. They had
no thought of the peculiar sacredness of
the trust with the discharge of which
their country was Invested for the tima
being In Cuba. Spolls were their pursuit
and they chose the easiest and common-
est ways to supply themselves.

There is nothing left for American au-
thority to do but to hunt those fellows
until they have been driven into crim-
inals’ cells. Until this is done the stain
of the transaction will remain on the
country. Hven that will fail to wipe It
out entirely, but 1t will go a long way In
that direction. The facts and conclusions
brought out by the report of Mr. Bristow
make it plain that, whoever else may es-
cape, it is the duty of the federal au-
thorities to put its former director gen-
eral of Cuban posts behind the bars for
as lohg a period as the law will allow.
In this way the administration at least
will be absolved from much of the dis-
credit which attaches to it In connection
with the transaction.

DANGEROUS FOR CHINA.

The news reports have not set forth
expressly the terms of the propesal from
the Chinesa authoritles which involved
the cessatlon of all operations against
Pekin on the condition that the foraiga
representatives be delivered safely at
Tien Tsin. The first knowledge of such
o proposal having been made comes with
the statement of Secratary Hay that it Is
inadmiesible. "

Nctwithstanding the lack of direct and
immediate information on the subject it
may safely be assumed that the proposal
has been made. If the proposal is stated
with any approach to accuracy the action
of the state department is to be com-
mended in presenting a positive refusal
to entertain it. It is inconceivable how
the Chinese authorities are to be regard-
ed as acting in guod faith when such a
proposal 1s offered at this stage in the
progress of events {n China. It is, how-
ever, hard to understand how a ddiplo-
mat of such rare abllity and understand-
ing of the nation to which he i3 gccredit-
ed as Minister Wu undoubtedly is could
have tendered such a suggestion except
as the constrained intermediary between
his government and this.

All the actual light which has been
thrown on the Pekin situation thus far
has come through the Chinese minister
at Washington. It has not been at all
conclusive, the Information which has
come from him; but at least it hag been
sufficlent to show his good faith and his
strong influence with the home govern-
ment. It has been stated that Minister
‘Wu has been chosen as the direct agent
of the Chinese imperial authorities to
conduct negotiations looking to interven-
tion and a peaceable adjustment of pres-
ent difficulties. It would be easier to be-
lieve this were it not announced that
the request for intermediation has been
made of at least one other power be-
slde the United Btates. This statement,
if true, must be regarded as discrediting"
all that has been -established In this re-
gard thus far.

Either the Chiness government is play-
ing a very maladroit game of diplomacy
or else its purposes are resolutely mis-
represented. If we are to accept either
of the circumstances as well founded, that

ment has been asked in concurrence with
that of this government, or that the pro-
posed surrsnder of the foreign repre-
sentatives has been conditioned on tfe
cessation of all operations for the rellet
of Pekin, the conclusion s fnevitable
that China 18 decelving the civilized
world. !
Whatever the immediate future may
show to be true regarding the progress
of events at Pekin during the past thres
or four weeks, it must be admitteq that
the course of the United States goverr-
ment has been consistently one which {ig
worthy of the national approval. It
should be adhered to thrcughout. It may
prove to be true that the treachery of
the Chinese authorities is as marked a¥
it has been represented to ke. If that
should prove to be the case it will be &
sore day for China. Nothing short of the
danger of a serious clashing of national
intercsts will save the Chinese empirs
from disruption in such an event. The
day for forbearance will have passed,
end the United States may be regarded
as having exhausted all availabls means
to avold the consequences which have
been Impending over China. With the

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tages for any purpose whatever, it will
at once become the duty of this nation,
either alone or In co-operation with other
governments; to enforce the most severe
reprisals against the imperial authorities
or to secure the release of the forcign
répreaentaﬁve- by force of arms. Until
something definite is established in this
regard the true course of our government
is to continue as it has from the begin-
ning of the trouble.

John Bouroughs got into the habit of
taking a dose of literary browsing every
afternoon.

WERE RECORDED BY BRAD-
STREET'S LAST WEERK

GOOD CORN CROP ASSURED

Iron Trade, However, Miore Depres-
sed Than for Several Years
Past—Wool and Cotton
Looking Up.

NEW YORK, July 27.—Bradstreet’'s to-
morrow will say:

“Important changes in trade and spec-
ulation are notably lacking this week,
but counter currents of demand In vari-
ous Industries and sections lend rather
more than an irregular appcarance to the
general situation. Among the notable
features calling for notice are the prac-
tical assurance of an {mmense corn crop
in the West; the cheerful reports from
the sections which have gathered and
are now marketing large winter wheat
crop, advices of continued improvement
in the tone In the Northwest, with re-
ports of renewal of earlier canceled or-
ders for fall goods, falrly satigfactory
galns In gross rallway earnings, less
weakness in prices of the country’s lead-
ing cereal products, based apparently on
renewed buying for export, and rather
more inquiry for raw wool by manufac-
turers.

“Unfavorable elements In trade find
thelr chief and greatest exposition in the
iron and steel business. That industry
1s, if possible, more depressed than at
any time for three years Past, and ex-
pectations that price declines will be
checked by the arrival of finished ma-
terial at the cost basis have been dis-
appolnted, because this week's steel bars
have been sold in some Instances at 1c
per pound, which is unquestionably be-
low the basis of cost of raw materfals
and manufacture.
market, with everything that ls import-
ant. Business would undoubtedly ex-
pand if ship room was avallable, Among
other metals tin 1s the only one of the
free arrivals, after touching the highest
point in twenty-seven years.

“Trade In dry goods, at the East par-
ticularly, seems backward pending a
clearer realization of the cotton goods
situation. Bleached goods have been re-
duced, but brown gcods and cottons are
steady. Some selling of thelr raw cot-
ton by Eastern mills for exports is re-
ported. Satisfaction 13 expressed as to
exports. Rather more Inquiry for wool
at Eastern markets is a sign of manu-
facturers getting ready for the light-
welght season.

“Wheat, Including flour shipments, for
the week aggregate 2,613,670 bushels,
agalinst 2,197,000 bushels last week, 3,366,-
432 bushels in the corresponding week of
1899, 2,197,000 bushels in 1898, 3,820,000 bush-
els In 1897, and 2,648,748 bushels In 1895,
From July 1 to date the season wheat
exports are 11,141,860 bushels, against 13,-

NEW YORK, July 2I.—R. G. Dun &
Co.'s weekly review of trade tomorrow
will say:

“Speculative active is not present to dis-
courage business. Producers and con-
sumers are getting together in more than
one direction, although mid-summer in-
activity is emphasized by disturbed for-
eign relations and the hesitation always
attending a political campailgn. False
starts are to be feared, but the dangerous
optimism of last autumn is lacking, and
new business is at lower prices. A stop
in the decline in wool brought many man-
ufactures into the market. Good sales of
California terrftorial wools were made to
mills, and the trade expects larger pur-
chases to follow the opening of spring.
Holders who have had difficulty In stor-
Ing were the chief gellers. Sales of wool
at the three chief markets were only
4,377,800 pounds, against 10,773,500 last year.

“Jobbers in boots and shoes are de-
manding prompt delivery on old orders,
but new business is scarce. Further delay
in fall and winter orders will entail reduc-
tion of forces at factorles. Many manu-
facturers ars taking leather only for {im-
medlate needs, but sole ls more active,
and a large sale for Berlin at mederate
concession is reported. Parker hides sell
freely at Chicago at the recently reduced
price.”
