MONZA, July 81.—The body of King
Humbert, dressed In black, lies today on
the bed ordinarily used by him. Around
the massive candelabra holding burning
tapers at the foot and head of the bed
are flowers placed by Queen Margherita,
who passed the long hours of the night in
prayer by the bed on which the body lies.
Father Bignami, the court chaplain, is.In
immediate charge of the bier. The car-
dinal archbishop of Milan has ordered a
requiem mass in all the churches in his
diocese.

Enormous numbers of telegrams of re-
gret and condolence ‘continue to arrive,
including messages from the most illus-
tricus famiiies of Rome.

Bressi maintains an air of the utmost

cynicism. In the course of his examina-
tion he declared himself to be a revo-
lutionary anarchist and said he was

rcady to resume operations if he were re-
leased.
RESULT OF A PLOT.
ROME, July 3L.—The Tribuna says the

In the absence of the new king,. the

ministry has issued in his name, a mani-
festo to the nation as follows:

“King Victor IXmanuel IIL., in ascend-
mg the throne, has to perform: the pain-
ful duty of announcing to the country
the awful calamity which has violently
cut short the valuable life of King Hum-
bert.

‘““The nation, wounded in its sincere af-
fection for the august dead, in a sincere
feeling of devotion and adhesion to the
fdynasty, while execrating the cruecl
crime, will be plunged into profound
grief for the venerated memory of a good,
brave and magnanimous king, the pride
of his people and the worthy perpetuator
of the traditions of the house of Savoy,
by railying with unshakeable loyalty
around his august successor. italians
will prove by their deeds tbat their in-
stitutions do not die.”

The Kking is expected to arrive at Reg-
gi di Calabria tomorrow. He receilved the
first news of the assassination of his
father by semaphore.

HIS WEAPON.

The police are pushing inquiries in all
directions, but the information with re-
gard to the assassein, Bressi, is not yet
very definite. It appears that when he
was searching for ledging on Friday, at

Monza, he was accompanied by a young-

man whom the police are now seeking,
The pistol the assassin used was a new
and superior weapon, marked “Massa-
chusetts.” X

The police of Milan searched the house
of a man named Banella, and, it is re-
porte”) found important papers showing
that vressi had relations with persons in
the United States, and that persons had
passed between him and them, in connec-
tion with the crime. Bressi and another
Tuscan frequented the cafes in Milan,
where they were overheard discussing e
big scheme that would astonish the
world. Everyvthing goes to show that the
crime was long premeditated and the
police are now being charged with want
of foresight. It appears that the cordons
formed upon the arrival of the king at
the fete grounds were withdrawn prior
to his departure.

As the king was leaving, a sort of scuf-
fle occurred, probably prearrarged to dis-
tract the attention of the carbineers.
The king was so pleased with his wel-
come at Monza and felt so safe that he
turned to his aide and said:

“I'd like to return afoot,” but he was
dissuaded, '

SALISBURY ON ANARCHISTS.

They Threaten Destinies of Soclety
in the Early Future.

LONDON, July 3l.—Movng an address
to the queen with reference to the assas-
sination of King Humbert of Italy, the
premier, Lord Salisbury, said in the house
of lords today, that anarchists are not
confined to any one political opinion. He
said the last half century had seen the as-
s.s-ination of th:ee presidents of repablics
and two monarchs.

“It was a fearful thing,” Lord Salisbury
said, “‘to contemplate this depth of human
villainy, before the smiling surface of the
soclety threatening the destinies of socl-
ety in the early future.”

The premier paid a glowing tribute to
the character of King Humbzert, who, he
said, had unflaggingly worked for the
benefit of his country and people.

The assassination of such a man coul
not be considered private revenge; it was
nothing but that morbid thirst for notori-
ety which is the plague and curse of mod-
ern civilization, which had time and again
led men to the commission of foulest
crimes, and which threatened the very ex-
istence of society if it could not be ar-
rested. He did not propose to speak of
remedies for such a state of things, but
he had never hesitated to express his own
views in that respect. Modern society had
erred on the side of leniency.

The earl of Kimberley, Liberal, scconded
the mot on for the adoption of the address,
which was adopted both in the house of
Jords and in the commons.

In the lower house, A. J. Balfour, first
lord of the treasury and government
leader, spoke in a similar strain to the
speech of T.ord Salisbury and Sir Henry
Campbell-Bannerman, the Liberal leader
in the house of commons, seconded the
motion.

MURDERER'S WIFE SEEN.

Interviewed by Italinn Consuiar

Agent at Hoboken. i
NEW YORK, July 31.—A representative
of the Italian consulate went to Hoboken
today to see the woman who savs she is
the wife of Bressi, the assassin of King
Humbert. The object of the visit was to
obtain information concerning the man
for the use of the Italian authorities In
prosecuting the murderer.

Mrs. Bressi, whose maiden name was
Jennie O'Neill, lived in Chicago before

coming east to Hoboken, where she met
Bressi, .

Mrs. Bressi was closely questioned by
the representative of the Italian consu-
late, and she told him the same story
regarding her husband that she had al-
ready told to the reporters. The police
searched the house, but found no evidence
to show that either the woman or her
husband were connected with a plot for
the assassination of King Humbert.

It is stated that Mrs. Bresst will be kept
under surveillance. The consul general In
ths city is to communicate with the Hn-
boken police in case the woman is needed
by the Italian authorities as a witness.

KAISER DEEPLY TOUCHED.

No Official Arrangements Yet Made
for the Funersal.

BERLIN, July 81.—The Chinese situa-
tion has rather fallen -into the back-
ground In consequence of the death of
King Humbert and the Duke of Saxe-
Coburg and Gotha and the papers are
filled with these two ftems. The ab-
sence of Emperor Willlam retards the
making of official arrangements for par-
ticipation in the funerals. A representa-
tive of. the Lokal Anzeiger interviewed
Count von Buelow, minister of foreign af-
fairs, on board the imperial yacht Hohen-
zollern today, and was assured by the
minister that = the - kaiser was deeply
touched by King Humbert's death, but
did not anticipate any change in Italiam-
German relations.

Emperor William's dispatch of condo-
lence was answered in the most cordial
terms by Queen Margherita and the
Hohenzollern flew an Italian flag at haif
mast. The Berlin court has been ordered
10 go into maurning for threé weeks.

A delegation of the Bockenheim hus-
sars, of which regiment King Humbert
was chief, will go to' Rome and the en-
tire regiment will wear crepe.

Signor Saracao, the premier, on his ar-
rival at the royal villa co tender his con-
dolences to Queen Margherita, had an
impressive audience lasting half an hour,
All the royal princes, the Queen & Por-
tugal and the Duke of Oporto have arriv-
ed here.

The formal act of recording the death
of King Humbert was drawn up at 1
o'clock this morning in the Kking’s bed-
room, It was witnessed by Count Ru-
dini, former prime minister, and the royal
household. The president of the senate
i acted as notary for the crown. The min-
ister of the interior and other officials
were present.

YOUNG QUEEN FAINTED.

When Informed of the Assassina-
tion of Humbert,
LONDON, July 31.—A special dispatch
from Rome says.that King Victop Eman-
uel arrived at Brindisi today unexpected-
ly* The dispatch adds that the young
queen fainted when she was informed of
the assassination of King Humbert. The
king and queen started for Monza imme-
diately after reaching Brindisi.

CAPTURED FEWER MEN

PRINSLOO’S FORCE NOT NEARLY SO

LONDON, July 31.—A dispatch received
at the war office today from Lord Rob-
erts materially modifies yvesterday’s state-
ment of the surrender of 65,000 rebels
under Gen. Prinsloo. It now appcars
that Gens. Prinsloo, Villiers and Crow-
ther surrendered with 936 ncn, 1,432
horses, %5 rifles and a Krupp nine-pound-
er.

THE DUKE OF SAXE-COBURG WAS
SPARED A LINGERING
END

HAD A CANCEROUS GROWTH

His Sudden Demise Caused Profound
Sensation in London, and Queen
Recelved Many Messages
of Condolence.

COBURG, July 81.—The duke of Saxe-
Coburg, who died at 10 o'clock last even-
ing at Rosenau castle, by his sudden de-
mise, escaped a painful, lingering end. Re-
contly at a consultation of speclalists. in
Vienna, it was discovered that there was
& cancerous growth at the root of his
tongue. At the desire of the duchess and
other members of the family, who were
aware of the nature of his disease, the

duke tcok up his residence at Rosenai..

His royal highness was unaware of the
real state of his health and hoped he
would recover until Friday last, when his
condition became such : 8 to precluds hop:.
Saturday and Sunday he suffered such
violent attacks of suffocation that ar-
rangements were made for perform'ng the
operation of trachaeotomy. Finally the
duke died without having suffered severe
pain. During the minority of his heir.
the duke of Albany, the government of
the duchy will be conducted by the heredi-
tary prince of Hohenlohe-Langenburg,
the guardian of the young duke.

SENSATION IN LONDON.

LONDON, July 81.—The news of the
death of the duke of Saxe-Coburg-Gotha,
second son of Queen Victoria, has created
a sensation in London, as it was totally
unexpected. There were many callers at
Clarence and Marlborough houses, and
the lord chamberlain’s office. Flags were
half-masted at the Carleton, . Reform,
Sports, and other West End clubs.

The queen was deeply affected, and the
prince of Wales cancelled the arrange-
ments for attending Goodwood today,
where his horse Lucknow was the favorite
in the race for the Steward's cup.

At Windsor there were many signs of
mourning, the bells in the curfew tower
of Bt. George's chapel being tolled. It
is stated that the body of the late duke
will be embalmed and brought to England
for interment, and that it will lie in state
at Windsor.

The duke’s successor, the duke of Al-
bany, arrived in London this morning.

The lord mayor of London sent a mes-
sage of condolence to the queen on be-
half of the citizens of London, expressing
the hope that the sympathy of the na-
tlon would prove a solace and comfort
in her bereavement. =

Numerous public and semi-publiec funec-
tions have been abandoned and the court
and society will immediately be ordered
into mourning.

The funeral of the late duke will be held
at Coburg on Friday, August 3. The
prince of Wales will represent the queen.
He will be accompanied.to Coburg by
either his son, the duke of York, or his
brother, the duke of Connaught. -

SUCCESSOR A MINOR.

BERLIN, July 31.—The body of the late
duke-of Saxe-Coburg and Gotha will be
conveyed tomorrow to the Maurich
church at Coburg, where it will lie in
state.

The new duke, who, on July 19, was
appointed a lieutenant in the Prussian
army and who for some time has been
recelving a military education in Pots-
dam, is for the moment the guest of King
Oscar of Sweden. He is expected to ar-
rive here tomorrow. He will not attain
his majority untilL 1905, and by the Co-
burg law, passed in 1898, hereditary Prince
Ernest von Hohenlohe, son-in-law of tfle
late duke, becomes the regent.
~ The German press again discusses the
undesirability of allowing a German sov-
ereign state to become an English heir-
loom, passing from hand to hand. The
National Zeitung concludes its article on
the. subject by telling the young duke
that it will depend upon him to dissipate
all objections made inside and outside
of the duchy to the succession going to
a prince of foreign birth and education.

It is rumored here in political circles
that the death of Duke Alfred was due
to iIntemperance, it being town talk in
Coburg that he was habitually carried to
his bed at night sodden with liquor.

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War Department Receives Two Cablegrams
From Che Foo Substantiating
- Recent Reports.

United States Minister Says They Iave Plenty
of Provisions—March on Pekin
Probably Begun.

WASHINGTON, July 3L.—The war de-
partment this evening received two cable-
grams frcm China. " The first read:

“/Chefoo, (undated) Cerbin, Washington:
Tien Tsin, 2Tth—Message just received
from Conger says since 16th by agreé-
ment no firing. Have provisions several
weeks; little ammunition, all safe, well.

“One, (Daggett) reported allied forces
-soon advance. Practically no looting by
Americans, no unnecessary kiliing. In-
diana arrived 26th. Order Macin, Sladen,
both Allens, Mitchell, Bryce join regi-
ment here. —Daggett.”

The second read:

“Cheefoo—Corbin, Washington—Tien
Tsin, 80th—Flintshire arrtved 27th. Two
hundred and fifty-seven Ninth infantry
sick. Ten doctors, one hundred hospital
corps men, twenty signal men needed.
Unavoidable delay unloading transports,
Foreign troops arriving. —Daggett.”

WELCOME NEWS,

The official confirmation of the news
that Minister Conger is safe and well,
coupled with the statement that he has
provisions for several weeks and that the
firing on the legation has ceased, was
welcome intelligence, though not unex-
pected In view of recent news., This in-
formation from Col. Daggett was prompt-
ly telegraphed to President McKinley at
Canton, who has been advised of the re-
ceipt of messages always as soon as they
reach here.

The last message which came from
Minister Conger was that which was ob-
tained through the Intermediary of Mr,
Wu and was supposed to be dated the
18th 1inst., before which time nothing
had come since June 12, almost two
months.

It is expected now that 4ll the energiles
of the government as well as those of
‘other nations will be concentrated for an
advance on Pekin, Beveral of the reports
which haye come from (China seem to ip-
dicate that this will occur very soon,
some of the dispatches placing the date
as early as yesterday. The officlals here,
however, do not look for so early an ad-
vance if the ailied commanders adhere to
their original estimate of $0,000 men as
necessary for' the campaign as the latest
reports recelved here do not show half
that number on the ground.

OFFICERS HAVE FREE HAND.

8till other reports indicating the pos-
sibility of the advance being made by
the British and American armies have
come and cur officers commanding in
China have a free hand in any military
movements.

Officlals
are unable to account for it, but agree
that it may delay any immediate move-
ment forward. The delays in unloading
the transports also are discouraging and
vexatious. Surgeon General Sternberg
already had given public notice that one
hundred contract surgeons are wanted
for service in the East, but it will be
some time before they can be on the
ground ready for active work.

CASUALTIES AT PEKIN.

Particulars of Desperate Fight at
the British Legation,

LONDON, July 31 (6:10 p. m.).—A spe-
cial dispatch from Tien Tsin today says:

“A Pekin message, dated July 21, re-
ports that the first outside news reached
there July 18, The failure of the relief
expedition made the siege far more peril-
ous. On June 19 the tsung 1 yamen
broke off relations; June 20, China de-
clared war. Baron von Ketteler and
Francis James, an English professor,
were murdered. Over 40 non-combatants
occupied the British legation. I under-
stand converts are holding the north ca-
thedral. A thousand refugees occupled
the palace of Prince Lu. A truce began
July 17, after twenty-six days of flerce
assault. One night the shelling was un-
interrupted for six hours.

Two attacks resuited In the ruin of the
Han Lin college (the Chinese national
college). The cowardice of the Chinese
prevented a successful rushing.

18, enjoins protection and promises com-
pensation. The report that a large rellef
force was coming produced this change,

“Foreign governments should beware
being hoodwinked."

WILL NOT RETARD ADVANCE.

The United States ambassador, Joseph
Choate, saw Lord Salisbury this evening,
end ascertained his views with regard to
the changes in the Chinese situatiqn
brought about by the direct dispatch
from Pekin. Lord Salisburg assured Mr.
Choate that Great Britain had no inten-
tion of delaying the advance on Pekin,
por, so far as he knew, had any other
power.

Lord Balisbury entirely acquiesced in
Secretary Hay's desire that the advance
be undertaken as speedily as possible.
He had no intention of bargaining with
China in any way, shape or form, until
the ministers were safe under their own
military escort. .

Once Pekin
has been reached and the ministers have
regained their. liberty the powers have
agreed aggression will cease and repara-
tion will become a matter of negotiation,
Lord Salisbury belleves it may still be
proved that the Chinese government is
not responsible for the attacks on the
legations, except in so far as all govern-
ments are responsible for the malinten-
ance of order.

It is expected that within a few days
free communication will be established
with the ministers in Pekin.

ADVANCIE ON PEKIN.

It Has Probably Started—Ministes
Wua Discusses Sttuation,
WASHINGTON, July 31.—Cables fron
Admiral Remey and Gen. Chaffee, both al
Taku, bearing upon the condltions fx
Pekin and at Tien Tsin, came to hant

over night.

Admiral Remey confirmed the informa.
tion that the legations were safe up te
the 22d inst. Gen. Chaffce sald that ac-
cording to a report at Taku, the allled
forces were to begin the campaign
“toward Pekin tomorrow.” .

Allowing for the time occupled In the
transmission of the dispatch by boat from
Taku to Chee Foo, it Is probable that .f
the report was true, the advance begun
today and the armies are alre ady on the
way to Pekin. That they should start
without waiting for Chaffee’s foree, small
though it is, is surprising.

The state department has nothing from
China since yesterday and Minister Whu,
who called at the state department In
search of information was also without
cuble advices.

CABLE FROM GEN. CHAFFVER,
