THE ONLY "WAY.
The dispatch to the London Times from

Pekln published in these columns a day

or two ago has helped to embarrass thts
situation In China very materially. What
with such an uncompromisingly hostile
expression of opinion and so decisively

one-sided a view of the position of the
imperial authorities and the incendiary

utterances of the German emperor the

task of bringing the situation to anything

like a satisfactory development Is ren-

dered almost Impossible.

The Chinese minister at Washington

has taken very prompt exertion to cer-

tain of the statements made by the

Times correspondent as well as to the

entire tenor of the document. He has
specifically declared at least one of its

statements, which relates to himself per-

sonally, to be false, and h«& character-
ized the dispatch as probably entirely un-

warranted by the facts.
Americans can afford to take all state-

ments regarding China of a decidedly

partisan bias with much allowance. Thia

still remains practically the only-really

disinterested nation that today has im-

mediate dealings with the Chineso em-

plre. We must remain so, if at all pos-

sible The construction placed on the
language of Secretary Hay in stating

that a certain line of conduct on the part

of the Chinese authorities would be re.

garded by this government as "unfriend-

ly" is entirely unwarranted. The lan-

guage involves a mere statement of fact,

and in Its literal sense 13 true. It is only

by the use of such language that the

Chinese authorities can evidently be

brought to an understanding of their
duty to themselves and to their coun-

try. Ifthey can be made to understand
that the safety of the empire is more
immediately dependent on the good faith

with which they treat American author-
ity than on any otter single circumstance
they may yet avoid the worst danger*

which attend upon Their position.

The next few days will determine much
as to the future of China and ttie Chi-
nese people. Nothing can avert the 'ft'orst
consequences should suoh sentiments as

those represented by the speeches of the

German emperor and the dispatch 61 the

London Times correspondent be allowed

to prevail. It is only by the United States
continuing in the course it has thus far

followed and insisting, as it does" insist,

that this country must be put in com-

munication with its representative in

Pekin that the Chinese authorities may

be able to save themselves and their
people from the wrath of the powers. If

there is the slightest wavering on tha

part of the imperial authorities from

absolute good faith the consequences are

not unlikely to be fatal.__
m

THE TRIE ISSUE.

The proposal for the amendment of the

Goebel law In Kentucky is being received
with some expressions of doubt as to the

sincerity of the Democrats in their desire
to relieve the law of its most objection-

able features. But there can be no ques-

tion seriously raised as to the entire sin-

cerity of the present officials of Kentucky

in desiring to have the law changed so as

to render the election boards wholly non-
partisan bodies. At no period since the

first serious controversy grew out of the
Goebel law have the Democrats hesitated
in the expression of their willingness to

secure such changes in the law as to'
place it out of the power of any elec-

tion body to do wiong under its pro-

visions.
Not one in one hundred of those who

denounce the Goebel law understands

even its main provisions. It is little
worse in actual operation than any other
election law now in existence, or that

ever prevailed, either in Kentucky or else-

where which was designed to give a par-

tisan advantage to those under whose
auspices it was designed to be executed.
At least on one occasion when the ma-

jorityof the board declared its unwilling-

ness to assume any judicial functions,

and gave the certificates of election to

those entitled to them on the face of the
returns, Republicans were willingto ac-
cept all the advantages under the law

which that refusal offered to them. It
was not until a partisan majority of the
legislature decided to award the several

offices to the present incumbents that

the real enotmity of the Goebel law Im-
pressed itself on the Republican under-
standing in Kentucky and elsewhere.

The law is a pernicious enactment as it
stands. All enactments which have any
tendency whatever to encourage or fa-
cilitate the practice of fraud in connec-
tion with the ballot box are wrong and
should be condemned. There was no
public sentiment in Kentucky when the
law was enacted which made its unfair-
ness as plain as it has become since. That
those In power have taken the promptest
steps available to secure the amendment
of the law ia the best evidence of their

j good faith that can be offered.
There can be no issue made on that law

in the prevailing campaign if it is re-
• lieved of all its objectionable features.
The rancor which attaches to Kentucky
politics should be allayed at the ear-
liest possib'.e moment. If the campaign

could be made to turn on the readiness
of either side to secure the enactment and
enforcement of such laws as would put
an end to the practice of canying fire-
arms, and of adjusting personal and po-

litical quarrels at the muzzle of the re-
volver and shot gun, then a serious gain

would be made In the cause of good gov-
ernment, and the state of Kentucky
would be materially the gainer in all
that relates to its good repute. Until it
gets rid of its reputation as the home of

the political assassin and the hotbed of
pilvate and political -endetta. there is lit-

tle to be ga.'ned by the success either of
Republicans or Democrats.

With the Goebel law properly amended
there is no question of paramount im-
portance that can be settled as the result
of the o-iectinn save the one as to whether
the social conditions which lead jn-

evitably to murder and bloodshed are to

be stamped out of existence. No party

which will not commit itself to such a
policy has any particular claim upon th«
public favor in Kentucky._

»
ONLY HONEST LABELS NEEDED.
For several months Chicago has wit-

nessed attempts to prosecute dealers in
oleomargarine, and the proceedings have
generally been RTe others followed else-
where In dealing with the same business.
Botn sides have been more or less absurd
in their contentions, and the delay in

settling the questions at Issue has not
been evidence that the law In the prem-

ises Is defective so much as it testifies
to a successful effort to avoid the ap-

plication of law.

On the side of the makers of bogus but-
ter hardly anything Is heard but the
claim that the product Is absolutely

harmless and really wholesome. Taking

these claims as a basis they persistently
allege persecution and are inclined to
pose as martyrs.

On the side of the public officers Is
generally noticed an emphatic denial or
the claims set forth by the other side,
and it Is made rather plain that the pur-
pose of most prosecution 13 to destroy
the oleo industry altogether.

When a case shaped along these linen
comes before a Judge who knows any-
thing about law the result is a farce.
The blame rests more on the side of the
public officers, for they are in the ma-
jority of cases attempting to accomplish
something unconstitutional. They can-
not compel the bogus butter factories to
shut down, because it is a legitimate
business, as such things go under the law,
and the proof that oleo is Itself a men-
ace to the public health has not yet been
produced. In view of tKe fact that all
of the power and skill of the agricul-
tural department are directed against
bogus butter, the absence of such prool
is significant. It is presumptive evidence
that the product is not a menace to con.
sumers.

But it does not follow that the people
are anxious to^buy and consume oleo in
preference to the product of the dairy.
In fact, the Globe does not believe
they are even willing to do so. They
buy it thinking they are getting real
butter, and this constitutes a fraud re-
gardless of whether th,a imitat'^>n of cow
butter Is so exact as to deceive the
taste. The makers of oleo are emphatic
in their belief that the people would
rather eat their product, at a saving of
several cents a pound, than real butter,
and, as before stated, they also claim
equal purity with the product of the
dairy, la the face of tills it Is strange
they show so little disposition to label
their goods in such a way that the per-
son who actually eats it will know what
he is eating, but it is a great deal
stranger that the officers of the law and
dairy interests generally do not rest their
case entirely on such labeling and let
impossible prosecution go. Perhaps the
makers of bogus butter believe what
they say in behalf of It, and perhaps
they would be willing to submit their
case to the consumer on the label test
if there were not a question of profit in-
volved. It is doubtless true that bogus
butter when sold as "choice dairy" is
slightly lower in price than the genuine,
but it is also true that it would be much
cheaper if sold for what it is. Even witn
the public a willing purchaser of the
product plainly labeled, a sacrifice "of 2
or 3 cents a pound would hardly be wel-
come to the makers, and for this reason
alone they may be expected to evade the
label requirement wherever it exists and
to dodge the question of labeling in dis-
cussion elsewhere.

It is apparent that public prosecutors
have been promoting the desires of the
oleo manufacturers by allowing such
evasion to go on while they chase the
impossible object of confiscating private
property and suppressing legitimate busi-
ness. Strip the subject of the superfluous
and the impracticable and let the same
effort be directed toward thorough and
honest labeling. This would place square-
ly before the people the question which
they prefer, cow butter or the imitation.
The Globe thinks the cow would win
out, and the winning could be accom-
plished in a small fraction of the time
It would require under the methods now
pursued in prosecuting oieo makers.

THE ELBE RIVER TO

HAMBURG

FEATURES IN GERMAN LIFE

Enduring Nature of Man's Work
and Beautiful Regard for Homes

—No War Excitement
Visible Anywhere,

Special correspondence St Paul Globe.
BERLIN, July 11.—The sea voyage

wan a long one and from Cherbourg to
Cook's Haven, a rather trying one. In
the first place three-fourths of the pas-
sengers landed at Cherbourg, and as the
gayest and Jolllest were among them
the ship seemed wonderfully quiet after
they were gone. It Is true that from
Cherbourg to Dover the voyage was
charming. The channel was smooth,
and the great number of vessels that
we passed constantly attracted our at-
tention. We passed Dover late In the
afternoon and were fairly In the North
sea before we retired. When we awoke
we found it raining and throughout the
day there were mist, fog, rain and wind.
A number suffered from sea sickness,
and there were loud murmurs of dissat-
isfaction with the ship, Its arrangement,
cooking, service, etc., all, however, ow-
ing to mal de mere.

We made the Journey from the mouth
of the Elbe to Hamburg on a tender,
and as the day was singularly clear and
bright we found thousands of objects to
interest us, after our long absence from
land. The surface of the Elbe shone
like a mirror, and we passed hundreds "of
vessels, some going out to sea, and
others returning to Hamburg, Along the
river, as we neared the city were many
bathing resorts, and some good towns.
Everything was charmingly picturesque
to Americans. The splendid homes of

the wealthy on the hillsides were archi-
tecturally attractive, and the grounds
were so arranged and cared for that It
was apparent that the residents were in
the full enjoyment of all that money
could procure. Hamburg was reached at

noon, and having successfully passed the
custom house we dined at the Victoria
and shortly started for Berlin, which we
reached on yesterday afternoon. The
weather is perfect and the* trains are
made so comfortable that we had noth-
ing to do but to enjoy the scenery about
us. Everywhere were evidences of Ger-
man thrift and comfort and the fields
seemed te yield a good harvest.

This land is intensely interesting to
every American. It may be that a far
away feeling of kinship had something
to do with it. but we felt as if we were
in a land where people thought, acted,
believed, and in general took the view of
life, in common with us. The Americanpassengers familiarly greeted all as wo
passed and in return received a salute
or a cheery «alutation. There was good
will manifested by every one. Unlike
American cities Eerlin offers many at-
tractions in the immediate neighbor-
hood of its central railway station. It
is but a short distance to the column of
victory, the houses of parliament, Brand-enberg Gate, and above all, the Thler-
garten and the Zoological garden. Onour way to our hotel we were driven
along one of the boulevards bordering*
this splendid park, unexcelled by any that
we have ever visited. We have now
driven through all its thorough fares;
have seen all the animals in the Zoologi-
cal garden; have heard the great mili-tary bands play in the latter, delighting
thousands of visitors; have seen hundredsof children playing in the tand provided
for them; have looked upon the statuary
and so far as we could have comprehend-
ed and appreciated this magnizcent feat-
ure of a great and beautiful city, but we
feel that we cannot adequately describe
it. Many of your readers have seen theseplaces and they can understand my em-
barrassment.

Two things in German life impress themost indifferent observer and profoundly
affect the student of sociology. The firstis the massive and enduring nature ofall the works of man. The houses, pub-
lic works, indeed all improvements ap-
pear to be built for all time. There isno intimation that the condition of affairsin state, church, society or the homewill change. No expedients are resort-
ed to, and the clear meaning of it all is"this is our land, for us. and for ourchildren forever." The magnificent archi-
tecture of Berlin is utterly unlike the
sky-scraping kind now in vogue in Amer-
ica, and will remain intact when the
seamed and cracked walls of Chicago's
Masonic Temple have fallen into ruins.Jts like the character of the peoplesturdy, sensible, enduring.

The second noticeable trait in Germannations is the beautiful regard for thehome, everywhere expressed. The hum-blest cottage is wonderfully neat, andwhile it is possible that squalor and filthexist somewhere the traveler does not se«it. When I think of the disregard of ap-pearances in America, how farm housesare allowed to tumble down, and farmpremises to be encumbered with weedsand dirt, I can but wish that we couldemulate the people of this country Thissame feeling i 3 expressed far
'

morestrongly in their relations among theseveral members of the household Thepeople work hard, and have not voca-
tions as in America, but they find intheir love for children and for parents,brothers and sisters the highest possible
form of enjoyment. There is no foolishsentiment, no excessive manifestationbut kindness, gentleness, above all <-in'cere affection characterize the conduct ofall members of the household I amwriting of what I have heretofore seenin Germany rather than what I now seealthough this strongly confirms my
previous experience. The love of father-land and the love of home form largelythe character, and control the life of the
CTerman.. And so long as these dominatethe nature of the people the empire issafe A nation whose people are with-

Speaking of strength and power in Ger-man affairs reminds me of the matchlessgroup of statuary commemorating theh ranco-German war placed directly infront of the emperor's palace. "The oldemperor" is mounted upon horseback,

and is a heroic figure. About the* baseare four mighty lions that attract andhold the interest of the observer Theone on the right and at the back of theemperor is tranquilly sleeping the nextone Is rousing out of his slumber with awild roar, as if he had been disturbedby some unwarranted interference the
nature of which he did not fully compre-
hend; the third has discovered the full
extent of the danger, and with frenzy
ferocity and unrestrained anger fn every
muscle and feature, is uttering an awfulroar of hate and vengeance: while the
fourth lion is making the terrible leap
The group is grandly suggestive of thespirit of that war and of the nature of
the people. Any French official desiring
"to avenge the wrongs of 1S71" should
look upon this group before arousing themighty beast now slumbering so quietly.

There is no war excitement here. I
know no more of Chinese affairs that I
did when I left New York, and the daily
paper is not seen in the hands of any
one except occasionally. The Germans
are quite as well informed as are our
own people, but you never see them en-
cumbered with immense issues of the
daily paper (consisting of seventy-live
or more sheets'). Nor do you find men
reading as they walk, or while attend-
ing to business, or eating dinner. News-
boys do not go about "crying out" ex-
tras every hour or two; nor do they race
and clamor for purchasers at any hour
of the day. Everything is managed
ouietly and with much dignity.
I have spoken of these, well known

traits, not because I have fancied that
your readers were ignorant of them, but

because It Is well to remind our rest-
less, feverjsh people that only in repose
are there rest, prosperity, happiness,

and that the Immense waste of energy
and of good living and good feeling that
Americans constantly Indulge can be
overcome only by a return to lines of
primitive conduct such as are followed
here. If, indeed, they be primiitive.
