WHITE BEAB, YACHT NOT IN IT

Tbe Challenger Regarded ns a Dis-
appointment on the Showing

Made on Lake St. Louis

• Yetterday.

MONTREAL, Quebec, Aug. 3.—(Spe-
cial.)—The first of the international yacht
races to decide the possession of the Sea-
wanhaka cup for small yachts took place
today on Lake St. Louis between the Red
Coat,owned by Commodore Molson, of the
Royal St. Lawrence Yacht club, the pres-
ent possessor of the cup, and the Minne-
sota, owned by the White Bear Club of
St. Paul, Minn. The first race resulted
in an easy victory for the Canadian de-
fender, which completely outsailed the
American challenger, and finished with a
lead of C minutes 21 seconds. Duggan,
the Canadian skipper and designer, who
has been so successful in all the races
for the trophy, has again succeeded in
designing a craft which combines speed
with strength and steadiness.

This year's American challanger, so far
as today's race is concerned, is rather a
disappointment Her supporters claim
that she would do her best work in light
weather, but in a fair breeze and a light
sea today she was clearly outsailed by
Duggan's boat. In windward work the
challenger proved altogether inferior to
the defender, pointed better and made
her greatest gains in windward work. The
Canadian skipper, who had the advantage
of being on his own course, again show-
ed his fine sailing ciualitles, and seemed
to handle his boat much better than the
skipper of the Minnesota.

Today's race was over a tilang-ular
course of four miles, sailed three timesover, making a course of twelve miles,
each le° being a mile and a third. The
first leg was a beat to windward and the
two other legs broad reaches. There wasa fair southwest bieeze with a light sea,
and the weather conditions held fairly
steady during the whole race. The boatswere towed up to the starting buoy
about 1 o'clock, and no time was lost
in getting them off. Capt. Duggan man-aged the Red Coat, Reuth, Angus, and
Sherwood as crew. Capt. Griggs directed
the challenger, having as crew Bunn,
Douglas and Warm, of the White Bear
club.

The preparatory whistle was blown at
1:0-0 and the starting whistle at 1:30. Bothboats carried a balloon jibIn addition to
the main sheet. Duggan secured an ad-vantage in Jockeying for position, and, as
the starting whistle was blown, he
brought the Red Coat to leeward across
the starting line about two lengths ahead
of the challenger, and proceeded by a
series of tacks to make for the firstmark. The Red Coat held up to the
breeze much better than the challenger
and increasing her lead, rounding themark at 1:48:48, the Minnesota following
forty-two seconds later, 1:49:30. Out the
other two legs the Red Coat continued to
increase her lead surprisingly, and com-pleted the first round 1 minute 1C seconds
ahead of the challenger, the Red Coatturning the mark at 2:02:30 and the Min-
ntsota at 2:03:40. p-rom this out the racewas easily the Red Coat's, which was
never in trouble, ond kept on Increasing

ANARCHISTS

BRESCI WAS ONE OF THEM

They Read a Letter From Count
MalateMta, Who Appeared to

Be the Manter Mind—
A Denial.

NEW YORK, Aug. 3.—Tonight in a sa-
loon in Straight street an Italian, Whose
name does not appear to be known to
the proprietor of the place, although It
may be that he will not disclose it, sad
he knew of a meeting held in the city
early in May which he intended to inform
the authorities of. The story he to!d
was:

"The group of existence held a meeting
about the Ist of May, and after the oth-
ers had left the leaders held a long se-
cret session. These present were Bresci,
t.>uinlaveli, Graisoni and Alphjnso Blanl-
dies Esteve and Widnar, the editor of
the paper issued by the group, and ono
or two others, whom I may not reveal
or may, as circumstances may occur.
These men talk over a trip which Bread,
Quinlavelli and Graisoni wore to take.
The meeting was held to read a letter
from Count Malat^sta. There were alno
letters from Genoa and Paris. Quinlaveli
left Paterson's after the meeting, which
ended early in the morning. Bresci also
l-<*ft, but came back on May 12 and col-
lected his money at the silk mill. Mala-
testa is the man who led in all these
things. He is a great mind. The others
are weak.

'•When he left Patterson he left with
Widemar and Esteve, neither of whom
are Italians, in charge, and they have
kept up the flame all the time and in-
duced the Italians to keep alive the fiery
teachings of Malesta. I know this well,
and have a reason to tell. I ha,te Esteve,
and would like to see him suffer."

When Widemar and Esteve were told of
this boast of an Italian they seemed wor-
ried and surprised Th«-y talked together
in Italian, and then Esteve said the that
the whole tale was false. He said nei-
ther he nor Widemar knew Bresci was
going to Italy. They had never talked
with Bresci about murder. They had
talked with him many times how t;
spread the teachings of anarchy through-
out the United States
Esteve said tonight:

He must to
tell such a tale. It may be some per-
sonal enemy of mine. He may be a So-
cialist. Last winter Dr. Romandiod Cas-
sito, the Italian Socialist leader and mem-
ber of the Italian chamber of deputies,
was here and there were debates. I took
part In them and I always bested tihe So-
cialists who spoke against me. Some
of these men whom I beat may hate me
and take this way of worrying me. I
shall stay and so will Widemar to meetany accusations. The police need not
watch us. We will be here if they
should ever want us. We fear not."

Widemar said there must be a mistake
in the information that his brother had
been arrested In Europe in connection
with the killing of King Humbert. He
was employed by the Austrian govern-
ment and was not an Anarchist.

Michael Aretti, a silk dyer's helper,
thirty years of age. had his head split
open today by Pietro Marcelli, forty
years of age, an avowed anarchist,
Aretti loudly condemned the Anarchists,
said he hoped Bresci would be tortured
as well as killed and lauded King Hum-
bert as a great man and a good execu-
tive.

Marcelli rushed up»n him with a club,
and though Aretti tried to save himself
Marcelli hit him on the head with the
weapon and laid open the skull.
