CUALIFICATION OF TEACHERS.

Stipt. Lmls Rnlea on Three tttics-
tlon* HuNi-d.

State Superintendent of Public instruc-
tion J. H. Lewis yesterday transmitted
a letter to Prof. Ktehle, of the state uni-
versity, setting forth the qualifications of
applicants for shite certificates. The let-
tei will be of Interest to educators gen-
erally throughout the state. Prof. Kieble
asked:

W+ini normal school work shall be ac-
credited without further examination?

Shall high school work be accredited
when iresented by such graduates of
normal schools, advanced course?

Shall any candidate be accredited work
completed in the university, here or else-
where?

Supt. Lewis replies:
"I will answer ihe first two Questions

at the same time. Normal school gradu-
ates shall be credited with all work done
at the normal school in the several sub-jects pursued, provided that the time
given for the completion of the work
equals to or exceeds the time given for
the completion of the-work in the hitch
school, viz: Each of the sciences, one
year or more; plain <r solid geometry, a
year and a half; general history, two
years-; English literature, two years or
more. The normal school graduate from
the advanced course is exempt from ( x-
aminations In all subjects pursued In the
normal schools and not pursued in thehigh schools. Such, for example, as the-
ory and art of teaching, history, educa-tion, school law, school economy andpsychology. The normal granule must
take the examintloh in all other subjects
specilied in the law for professional cer-
tificates upon examination, except boolc-keeping, plain trlgnometry, logic, moralphilosophy, political economy and rhet-
oric. In answer to the third question,
permit me to say, that the law does notauthorize acceptance of college standings
in subjects in lieu of examination."

No more wolf bounties will be paid by
the state auditor until the next session of
the legislature. Applications for rewards

amounting to over twice the amount of the
appropriation that became avaiable the
first of the month are now on file In the
auditor's ullice. In the past the annual
appropriation of 16,000 has been adequate
to pay all, or nearly all, applications.
This year, however, one county alone
make? application for nearly one-half the
appropriation. State Auditor Dunn has
his suspicions of the large number of ap-
plications this year, and he believes that
he detects mi Ethiopian in the fuel pile.
At any rate Mr. Dunn can only pay half
the claims, and he coukl nut make a dis-
tribuilon Impartially, and instead he will

hold all applications, ami if the legislature
Bets aside enough to pay all claims hi' will
audit vouchers for the amounts due every
county.

In Lyon county 1,061 wolves were killed
witbin a few months. That is, applica-
tions for that number of rewards have
come In within a fortnight, and as nine-
tenths of the wolves were cubs Mr. Dunn
is inclined to regard with suspicion the
large number of applications coming from
that county. Lyon county has nbi bi-eu
noted for Its wolf-producing qualities,
and il may be that C'apt. AVhltney has
added a wolf ranch to his newspaper of-
fice. Lyon county applies for $2,412.76 of
the $5.(»H» appropriation as rewards for
1,081 wolf scalps returned to the county
auditor.

Polk county is also suspected of having
a "wolfery" somewhere within its con-
flne.fi, as returns made to the state auditor
claim reward for the destruction of 611
wolves, for which it asks In return
$1,616.33 In bounty from the state. Coun-
ties where real, wild wolves are most
prevalent, such as St. Louis, I^ike, <'ook
and Beltinml counties, but few rewards
arc asked for. In the case of the two last
named no applications were made.

Last year's w<>lf bounty appropriation
was exhausted sometime during t.h*
spring, and the applications now on file
are the accumulation of several months.
Applications have Ix-en held pending
August, when the new appropriation be-
lamt available. Since snow left the
ground ::.m>.", wolves have been killed In
Minnesota, and the total amount In re-
wards claimed is $11,241.35, over twice as
much as the current appropriation.
