GREAT MILITARY ACTIVITY

Preparations on Foot for Sending
Large Bodiem of Troops to Chi-
na—Sousn and Astor at
Ierlin.

BERLIN, Aug. 4—Emperor Willlam
this week has been unusually talkatlve,
especially during the embarkation of the
China troops, besides delivering a parting
sermon to a large body of troops on
board ship, promising, from a passage in
the second book of Moses, about the
struggle between the Israelites and the
Amalekites, that go long as the troops
and those remaining at home prayed hard
for success against the Chinese, victory
would be thelrs. The emperor also yes-
terday evening addressed a number of
Lloyd workmen. The ILokal Anzeiger
states that the emperor decorated them
personally, aided by hig officers, attaching
medals to the workmen’s breasts, thank-
ing them and saying that by faithfully
remaining at their posts, in spite of the
strike of their fellow workers, the time-
ly embarkation of troops had been made
possible, Next the emperor condemned
strikers and those respongible for lock-
outs In Hamburg and elsewhere, for
leaving the Fatherland in the lurch in
such critical times.

lfc mind, and, as the advance against
Pekin has now begun, another period of
anxiety is the result. So skeptical 1s
French officialdom regarding the Chinese
assurances that nothing short of the
actual production of M. Pichon, the
French minister to China, whose name
has not been mentioned or referred to in
amr the dispatches from the ministers
of the powers or the Chinese, will be sat-
isfactory, and the perlod covering the
next ten days will be an anxfous one.

People of the Italian nation would
have been moved to affection had they
been able to witnessg the evidences of
true grief which was shown here on the
announcement of the death of King
JIumbert. When the news was confirmed
everywhere could be heard expressions
of regret at the fate of ‘the king, who
had done more to bring about feelings
of friendship between the two counttries
than years of diplomacy.

Humbert had always been the friend
of France, especially under the Crispi
regime, when the feeling in Italy was
one of bitterness. Since tken Humbert's
manly principles have brought him closer
to the hearts of the French people until
he was recognized in recent years as one
of France's friends. So much was this
the case that the news of his death
brought fears of possible. rupture of
good relations between the two nations
by the accession of the new king. Count
Tournelli, the Italian ambassador here,
does not share in this feeling of inse-
curity, saying:

“The relations of France and Ttaly
have not ceased to be excellent and they
will continue so. The new king has not
the sentiments which some journals at-
tribute to him. He has great esteem for
the great sister Latin nation.”

CAUGHT AUTOMOBILE FEVER.
The shah of Persia would have been

the rec'pient of a most extravagant se-
ries "of fetes had not the death of King

Humbert - placed official France in
mourning. Breakfasts, dinners, recep-
tions and special performances at the

opera and theaters had been arranged for
his benefit, filling the hours, days and
nights of his stay. All these have been
abandoned, but the shah has found an
amusement which deeply interests him.
The court of the palace is sufficiently
lJarge to permit of the operation of an
automobile, and one of these vehicles has
become his toy. He has investigated ev-
ery part of the machine and has had an
agent instructing him in the method of
steering. The shah has also investigateq
the telephone, and has finally become a
vistim of the cimeteograph, devoting
nearly all of one morning to a series of
photographs. He is a man of mosgt ami-
able disposition and most easy of ap-
proach, The calm with which he passed
through the attack upon him by Salson
endeared himself to the Parisians, and
he has since been the recipient of ova-
tion§ Wwherever he goes.

The more grave happenings of the week
have diverted public attenton from the
South African war to the success of
French arms in :

The killing of Rabah and the dlspersal
of his army is a feat which means the
supremacy of France in the Lake Tchad

Indignation against the Chinese is still as
strong as ever. In official circies here it
is stated that there is a strong divergence
on the subject of the policy regarding
China between the emperor and the min-
ister of forelgn affairs, Count von Buelow,
the latter being aware Germany’'s aims
at obtaining suitable satisfaction in China
are scriously hampered by the emperor's
impuisive utterances. It is further stated
that hot words have already passed be-
tween the emperor and Count von Buelow
on that subject.

The Associated Press correspondent here
undersiand that before an advance upon
Pekin was definitely decided upon the
powers concluded hereafter they would
not consider the Chinese *“‘third hand ad-
vices,” but it has now been shown that
the Chinese government is not willing
to allow the legations to freely communi-
cate with their home governments. The
conclusion was also reached unanimously
by the powers that I.i Hung Chang was
playing false, his main object being to
retard or frustrate the advance on Pekin
by }'urlous ruses of which Chinese state-
craft is always a master,

Indications increase that Germany is
preparing another large body of tx:oops
for China. The latest news on this point
has been given by the Frankfurt Zei-
tung, saying that, despite the absence of
official admission of the fact, it is certain
that three other large steamers of the
North German Lloyd line have been char-
tered for September, and that in the cab-
ipet an order is pending for the forma-
tion of a corps of 10,000 men. Opposition
papers criticise this because the reichstag
has not been asked to sanction the step
and point out that another heavy arm‘:
increase will be asked at the fall session
of the relchstag for the organization of
a colonial reserve army.

such meager information, and the only
possible theory is that China had either
emasculated the dispatches or invented
them outright.. On the other hand, the
German foreign office vouches’the au-
thenticity of Secretary von Buelow's mes-
sage from Pekin, since a councillor who
knows the secretary's handwriting cabled
the letter from von Buelow. The foreign
office also believes the ministers are still
alive.

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CALLED BY THE DEFENSE IN THE
TRIAL AT GEORGE-
TOWN

GOOD EVIDENCE ADDUCED

Reuben Miller Positively Contra-
dicts Testimony of Prosecation
as to Where Shot Was
Fired From.

GEORGETOWN, Ky., Aug. 4.—The
cross-examination of Adjt. Gen. Collier,
of the Taylor administration, and the

direct and cross-examination of Reuben
Miller, chief clerk for the defendant,
while he acted as secretary of state,
were the features of the Powers con-
spiracy trial today. Miller had been
brought back from Indiana by the de-
fense, and he proved a good witness for
their side. It was his opinion that the
shot which resulted in the death of Gov.
Goebel was fired, as were those which
followed it, outside of the executive build-
ing. He was the person closest to the
private office of Powers, and he said the
shot*did not come from that room. He
located the shot where Goebel fell about
fourteen feet away from the spot fixed
by the prosecution, and stated that the
militia did not appear on the scene for
thirty minutes. He also stated that Pow-
ers was not In his office during the Taf-
ternoon of Jan. 25, the day on which the
mountaipr petitioners arrived at the state
capital, and at which time witness
Noakes, of the prosecution, charged him
with making several statements of a
threatening nature and of conferring
with Youtsey, Culton, and others of the
alleged conspirators. Ben Rowe, colored
porter of the executive office, also
brought back from Indiana by the de-
fense, also corroborated the statements
of Millet about movements of persons
in the public office of the secretary of
state at the tlme of the shooting. Mi]-
ler quotea Gov. Taylor as saying, as he
ran from his private office into the room
on hearing the shots: *“What is the
matter?”’ and on being told a man was
shot, said: *This is horrible.” In cross-
examining Gen. Collier, the prosecution
was allowed much latitude, the court,
however, admonishing the jury that
statements containing incidents which
occurred after the shooting should be
considered only to show the interest of
the witness who was placed on the stand
by the defense.

The prosecution brought out that Col-
lier, by order of Gov, Taylor, kept clvil
officers from entering the capital grounds
for several days after the firing of the
fatal shot. He also testified that by
Gov. Taylor's orders he prevented the
general assembly from meeting at any
point in the city of Frankfort for several
days after the Tay¥lor proclamation ad-
journing it to London.

Adjt. Gen. Collier, whose dlrect exami-
nation in the Powerg trial was concluded
at the adjournment of court yesterday
afternoon, was placed on the witness
stand for cross-examination.

Witness told of keeping soldiers at the
state arsenal at Frankfort, prior to the
shooting, but could not remember wheth-
er he had brought any arms into the state
capitol grounds. He admitted having re-
fused to allow civil officers to go Into the
executive building to execute the writ of
habeag corpus, saying that he had orders
from Gov. Taylor to do so.

Over the objection of the defense Judge
Cantri]l allowed the prosecution to show
by the witness that on two occasions
prior to Jan. 30, that is, on the day of
the Colson-Scott duel, and on the arrival
of 1,200 mountain petitioners, the feeling
at Frankfort was intense, but no soldiers
were then called to preserve peace.

Witness said that he never before the
shooting heard any one say that the
best way to settle the contest was to Kkill
Goebel.  Witness told of preventing by
military force the assembling of the legis-
lature -in the city of Frankfort on the
day. following the shooting. After an ob-
jection by the defense had been over-
ruled, witness stated he went to the pro-
Jpuietor of the Capital hotel and told him
he would close his hotel if he permitted
the assembly to meet there.

Gen. Coliier left the stand after two
hours, and Rev. C. T. Cody, of George-
town, was called. He testified to meeting
Wharton Golden about March 21 at the
home of Witness John Stamper, and of
Golden saying that he had made a con-
fession only for his own protection. On’
cross-examlnation, prosecution brought
out that the witness had displayved much
Interest in the case on the side of the de-
fense, working in conjunction with the
attorney for that side.

Reuben N. Miller, of Breckinridge
county, but later of Indianapolis, was
next placed on the stand. He stated that
he was in the general reception room of
the secretary of state, next to the office
of thc defendant when Goebel was shot.
He heard rifle shots. The firat, he said,
seemed to come from the outside of the
executive building. Gov. Taylor came
from his private office into the room, and
inquired what was transpiring outside.
At this juncture the court adjourned.

SIGNIFICANT BUTTONS,

In China One of Coral Usually Indl-
cates a Peculator.

Practically every Chinese government
civil servant is a mandarin, and there
are thousands of them scattered about
the Celestial empire whose officiul galaries
do not exceed one pound per month, savs
the New York Press.

These are of the lowest, or ninth, clasg
of mandarins, who bave just passed their
first examination. They usually are
petty officials in one of the custom houses,

Before the sixth division can be enter-
ed another examination has to be passed.
A little knowiedge and a great deal of
bribery having been successful in getting
him through this, the mandarin becomes
a person of some importance, a sort of
distifct magistrate, probably, and his but-
ton is of pure white quartz. In this ca-
pacity he can supplement his income
gloriously by substantial presents from
both plaintiffs and defendants alike, and
in a few years has probably extorted
enough from unhkappy litigants to join
the ranks of the fifth class and wear a
transparent crystal button on his cap.
Yet anothker grade, by the same means,
he may advance in due course, and upon
attaining to the dignity of a fourth-
class marndarin a turquoise button is sub-
stituted for the ciystal one.

Here It is that manyv Chinese stop in
their upward career, for before another
step in advance may be made another ex-
amination has to be. ‘''passed,”” and this
is a terribly expensive process. Should
the resources of the mandarin, however,
pwove equal to the occasion, he proudly
enters the third class, and his button,
though still blue, 1s transparent like
amethyst.

By diplomacy, bribery and cunning the
second clasg is open to him then, and
with a carved red coral button upon his
ecap he proudly governs one of -China’'s
great cities.

He can go no higher then, save by ob-
taining the gooa will of the emperor or
the empress. The mandarinshiff of the
first class is the direct gift of the reign-
ing monarch, and carries with it a red
coral button, plain and smooth instead
of being carved, as in the second class.

There is a titie, '‘Kung,” which {s very
rarely bestowed, and which iz practically
equal to a dukedom. Instead of descend-
ing from father to son, however, it goes
back to his ancestors, all of whom are
ennobled en bloc.

The examinations referred to In this ar-
ticle are usually held in large halls. The
examination hall, or Koong Yuin, as it
is called, at Canton, contains 7,500 cells.
Fach cell measures 4 feet by 3, and fis
high enough to stand up in. The fuini-
ture consists of two boards, one to sit on
and the other for writing at.

The cells are arranged around a num-
ber of open courts, so that the gsoldiers
who guard the place can look in and see
that no student communicates with &n-
‘other. The characteig on the cells indl-
cate each student's particular place,

All the successes of
Great Britain are due to the unlque ad-
vantage of her geograpnical position, to
bruta: force and timely luck intervening
in the shape of an unexpected combina-
tion of events, to malntain her threat-
ened fortunes, none to foresight, sagacity
