CHICAGO. Aug. 7.—Today's grain mar-
kets were again largely influenced by
weather conditions here and abroad.

GRAIN SHIPPERS MEET.
Southern Wheat Growers Arrmininjj
for Export Shipments to Europe,
KANSAS CITY, Mo., Aug. 7.-Repre-

sentatives of Gulf grain shippers arrived
here "today and began preliminary ar-
rangements for the shipment to Europe
through Southern ports of Kansas, Okla-
homa and Indian Territory wheat. A
committee from the boards of trade of
New Orleans and Galveston, accompani-
ed by the state grain inspectors of Louis-
iana and Texas, made up the party,
which later conferred with grain inspect-
ors of Missouri and Kansas. The con-
ference will adopt a standard of grad-
ing the new wheat, and the movement
will begin as soon as the classification
has been decided upon.

George S. Stratton, of New Orleans and
Hamburg, a member of the party, said:
"The crop of Kansas, Oklahoma and
Indian Territory is particularly heavy
this year, and the quality of the wheat
is particularly fine. The crop in other
sections of the country is poor, and ex-
porters are anxious to get hold of the
Kansas crop. This demand will make a
good price. It will create an immense
amount of business in Kansas City, as
well as in the Southern ports, and the
result will De of great benefit to both."

PORTO RJCANS ARE ALIENS.
Within Meaning: of Naturalization
IdLira They Are Still Foreigners.

SPRINGFIELD, 111., Aug. 7.—Judge B.
D. Munroe, first assistant attorney gen-
eral today issued an opinion in answer to
an inquiry by J. M. Chamberlain Jr.,
editor of the Lebanon Header,, who .afcXs
whether Miguel Panellas, a nat've Porto
Rican, who has resided in Leban one
year, has a right to vote.

Judge Munroe holds that Panellas is not
entitled to vote; that, inasmuch as the
treaty of peace with Spain provided that
the question of the civil and political
rights of Porto Ricans who did not be-
come citizens of Spain within a year shall
be left to congress to determine, and
congress not having taken action upon
the matter, the Porto Ricans are still
aliens in the true sense of the word, and
that they are still regarded as foreigners
within the meaning of our naturalization
laws.

DETAINED AS PAUPERS.
Canadian Authorities Refuse to Al-

low Degtltnte Rouniunlans to Land.
MONTREAL, Aug. 7.—Three hundren

and eighty Roumanians, who arrived here
from Liverpool on the steamship Lake
Champlain some days ago, are detained
in the steerage quarters of the steamer
owing to the opposition of the dominion
government to their landing unless qual-
ified in the matter of money or property.

The Baron de Hirsch institute will give
a guarantee that they will not become a
charge upon the public if they are per-
mitted to send at least some of the peo-
ple west, where they have created homes
and settlements for such people of their
faith. This the government objects to.
