NEW YORK, Aug. S.-Lovers of fight-
ing can feel assured that the principals
in luklay night's fight, Fitzsimmons and
UuJUln. will enter the ring in the bestpossible condition. Both men have beentraining faithfully for the last threo
weeks, and look fit to clash for the big
purse.

Ruhlln's system of training is not assevere as his opponent's. In fact, the
Akron man confines himself to Hgßl
road woA and an occasional few rounds
with his sparring partner. Ruhlin ac-
cording to Billy Madden, his manager,
does not believe in m,uch boxing while
training. He claims a man doesn't have
to learn to fight during his preliminary-
work. He is supposed to be able to
do that before a club will match him,
His main idea ia to strengthen bis wind.
That, he declares, is all that is neces-
sary.

Of course Ruhlin thinks he will de-
feat Fitzsimmons. "If I didn't think
so," he said today, when Been at histraining quarters at Bath Beach, "I
would never have allowed Madden to
make the match, i do not take much
stock in Fitzsimmona Injured arm. I
think he merely is planning an excuse
should he be defeated. Again, ha may betrying to influence the betters. I hope
the former champion is In good shape
Friday night, as I want no doubtful hon-ors. I want to prove conclusively that
I can defeat him."

When asked if he thought he would
knock Fltzsiinmona out, he replied:
"Why, certainly. I intend to land apunch that will end the right inside of
ten rounds. I know all about Fltzsirn-
mons' great hitting power, but I am.
sure he will not land an effective blow
on me throughout the fight."

Fitzslmmons worked Just as hard to-day as he did during his first week oftraining. The lanky Australian is one of
the hardest workers While in training
of any man In the ring, and never lets
up In his training until the day helights. He claims his injured arm isas well as it ever was, and he said:
"That's the arm that'B going to sendIn tho final blow."

Many experts visited Fitzslmmons at
his quarters In Bergen Beach, and allagreed he was in fine fettle. The chancesare he will enter the ring a favorite,
despite the fact that Ruhlin gained
such a decisive victory over Sharkey.
All remember the fight Fitzslmmons had
•with the sailor in San Francisco someyears ago, when lie was virtually rob-
bed of the fight. Again, the knowing
ones figure on the way Fltzslmmons
knocked out Peter Maher. Ruhlin also
defeated the Irishman, but not as

quickly as did Fltzslmmons.
Corbett put In another hard day's

work at Bath Beach today. The crowd
around his gymnasium was not as large
as on Sunday. Corbett likes quietness
while in training, as was shown Sunday,
when some of his friends, who witnessed
the easy manner in which he landed on
Pardello, started a laugh.

LONDON. Aug. S—The allotment of £5.-
--000,000 of the war loan to the
United States is received in high-
er financial circles as a good
thing for London In the present
position of the banks. The brokers and
small Investors severely, almost passion-
ately criticise the chancellor of the ex-
chequer. Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, for pri-
vately arranging: for half of the so-called
public loan, and allowing the Investment
"plum" to go out of the country. The
Bank of England advised Sir Michael to
accept the American offer, which was
made early last week through J. P. Mor-
gan & Co. and the Barings, the joint tak-
ers, pointing out that this was an easy
and natural way to bring in gold and savo
the exports to the United States in Octo-
ber. Otherwise the bank rate might have
to be raised to 6 or 6 per cent, and ex-
traordinary measures would have to be
taken to Increase the sold reserve.

The Barings informed the Associated
Press that though the loan was more than
subscribed in New York before the agree-
ment was closed with Sir Michael Hicks-
Beach, it was not twice covered, as it was
expected it would be by the negotiators
here. The Morsrar.3 said the insurance
companies were large subscribers, and
both the Morgans and aaid a
large portion of the millions would come
in gold. Two millon pounds. It Is under-
stood, are already engaged.

The critics of the chancellor of the ex-
chequer point out that the loan was 3.9
per cent; that it was so excellent a thing
that every pound should have been kept
here; that even if the American offer was
accepted, it should have been done dif-
ferently and that to ask for subscriptions
to ten millions when five millions were al-
ready allotted was rather tricky.

Generally, however, there is a feeling
of satisfaction In financial circles over
the easier money prospect.

The Pall Mall Gazette says:
"The loan show 3America will occupy a

new rote in the future—that of lender.
Ere long American operators and invest-ors will interest themselves in the inter-
national group and be a factor to be reck-
oned with."

The Westminster Gazette, under th«
heading "The Treasury's Insult to tha
City; America Financing Our War,"
says:

"Attempts p.re being made to organize
a deputation to protest agalnat the sud-den closing of the applications for thelatest war loan, but It Is doubtful wheth-
er it can get more than the chancellor's
expression of regret, if disappointment
was caused. There is little use of open-
ing the lists at all, seeing that the chan-
cellor had arranged to borrow most of
the money in America. In any case, the
fact might have been made clear in theprospectus, which was a misleading doc-
ument. When an issue is already half
subscribed, even by powerful American
insurance companies, it is usual to state
the fact. The stock exchange commit-
tee may recall this when the quotation
comes to be considered."

This is a most unprecedented
record.

There Is one noticeable improvement in
the weather during the afternoon yes-
terday and that was the decreased hu-
midity of the atmosphere. The excessivehumidity which had prevailed for Beveraldaya is what made the heat bo Intol-
erable.

There did not seem to be any signs of
relief from the terrible- weather un'U to-
ward evening, when heavy clouds alter-

I nated In different directions. Pros-
pects seemed eminent it.s ni«ht grew on
and at about M o'clock the rain that had
been long looked f<ir and anxiously de-
sired came. It ft 11 very copiously forsome little time and then subsided into
a mere April .shower, but It hwd the de-
sired eftcct of reducing tte mercury and
cooling the atmosphere, with good,
grounds for hoping that by morning we
woutdi be found entire iy out of the throea
of the painful heat.

Indications for cooler weather now seem
much n;ore encouraging than they have
at any time since the month began. The
fact that heavy rains have fallen Innearby districts gives some basij Tor thotheory that our relief will be permanent
It is to be hoped that now, since we havebeaten all records, the weather will give
us a vacation and that it will not again
this year visit this part of the globe with
such Intensity of heat.— m
