CONFLICTING STORIES TOLD

Deceaned's Family Allege Foul Play

and $I,OO© Missing—Appaplexy

Attributed by Others as
Cuuxe of Death.

Detectives were at work on the case of
A. H. Hilderbrand, who died yesterday
afternoon at St. Joseph's hospital. Hil-
derbrand was found in a stupefied condi-
tion about 1 o'clock yesterday morning

in a resort at 181 West Third, known as
"Molly Henderson's." Dr. Lando was
called to administer to him, and reported
that he thought he was suffering from a
stroke of apoplexy, and advised his r •-
moval to the hospital, where he died
shortly before noon yesterday.

It is claimed by members of his family

that when he left home in the evening
he had over $1,000, and when found at th<»
Third street resort but $35 was on his
person. His wife is so positive in her
.statement that h-o had a large amount of
money with him that the police placed
much credence in her story, and are push-
ing the investigation vigorously.

Although the symptoms pointed to cer-
ebral hemorrhage, there were other symp-
toms that would establish a reason ior
thinking that he had been foully dealt
with. The peculiar condition of the pupil <
of his eyes, the fever, which was very
high, and the fact that he was never
known to be subject to apoplectic troub-
les, all speak very strongly against th'j

theory that he was stricken with an apo-
plectic fit, and the fact that little of the
money he was supposed to have with him
was found on his person, strengthens the
foul play theory.

People at the resort say that Hilder-
brand came to the place about 9 o'clock,
and they say that he started to leave
about an hour later, and before he reach- {
the door h"1 fell as if seized with a shock j
of some kind.

There wer no marks of violence on Hll-
derbrand's body, and this leaves the foul
play theory to rest solely upon the poi-
son idea. The family of Hilderbrand will
push the Investigation. Hllderbrand was
in the employ of the Omaha road, in this
city, with whom he held a responsible
position in the freight department. He
was sixty years of age. /

TO COMMISSION

Ulscßsse» Methods Whereby Prison-
ers* Industrial Training and Edu-

cation May*Be Oatned— Former
System Wa« Defective.

Prison labor win be carefully Investi-gated and means recommended for the

utlization of the cornet's time at Still-
jwater through a method that will both

I conserve commercial and industrial con-
ditions, aa well as be satisfactory in the
reformation of convicts.

Gov. John Lind yesterday appointed a
commission consisting of Dr. W. W. Fol-
well, of che state university. Senator C.
O. Baldwin, of Ihiluth, and Senator
George Somervillo, of Sleepy Eye, to in-
vestigate the system of prison labor em-
ployed in this state, and report to the
legislature their observations.

Gov. JLind's letter to the members of
the commission appointed best explains
itself, and ia as follows:

Aug. yth, ISUO.—Hon. C. O. Baldwin.
iHUuia. iviinn.—l>ear Sir: As you are
Pfababljr aware, three methods of em-
ploying conv'ct labor have prevailed in
iliid state at different times. For many
years our suuuteri authorized, and it was
the custom of the managers of the state
prison to contract the prison labor at a
stipulated prtce per day. It was under
this legislation and practice tnat Che
'i nresrung Machine Company of Stnl-
water and other concerns had contracts
with the state for the employment of
convicts. Unue this system, probably
had some advantages when the state
was new and its institutions indiffer-
ently organized and equipped, it on the
whole proved very unsatisfactory and
demoralizing both as to the prisoners and
the civilians employed within the prison.
It was certainly not conductive to good
discipline and the reformation of the
convicts, which ought to be one of the

I aims of any method of employing and
| caring for prisoners. This practice has

been discontinued and in lieu of it two
other methods, known as the piece-price
system and production for state account,
are now in vogue.

On the 30th day o£ September, 18 6, the
then prison rmwjagers entered into a eou-
tiai t A-,iii ;«.r. 4. Li. Tarbox, of this city,
for the employment of convicts at Still-
water in the manufacture of shoes under
the piece-price 'jsystgin at the following
rates: For unljned 'shoe.--, 6 cents per
pair; for lined shoes* 10 cents per pair;
for welt shoes,. 12 cents per pair; for
boots. 12 cents per pitir for the hrst three-
yeara of the contract, and an increase of
1 cent per pa if parr during the second
two years, amPof ari additional cent per
pair during the last three years of the
contract. Mr. Tarbox guaranteeing that
the prisoners aetuaP.y employed at labor
for nine and one-third hours per day
should earn not less than 61) cents at the
lower rate of eor.ipejisation and 60 cents
at the higher, this contract to continue
for eight years. Some time subsequent-
ly Mr. Tarbox assumed to assign this
eqntraet to the Union Shoe and leathercompany, a corporation i-n which he was
interested. This assignment the iiri.-sonmanagers refused to agree to or recog-
nize, evidently on the ground that the

j contract was of a nature that made it
unu-asslgnable. However, the board has
permitted the Union Shoe and Leather
company to employ the inmates of the
state prison in varying numbers in the
manufacture of shoes, according to the
terms of the contract, from the time of
the assignment until the financial embar-
rassment of that corporation some
months ago. :

At that time the contract, by action
•of the board, was formally terminated
and for good; and .sufficient reasons, inde-
pendent of the n^n-asslgnabilsty of the

I contract. Subseg\iiiitly the Union Shoe
and Leather "company, in the' course of
adjusting its financial difficulties, sold its
.stock and business interests to the firm
of Jordan Brothers, and these gentlemen
made an application to the board to con-
firm to therri the •assignment of the Tar-
box contract referred to: This the board
refused W dot; hot "at the same time it
assured these gentlemen that without In
any manner assuming to find themselves
or the state a3 to any future policy, with
reference to the employment of the pris-
oners or continuing the Tarbox contract,
they would permit the new firm to em-
ploy a portion of the prison labor in the
manufacture of shoes, aa in the past, un-
til some time as other provision was
made for their employment and training
by legislative action. This .seemed neces-
sary to the board in order that the
management should not be suddenly con-
fronted with a proposition to maintain a
large number of men in idleness, which,
of course, wouti be as subversive of dis-
cipline as It would be inhuman to the
inmates.

It is 'hardly necessary for me to callyour attention to the fact that the em-
ployment of convicts in industrial com-petition with free labor and free produc-
tion Is, as a rule, .no.t only a disturbing
element in trade, but a menace to freeproduction and-to the best interests of
free labor. Thejonly legitimate exception
that Iknow of in this regard is the man-
ufacture of binding twine as now carriedon in the state prison on state account.
This Is an Industry which did not exist
in the Northwest at the time of its adop-
tion in the state prison. Besides, It 18 a
well known fact that the fiber trade was
and is controlled by one of the most
viciousjirusts oppressing the people. Theproduct is one *f prime necessity, which
is lndispensible^to the carrying on of thegreatest Industry of the state, and any
gain resulting therefrom Is distributedamong the people who carry the burden
of society.
I have recited these facts thus fully

to Indicate to you that the way is nowopen for such action"-toy the next legisla-
ture as may seem wise and prudent to
forever remove from the field of "com-petitive industrial production the laboremployed In our penal and reformatory
Institutions, except aa to the matter ofbinding twine, which to my mind does
not seem objectionable on principle, anda continuance of which is demanded to
safe-guard the greatest industry of thestate. Without assuming to indicate at
this time Just how the problem may be
best solved, it may be pardonable forme to suggest certain lines upon whichit may be investigated and studied witha view of arriving at the best solution. In
the states In which the greatest progress
tiaa been mad© in the solution of thisquestion, namely, New York and Mas-
sachusetts, both the contract system and
the piece-price system have been wholly
abandoned, and in lieu thereof the plan
of producing solely for state account has
been adopted, and this is carried on un-der a system designed to divide the time
of the inmaies between productive in-dustry on the one hand, looking towardthe supply of the wants of the state in-
stitutions, and on the other, the indus-
trial training and education of the pris-
oners, to the end that they may be equip-
ped for leading a law-abiding life at theexpiration of their confinement

Our present situation is such that asystem looking to a solution of this ques-
tion on similar lines could well be intro-
duced into the penal and reformatory in-
stitutions in thte state without embar-
rassment and without burden to the tax-
payers. To car¥y out the objects of tho
law, which are punishment, discipline and
reformation, it is essential that all pris-
oners should have employment and be
made to work. With the binding twlr^
industry permanently:established in «ur
state prison, as, I hope, we can accom-
plish this by en>ployiftg all of the prison-
ers who are able to' work In that pro-
ductive industry part of the time, an-3
the incorrigableft and- 1those who, by rea-
son of age or tfor other cause, are not
capable of Industrial training all of the
time, the time ftot employed in product-
ive labor to be t jdevqted to industrial ed-
ucation; and It seems to me that society
Is not doing its fuliTduty to the unfor-
tunates who are capable of reformation
if it does not aSEordrppportunities for in-
dustrial trainirar tosjthose who are ca-
pable of it, so that tfrey may be self-sup-
porting and better equipped for leading
a law-abiding life affcer the expiration of
their eonfinemej«t. Such training- is not
now afforded either in our state prison
or the reformatory at St. Cloud. At the
latter place this question is even morepressing than ct Stillwater. Many of the
Inmates of the reformatory have hereto-
fore been employed in the erection of the
buildings and improvement of the
grounds of that institution. This work
has already progressed to an extent that
makes the future employment, discipline
and training of the inmates of that in-
stitution a vital: Question. To the end
that this whole subject may be carefully
studied, and the facts bearing upon it
collected and analyzed* I have concluded
tn .select a commission, consisting of two
senators and Dr. Folwell. of our stato
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university, to make a special investiga-
tion and report on the subject, to be laid
before the next legist ture for its guid-
ance, and I sincerely hope that you will
act as one of the members representing
the state senate. Ihave requested Sena-
tor Somerville, of Sleepy Eye, to act aa
the other member, and have hopes that
he will serve. The governor's contingent
fund cioes not enable me to offer pay for
the services rendered in this behalf, but
I shall be plad to reimburse your ex-
penses. As to Dr. Folwell, I shall en-
deavor to make compensation for his
time, at least in part.

Hoping that you may see your way
clear to accept, although I realize that
It Involves a sacrifice on your part of
time and labor.

Griggs states tha>t he will not decide on
the matter whether the council must ap-
prove the pay rolls for a lew days, as
lie wishes more lime in which to look
up the question. If he decides that the
council's approval is not necessary the
men will receive their pay at an earlier
date.

SECOND YEAE'S COURSE
IVIIIBe Begun by the St. Paul Col-

lege Of LrßTf.

At a meeting of the faculty of the St.
Paul College of Law, held yesterday aft-
ernoon, one of the subjects discussed was
whether to start the second year's coursa
of instruction this year. As Is customary
with educational institutions, which are
starting, no provision had been made to
put the whole course in full swing at
once, but only to carry on the first year's
work. This was a matter of regret to a
number of those who had been one year
In attendance at the university' and who
were anxious to relieve themselves of the
discomforts and Inconvenience of going
back and forth to Minneapolis as well as
to take advantage of the law school here.
They started a movement to secure ac-
tion which would have them provided for
and commenced the circulation of the fol-
lowing petition and agreement:

"We, the undersigned, being Informed
that it Is the purpose of the St. Paul
College of Law to start running with only
its first year's course in operation, re-»
spectfully request of the faculty thatthey do establish at the same time a sec-
ond year's course, so constructed as to fit
In with the work done by those who have
taken one year at the State University
law school; and we do hereby agree to
take such course during1 the school yeai
1900-1901."

The matter was fully considered at th»
meeting of the faculty, and It was the
sense of that body that this demand com-
ing from just the sort of men for wh ;m
the school had been created, could not ba
denied. It was determined that if fifteen
men signed the demand the second years'
work Bhould be commenced with the
school year and that the instructors
should begin their preparation at once.
Since the meeting the required signatures
have been presented, and it Is definitely
announced that the second years' course
will be given this year.
