RED CROSS FOR CHINA.
Itiui'-ilof Control Favor Cit-nperullon

With .Jnvau Branx-h ff Xet'esnary.

WASHINGTON. Aug. 11.-The board of
control of the National Red Cross asso-
ciation, held a meeting at which Miss
Clara Barton, president of the associa-
tion, presided, a full quorum being pres-
ent. The woik which the association
would probably be called upon to do In
crise of declared war between China and
the nations was discussed. In the event
conditions become such as to justify the
Red Cross in taking up its legitimate
work in China, It is very likely it will
do so in co-operation with the Red Cross
of Japan. The only nations which have
not acceded to the Geneva treaty of the
Red Cross are China and Mexico, so
that should the Red Cross undertake its
work in a war between the nations and
China, It would have to do so so far as
China is concerned, by a special under-
standing with that country. Japan, how-
ever, being a neighbor of China, and the
Red Cross of that nation being one of
the richest and strongest, it is thought
that the American Red Cross associaion
could do better work in co-operation with
the ReJ Cross of Japan than by acting
Independently. Of course it Is not known
yet just what the Red Cross of Japan
would do in answer to eueh a proposi-
tion, but it is hlfrhly probable that ef-
ficient co-operation between the two na-
tional associations could be effected. By
unanimous action of the board, this mat-
ter wa.s placed in the, hands of the pres-
ident ot the association to take such
steps as in her judgment circumstances
might warrant.

Isaac Golden, brother of Wharton Gold-
en, denied that Wharton Golden ever said
that there was "a hundred thousand dol-
lars reward fund afloat, and that he had
got part of It."

Judge Sims, of the defense, attacked the
standing of 'he witness by asking him
how many times he had been indicted.

The witness studied a moment, and said
he guessed he had been Indicted at least
a dozen times. He had been Indicted in
the state courts for carrying concealed
weapons and for shooting and wounding,
and In the federal court for impersonat-
ing an officer.

"What became of these indictments?"
asked the lawyer.

"1 beat them all," said the witness.
J. W. Dougherty, colored, testified that

John Parkins, the colored janitor under
the adjutant general, told him that they
wanted him to swear that he j(Perkins)
carried the orders to the soldiers at the
arsenal after the assassination.

FITZ ORDERED LEMONADES

When Told of Him Sn tapron tat'« Se-
rion* Condition I**' Kxpressed

Sympathy and Promised to
Call and See Him.

NEW YORK, Aug. 11.—"Gus" Ruhlln,
who was knocked out in the sixth round
by Fitzsimmons last night, in the contest
at Madison Square garden, is at the home
of "Billy"Madden, in Brooklyn, recover-
.ing from the terrible punishmenl of the
fight.

For se\-eral hours after he received the
knockout blow, after he had been taken
to a Turkish bath house, Kls condition
was considered so serious that medical
aid was summoned. The defeated man's
friendß were so much alarmed that they
believed he was knocked out for good.
Ruhlln had violent hemorrhages in the
nose and was bleediing from the ear.
When the doctor reached the patient the
latter was unconscious, and only regained
his senses under the influence of powerful
stimulants. A short time after Ruhiin
fell asleep, but the attending physician
thought it best to remain with him tot
several hours.

About 6 o'clock this morning Ruhlln had
sufficiently recovered to be able to leave
the baths, and the doctor accompanied
him, It is supposed, to Maddens home.
Afttr the arrival of the physician at

the bath house this morning, he admin-
istered strychnine to Ruhiin anA applied
ice bags to his head. Water was dashed
into his face and smelling salts were fre-
quently applied between alternate stages
of collapse and revival. After an exami-
nation, the physician declared that there
were no Internal injuries.

The blow which Ruhlia received on the
head when he struck the sfage at the
knockout, together w-th£that on the solar
plexus, and the punlshijrient he had re-
ceived about the bGriX* the doctor de-
clarfd was responsible for his condition.
It was the opinion o? tfie attending phy-
sician that no serious results will follow.

At 4 o'clock the hemorrhage had ceased,
and Ruhlin was resf'iiig "easy.

Fitz meanwhile was resting quietly at
the Hotel Bartholdi, and while Ruhlin
was suffering Bob nias ordering seltzer
lemonade.

At -0 o'clock Ruhlin had sufficiently re-
covered to talk of his condition. He said:

"It was the heat asmueh" as Fitz's body
blows that weakened me. I trained too
hard. 1 was not fit, and the heat and the
punching laid me out. I am as good as
ever."

Fltzsimmons said of the condition of
Ruhlin:

"I am Rwful sorry. Ruhlin is good.
Iknew he was a very sick man when he
left the ring. ' I'll call on him. I can't
tell you how good it makes me feel to

iknow he is out of danger."

ROHLIN IMPROVING SLOWLY.
NEW YORK, Aug. U.—With his face

bruised and discolored, his right eye al-
most closed and his nose flattened out,
"Gus" Ruhlin walked about his training
quarters at Bay Ridge today wondering
how it all happened. The big Ohio fight-
er appeared to be quite weak. In spite
of his appearance. Ruhlin said he felt all
right, and in the sanu< breath expressed
a desire for another bout with Fitzslm-
mons.

Although the Akron giant was well
enough to move about unassisted, it look-
ed for a time early today as if the pun-
ishment inflicted by Fitzsimmons in thc-ir
battle at Madison' Square garden Friday
night wouid result seriously. After leav-
ing the garden Ruhlin was taken to a
Turkish bath establishment. While there
he became unconscious, due to loss of
blood and the extreme heat.

His condition for a time was critical,
and Dr. Lombard, who attended him,
worked hard for several hours before he
Bucceeded in reviving the injured pugilist.

SOME SENSATIONAL. RUMORS.
Ruhlin"s coilapsft Is the bathing estab-

lishmt.it gave rise»to Jflany sensational
rumors. One of thpte .was that Ruhlin
had died as the r^olt. of the injuries
sustained in tho b*ttlft, Although it is
true that Ruhlin waV vjgpy ill for several
hours, his life was nc-^f-r despaired of.
He came around in-,£<%d shape about 7
o'clock ihis morning. «nd left for the
home of his manager. _Billy Madden, at
liayridgo. There he.spent the day ex-
plaining his defeat Several admirers
who calleti.

Barring a slight bruise over the ieft

eye, Fitz looked none the worse Tor the
blows placed on various parts of his an-
atomy by Ruhlin. After the battle ho
went to the Bartholdi hotel, whore he
met his wife. Fitz arose early today hi
good spirits, and remarked to a group of
friends who had called at the notel to
congratulate him on his victory, that he
guessed he had demonstrated that he was
a long way from being a "has been.'

JEFFRIES ISSUES STATEMENT.
James J. Jeffries, champion_ heavy-

weight of the world, today Issued an
open letter in which he says he is anx-
ious to give Fitz and Tom Sharkey each
another chance for the cbajnplonship be-
fore Sept. 1, and states that he proposes
to do it.

31. This proposition is made with the
view of giving Fitz the chance he claims
he wants to recover the championship,
and not to do Sharkey any wrong by
shutting him out of his chance to battle
for the title. If by Tuesday I have re-
ceived no favorable answer from Fitz T

"IfFitz should beat me on Aug 25 I

will waive my match with Sharkey to
him. and ir. this way it can be very pleas-
antly shown who is the champion."

J. C. Kennedy, manager of the Twen-
