Carl Meyer, the two-year-old son of Mr.
and Mrs. Hurry Meyer, of 2205 Third
street south, yesterday secured a bottle
tit medicine conta ning morphine, prescr.b-
td for Mrs. Meyer, swallowed its contents
and died In a few hours after.

Saturday afternoon Mrs. Meyer secured
from her physicians a prescription for a
three-ounce bottle of med-cine which con-
tained two grains of morphine. Yester-
day the little child came to hia mother
nnd told her he had had some "beer" to
drink. As tln-re was no beer in the house
the parents at once surmised that some-
thing was wrong, and an inve3tlgatlon
showed that the child had swallowed the
contents of the medicine bottle. A phy-
Bician was called, but before he arrived
the child was unconscious, and some
hours later he died. Coroner Nelson de-
cided an inquest unnecessary.

AMCXI) GAUXIMIMENTLAW.

Minnesota Business Men ~ Have
Three Bills for the LeglMlatnre.

The Minnesota Business Mori's associa-
tion will make another effort to secure
legislation next winter amending the prea
ent laws regulating garnishment proceed-
ings, and with that in view the associa-
tion has already issued a circular, whichhag been sent to all the branches of the
association. The circular urges the mem-
bers of the association to get together
and see to it that the business Interests
are accorded the representation that they
are justly entitled to.

The association has three bills which It
will submit to the next legislature. The
first will provide for a reduction In the
amount exempt from garnishment from
$25 to $9; the second is to remove city and
county employes from the exemption
class, and the third to compel country
peddlers to pay a state license fee.

BRYAN AND TOWNE SPENT A Q.UIET

SABBATH IN TBB WINDY
CITY

TWO SPEECHES IN KANSAS

Topeka and "Wichita Have Been
Promised Date* by the -Nom-

inee for President Al-
ready.

CHICAGO, Aug. 12.—William J. Bryan
spent the day very quietly. In the
morning he attended the Emmanuel
Baptist church, a fact which had not
been announced beforehand, so that the
congregation was no larger than usual.
Mr. Bryan was recognized, however, and
was greeted by a number of people after
the sermon.

After church Mr. Bryan drove to the
Chicago Beach hotel, where he took lunoh
with Senator and Mrs. Jones, Mr. and
Mrs. Charles A. Towne and Gen. Joseph
Wheeler. The afternoon was devoted to
rest and some necessary letter writing.

Mr. Bryan will probably leave for Lin-
coln next Wednesday or Thursday.

TIM MiIiRSTOKMAT CANTON.

Bat Nothing Struck the President's
Domicile.

CANTON, 0.. Aug. 12.-Thls was an un-
eventful day for the president. He took
Mrs. McKinley and their guests, Col. and
Mrs. Herrlck, of Cleveland, out for a
short drive, holding the reins himself,
and after a rain and thunderstorm had
cooled the temperature, two carriage
loads started from the house for an air-
ing along country roads.

There were no visitors today except the
Herricks, who came yesterday to remain
over Sunday, and a few Canton friends
who dropped In during the day.

Except the departure for Washington
Thursday, no plans have been mapped

out for the week, and as yet no arrange-
ments have been made for receiving
prominent visitors during the week. No
Intimation has yet been given out as to
when the letter of acceptance will be
made public. How much progress has
been made on this document Is unknown,
but It is known that it Is not yet com-
pleted.

DEFEAT OF M'KINLEY.

Prime Object of the Conference* at
Indlnnapolls.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., Aug. 12.—Dele-
gates to the meeting of the Anti-Imperl-
alist league, which will be held in this
city beginning Wednesday, began arriv-
ing this evening. Secretary Mize, of the
league, has issued more than 400 cards to
delegates, and says that every state In
the Union will be represented.

Secretary Mlze *ays he has discovered
a scheme to secure, credentials for picked
men who are to object to the programme
of tho congress in case an attempt to In-
dorse Bryan and Stevenson Is mado.

Mr. Mize says the congress wlii be made
up of persons who are absolutely inde-
pendent so far as voting Is concerned.
He states that Democrats who are of the
strict party school are anti-imperiallsta,
but that they will stand t.o one side and
let the anti-imperialists of other parties
declare themselves.

The first session of the convention of
the league will be held on Wednesday.
No preparation has been made in the way
of a set programme, and the only set
ppeeches announced are those of George
S. BoutweW and Bourke Cockran. Carl
Schurz will not be able to attend, on ac-
count of the death of his son.

The Independents, those who favor plac-
ing- a third ticket In the field, will hold a
national convention here Tuesday. It
seems to be the belief that the independ-
ents will place a third ticket in the field,
and that the anti-imperialists will adopt
a resolution urging each delegate to do
all In his power to secure the defeat of
McKinley.

LABOR DAY HURRAH.

Milwaukee Wants Bryan and Roose-
velt to Come, Too.

MILWAUKEE, Wls., Aug. 12.—An effort
is being made by the arrangements com-
mittee of Labor day celebration to secure
Gov. Roosevelt, William J. Bryan and
Carter Harrison to make speeches in this
city on labor's annual holiday, on Sept.
8. The plan Is to make the Chicago and
Milwaukee celebration a double one. Hen-
ry C. Payne national Republican com-
mltteeman, of Wisconsin, has promised to
do all In his power to bring Gov. Roose-
velt here to speak during the forenoon,
after which the vice presidential candi-
date will be taken to Chicago on a special
train. In the event of the Labor day
committee securing Mr. Bryan, he will be
brought to Milwaukee on a special train
for a speech in the evening.

Mayor Harrison has already consented
to attend the Milwaukee celebration, and
Mayor Rose, of this city, will speak in
Chicago.

DUBOIS TO GET TOGA.

Idaho Democrat*! and Populists Get
Together.

CHICAGO, Aug. 12.—Senator Heltfeld
and ex-Senator Dubois, of Idaho, left
for their homes tonight. Their confer-
ence with the officers of the naiional
committee being at an end. The three fu-
sion elements have a tentative agreement
by which the state offices are to be di-
vided between the Populists and the Dem-
ocrats, and the senatorship is to go to
Fred Dubois, representing the Silver Re-
publican element.

"No trouble will be experienced in ar-
ranging affairs," said Senator Heltfeld.
"The Populists nominated presidential
electors, but author-ed the campaign
committee to take any action it consid-
ered necessary to secure harmony. The
Bryan and Towne electors will be with-
drawn and the other matters proposed
will be approved by the People's party."

WILL SPEAK AT WICHITA.

Orator of the Platte to Talk on the
Arkansas.

WICHITA, Kan., Aug. 12.—George
Locke, chairman of the Democratic state
executive committee, said today:

"Bryan wil make one, and perhaps two,
speeches in Kansas before election day
One will be at Topeka and the other
here."

Ex-Congressman Jerry Simpson has
made the novel suggestion to the fusion
state central committee that women in-
terested in fusion success in the coming
campaign shall 1 give entertainments, such
as lawn parties, in various sections, and
while entertaining the men in social ways
press upon them the necessity of voting
for fusion.
"I do not think," said Mr. Simpson,

"that women should take the stump and
make speeches."

TOPEKA'S GREAT DAY.

Aug. S3 When Bryan Will Be Noti-
fied by Pops.

TOPEKA, Kan., Aug. 12.—Kansas Popu-
lists and Democrats are combining to
make the Bryan Populist notification at
Topeka, Aug. 23, one of the biggest polit-
ical events that has ever taken place in
Kansas. Besides Hon. T. M. Patterson,
who will make the notiflcaton speech, it
is stated that Webster Davis and Gen.
J. B. Weaver will address the crowds.
John W. Breidenthal, Populist-Democrat-
ic nominee for governor, predicts that
40,000 Kansans will com« t*» th* meeting.

IS IIS IfED I
MATOUS KOVOTNY FINALJLY SE-

CURES FROM THE COURT A DIS-
CHARGE IN BANKRUPTCY

FOLLOWS MUCH LITIGATION

Judge Garland Reverse* the Finding
of the Referee — Question

Hinged on Chattel
Mortgage.

SIOUX FALLS, S. D.f Aug. 12.—(Spec-
ial.)—An Important decision bearing on
the new federal bankruptcy law has just
been rendered by Judge Carland, of tKe
United States court, in the case of Mat-
ou.s Novotny, of Kimball. In August,
1896, Novotny, who was one of the most
prominent business men of his town, clos-
ed the doors of his general store, owing
to various firms at St Paul, Minneapolis,
Chicago, Sioux City and Omaha amounts
aggregating thousands of dollars. Cred-
itors took possession of his stock, when
It developed that a few days prior to the
store beir.g closed he had given a chattel
mortgage of $15,000, covering substanti-
ally all of his personal property, includ-
ing hia general stock of merchandise,
to John Novotny, a brother, living at
Yankton. Upon the ground that the
chattel mortgage was fraudulent, the
creditors obtained an order from the
state clrcuit^court, under which the stock
was sold. After the sale, John Novotny
commenced a suit for damages against
the sheriff of Brule county, who had con-
ducted the sale In behalf of the credit-
ors. The jury which tried the case ren-
dered judgment partly for the plaintiff
and partly for the defendant. Some
weeks ago Matous Novotny made appli-
cation for his discharge as a bankrupt
in the federal court here. His creditors
filed specifications in opposition, and the
matter was referred to Referee in Bank-
ruptcy R. W. Parllman, who, as the re-
sult of a hearing last June, decided thatNovotny should not be granted a dis-
charge. Novotny then flied with Judge
Carland exceptions to the findings and
conclusions of the referee. In their
specifications opposing Novotny's dis-charge as a bankrupt, the creditors laid
particular stress upon the alleged fraudu-
lent character of the chattel mortgage
for $15,000 which he had given to his
brother. Judge Carland, in disposing of
the case, reverses the decision of the
referee and holds in substance that as
the only testimony in the case in regard
to the indebtedness of $15,000 to his
brother is that of Novotny himself, it
cannot be found that he did not owe his
brother as stated in the schedule. "There
are several propositions," says Judge
Carland, "mentioned in the answer of
the sheriff, upon which the mortgage
could have been held fraudulent and
void as to creditors, which would in no
way Impeach the good faith of the tran- j
saction as between Matous Novotny and
John Novotny. The bankrupt remaining
In possession of the property and selling
It, under the circumstances disclosed,
might have, under the instructions of
the court, determined the case, but the
record of the judgment is not evidence
against the bankrupt at all, and we are
simply thrown on the testimony of the
bankrupt himself as to his indebtedness
to his brother." It is therefore held
that the findings of the referee are not
sustained by the evidence, and Novotny
Is ordered discharged from bankruptcy.

SOLD THE CATTLE.

Ransom, N. D., Farmers Have Noth-
iisf to Feed Stock.

LISBON, N. D., Aug. 12.—Copious
showers, with a rainfall of 2.27 inches,
were general in the shape of thunder-
storms during the past week, which has
set the grass on the prairies growing
nicely, and freshened up everything ex-
ceedingly well. But little harvesting
done during the week, and but little
threshing, on account of numerous show-
ers. Flax cutting has begun in scatter-
ed localities, and the average yield will
be less than five bushels per acre of
the fields cut Much of the late flax is
being plowed up, as there is no chance
for it to mature now. Several hundred
head of cattle has been recently sold
In this county at considerably reduced
prices on account of the scarcity of hay
and other fodder.

GETTING TOO MUCH RAIN.

North Dakota's Wheat in Shock Is

FARGO, Aug. 12.—(Special.)—North Da-
kota has a surfeit of wet weather, and
unless a change comes soon much of the
shocked wheat will be ruined. The heavy
rains of the past week have soaked the
shocks, and in some sections of the state
the grain has begun to mold. Had the
rains of the past two weeks put In an
appearance two months earlier North
I>akota would have produced one of thebumper ciops so common In tho state.
With the heavy rains and the frequent
hall storms in a number of places thesituation is far from encouraging.

TEXT OF THE CORRE Sp ONDBNC ,

CONCERNING THE COMMAND OF
CHINESE EXPEDITION

YON WALDERSESS TIES HEBE

His Wife Is an Anwrlcan, tlle
Heads ot Two Government*

Felicitate, Each
Other.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 12.^The depart-
ment of state tonight made public the
correspondence had with | the German
government and the emperor relative to
the selection of Field Marshal Count yon

Waldersee for the chiaf command of the
co-operating forces in China.

The first official Information on the
subject was received through the United
States charge d'affaires in Berlin, whose
telegram was to the following effect:

"Embassy of the United States, Berlin,
Aug. 17, 19W.—Secretary of State, Wash-
ington: Advised of the declared willing-
ness of the emperor of Russia tha>t tae
Russian foices in the province of Chi Li
be put under chief command of FieldMarshal Count yon Waldersee. A pref-
erence for the German commander-in-chief has also been expressed by theJapanese government. The government
of Germany states Its desire to be given
early information in relation to the views
of the United States government respect-
ing the chief command, and arso to ba
advised of the manner in which the
United Slates would be disposed to join
the forces under United States command
in Chi Li to the army operating there
under Field Marshal Count yon Walder-see. —"Jackson, Charge."

This was followed Aug. 9 by another tel-
egram from tho charge d'affaires in Ber-
lin reporting that Italy and Austria had
also accepted Count yon Waldersee as
Ihe chief commander over the co-operat-
ing forces in Chi Li.

Aug. 10 Mr. Jackson telegraphed that
Great Birtain had accepled the German
chief commander, on the ground that he
should be generally acccpnd by th? pow-
ers.

As a necessary detail of rihe general un-
derstanding the emperor mak-.:s the sug-
gestion that one or more military officers
c-f each co-operating nationality should
be attached to the headquarters of Count
yon Waldersce, in order to <ri.-ry on com-
munication with the . respective con-
tingents. Early advice on ih'j -views of
the United States on th>} subject, he add-
ed, was awaited.

The n!ght of Aug. 10 (jhe fdTJowins mem-
orandum was telegraphed to Mr. Jackson
lor communication to the German foreign
oJJice:

"The government of the States
will be much gra.tifled to securi the com-
mand of so distinguished and experienced
an officer as Count Waldursep for any
combined military operations in which the
American troops take part, aft^r th.3 ar-
rival of tliat officer in China, to attain
the purposes declared by this government
in the circular note deMyered to the pow-
ers under date of July 3.

"The general command ng the American
forces -n China has already been author-
ized to agree with other commanders as
tc a common official direction of the va-
rious forces, in their combined operations,
preserving the integrity of his American
division as a sepaiata organization. A
copy of this communication will be trans-
mitted to him.

"As a considerable time must elapse be-
fore Count Waldersee can reach China,
end conditions are rapidly changing, it
would seem desirable to leave questions of
method to be determined in view of the
conditions which may then exist. The
suggestion of his majesty, the German
emperor, that one or more military offi-
cers of each nationality should be attach-
ed to the headquarters of Count Walder-
se?, to maintain communication with the
national contingent, meets the approval
of this government."

The communication of this memoran-
dum having been made as directed, tho
president received last night the .follow-
ing congratula.ory telcg. am from the Ger-
man emperor:

"Homburg Schloss, Aug. 11, I&oO.—HisExcellency, the President of the United
States of America: I received with ploa-;-
ure the decision of the United States that
American and German soldleis shalllight together for the common cause of
civilization under one commandc-r-in-
chief. The brave army of your coun-
try, which have shown of late so many
warlike qualities, united with Europe,
will be irresistible. Field Marshal Count
Waldersee, who will have the honor of
leading your fo:ces, is not a stranger
to America. His wife is an American
by birth. I beg your excellency to ac-
cept my hearifert thanks fqr the confi-
dence of the United States placed In the !
leadership of Count Waldereee.

—"Wi.llam II."
To this telegram the president cabled

the following acknowledgment today:
"Washington, Aug. '12.—His Imperial

Majesty, William 11., Homburg Schloss,
Germany: I am gratified tO( receive your
majes-ty's message of good wi'rl in rela-
tion to the selection of Count Wa'.deisee,
and, like you, I see in our common effort
to discharge a common duty of humanity
an additional recognition, of. the kindly
ties and mutual interests that exist be-
tween this country and Germany.

—"William McKinley."

SAID TO BE DYNAMITERS
FORMER STREET RAILWAY EM-

PLOYES ARRESTED IN ST. LOUIS.

ST. LOUIS, Mo., Aug. 12.—Maurice
BTennan, Fred Northway and James
Schwartz, former employes of the St.
Louis Transit company, were arrested
today on the charge of dynamiting the
conduit of the Olive street car lines, at
Maryland and Euclid avenues, at a late
hour last night. Brennan and Northway
confessed and implicated Schwartz.

j Schwartz denies that he took any-part in
I the dynamiting, but admits that he was
with the tw o other men just before and
Just after the explosion occurred.

The police authorities, as well as the
St. Louis Transit .company officials,
claim that the men under arest are the
ringleaders of the clique of dynamitaTda
that has been operating since the strike
commenced. Thirty pounds of dynamite,
thirty; feet of fuse and a quantity of de-
tonating caps, used In the exploding of
dynamite, were found In the nouse of one
of the men arrested.

WRECK IN LOUISIANA.
SOUTHERN PACIFIC PASSENGER

DITCHED NEAR LAKH CHARLES.
LAKE CHARLES, La., 12.—One

boy was killed and fogty people injured
by the wrecking this &venin£, four miles
east of this city, at loTva station, of the
west-bound fast passenger 'train on the
Southern Pacific railroad, leaving here at

5 p. m. The trucks of the engine left the
track, and the entire Hrairt^was ditched
except the sleepers.

There is no telegraph office_^t lowa sta-
tion, and details are lacking. Arrange-
ments have been made to being the dead
and injured to this city over the Kansas
City, Watkins & Gulf raljway, which

NINE PERSONS HURT UNDER ONE

TREE IN BOROUGH OF
THE BRONX

HEAT STILL OPPRESSIVE

Burlington, 10., Suffered and Swel-
tered Under Mercurial Figures

That Approached the
Century Point.

NEW YORK, Aug. 12.—Nine persons
who hurriedly sought shelter under some
trees and bushes in the woods in the
Bronx section, during the storm this aft-
ernoon, were struck by the same flash of
lightning. The jjersons injured were:

James Brown, a Hungarian tailor, of
this city, his wife and five children, and
Bertha Leschowitz and Bertha Silver-
man, neighbors of the Browns.

AH the injured persons were taken to
Fordham hospital. At a late hour tonight
the attending physicians said the^
thought Mrs. Brown, two of her children
and Bertha Silverman could not possi-
bly live. The Silverman girl was tha
worst injured of all. Of Bertha Lescho-
witz, they said she would either die or
become hopelessly Insane.

The Brown family decided early in the
week to spend the day in a little picnic
of their own and selected "The "Woods" aa
a desirable place. They invited the Les-
chowitz and Silverman girls to go with
them. Mr. Brown and his party had
just sat down t0 lunch when it began to
rain and blow. They were all under a
large oak tree, and the father told them
to seek shelter some place else, as hewas afraid of lightning hitting the tree.
Part of them ran down a lUtle pathway
under a bluff. Thty had hardly settled
themselves when there was a blinding
flash and a crash. Three children on top
of the bluff were hurled ijUo the street
below and lay there unconscious.

Mr. and Mrs. Brown and Bertha Lea-
chowitz were thrown fifteen feet and
were also rendered unconscious. The
baby, whom they held in their arms,
strangely escaped with comparative light
injuries.

Four persons were killed in Queensbor-
ovjgh and two have small chance of re-
covery. Thomas W. Dunne, of Flushing,
L-. 1., fourteen years of age, took refuge
from the rain under a big tre^. Lightning
struck the tree and he was instantly kill-
td.

The barn belonging to Frank Valentine,
in Flushing, was hit by lightning and set
on fire. Valentine rushed into the barn
to save his cattle. He was ptruck by a
falling timber and crushed to death. Clar-
ence Weeks, a farm hand employed by
Mr. Valentine, was in the barn before thelightning struck it, and has not been seen
since.

Chauneey Lay.i, sixteen years of age,
was out walking with his father in Coro-
na when the storm came up. They start-
ed to run for shelter. A broken electric
wire fell across their path and the boy
b came entangled in itand was burned to
death.

Fannio Byrnes, seventeen years of age,
was badly burned and shocked during
the storm while riding on a Brooklyn
Heights trolley car. The arm of the trol-
ley broke and fell upon her shoulder. Her
condition Is critical. •

Inrunning from the storm in Brooklyn,
Angelina Rosa, thirty years of age, step-
ped upon a live electric wire and was
badly shocked. Her condition is criti-
cal.

Al Teneflaon and a young woman were
so seriously injured by a siroke of light-
ning that they will probably die.

When the storm came up Mrs. Nouthe,
her two daughters and another woman
were sitting in a grape arbor. A bolt of
llrhtning struck them and killed Nellie
Nouthe. Lizz:e Nouthe was frightfully
burn d about the face and body und her
mother was also seriously burne3. The
visitor, whose name was not known, was
also burned, and had her nose cut off by
the flash. The injured are said to be in
grave danger.

LOUBET REVIEWS ARMY
MARSEILLES THE SCENE OP A

FRENCH DEMONSTRATION.
MARSEILLES, Aug. 12.—Prc-sident Lou-

bet, accompanied by M. Delcasse, minis-
ter of foreign affairs; Qen. Andre, minis-
ter of war, and M. de Lanassan, minister
of marine, arrived here this morning at
9 o'clock, and proceeded immediately to
the reviewing ground, where they in-
spected the Chinese expeditionary corps.
There was much enthusiasm, with cries
of "Vive Loubst," "Vive la republique"
and "Vive l'armee." The cheering was
continuous.

After the review M. Loubet, taking his
position on the reviewing stand to pre-
sent the flags to the co;ps, said:

"In the name of the republic I deliver
to you the flags of the expeditionary
corps. They are confided to your loyalty
and patriotism, which I guarantee. Honor
and fatherland is your motto. Soon you
will Inscribe upon their folds the name of
a campaign rendered necessary by the
violation of our rights, the disregard of
our legitimate interests and the brutal
assault made upon those who represent
in China civilization and progress.

"Officers, non-commission-_-d officers and
soldiers, let these flags be to you a sacred
gift. They recall the lofty mission of
France, a mission confided to your cour-
age, to exact from a country, where the
essential laws of civil'zed countries have
been outrageously violated, the chastise-
ment of the guilty, and to impose some
vivid indemnities for the past, with nec-
essary guarantees for the future.

"We look forward to your return with-
out alarm, when we may be able to share
with you and the fleet under Admiral
Portier our friendship and gratitude."

FRANCE'S AXSWKU Cl'BT.

Wastes Little Ceremony on the
Tkuiij*II Vmilen.

PARIS, Aug. 12, 10:30 p. m.—The tsung
11 yamen forwarded through the Chinese
minister in Paris, Yu Keng, a message
to the French government complaining
of the tardiness of the foreign ministers
in Pekin in replying to the offer of the
Chinese government to conduct them un-
der eßcort." The message proceeded to
say the tsung 11 yamen declined to be
responsible for any casualite3 which
might follow these delays, and Insisted
that the European governments order
their representatives to leave Pekin.

To this telegTam M. Delcasse, minis-
ter of foreign affairs, sent the following
reply:

"No order to depart from Pekin will
be given to our minister so long as the
route is unsafe. If a casualty occurs the
responsibility will be entirely with the
Chinese government. Itß strict duty is to
protect foreign ministers even more than
its own.

"Ifit be true that the Chinese govern-
ment .has great difficulty in defending
them and In defending itself against reb-
els, it should order its troop 3to stand

' aside before the allied forces. This
would render free the road from Tien
Tsln to the capital and would accom-
plish the work of protection, which it
encumbers.

"The Chinese government should un-
derstand that the only means of proving
the sincerity of Its designs of limiting
its responsibilities is a cessation In the
placing of obstacles in the way of such
an arrangement."
