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BODY OF COLLIS P. HUNTINGTON
ARRIVES AT NEW
YORK

END CAME VERY BWDMY

Seized With a Fit of Coughing and
Died in a Very Few Minutes—
Funeral Arrangements
Indefinite.

NEW YORK. Aug. 15.—The body of
Collis P. Huntington, who died on Mon-
day at his lodge in the Adirondack moun-
tains, was brought to this city today on
a speclal train over the New York Cen-
tral railroad. reaching the Grand Central
statlon’ at 4:35 o'clock. The body now
rests In its casket in the library of the
Huntington town house, No. 2 FEast
Fifty-seventh street, where it was taken
directly from the station. The funeral
services, it has been announced, will be
strictly private and will be held at 11
o'clock Friday morning. Other details
concerning the funeral have not vet been
decided uron and will be made public
later. In the party which accompanied
the body to this city from Raquet Lake
where the late millionaire’s summer
home was situated were Mrs. Hunting-
ton, the widow; Miss Campbell, a lifo
long frlend of Mrs. Huntington; Arthur
Huntington, the adopted son, and his
wife, Mr. Mansfield Hillhouse and Mrs,
Hillhouse, sister of Mrs. Huntington;
Isaac E. Giles, brother-in-law of the de-
ceased, and a very close confidential ad-
viser; George E. Miles, private secretary,
and Dr. Willlam R. Oakley, who was a
Buest at the camp. When the train drew
into the station and the party left their
car, Mrs. Huntington, wearing deep
mourning and heavily veiled and leaning
on the arm of Mr. Gates, was escorted to
the family carriage waliting at the en-
trance: Mr. and Mrs. Archer Huntington
following, and then came Dr. Colley and
Miss Campbell. They were driven direct
to the famlly residenc. The casket cone
taining the body was taken directly from
the carriage and removed to the house.

In speaking of the late Mr. Huntington,
Private Secretary Miles, who was pres-
erlxthtxlt thv;] time of death said:

‘The end came very suddenly.
subject to heart dlset);se, and t}ize Igoero‘;:f'
states that death was due to apoplexy.

r. Huntington was sefzea with a severe
coughing spell. When the coughing spell
came on Mrs. Huntington gave him a
glass of stimulants as she had always
done before. This seemed to relieve him
for a moment.

Those were
the last words spoken by Mr. Hunting-

ton and he sank back into unconscious-
nejx'gva. t!‘n(‘)imjent ]gtei?sr.

€ had just finished playing a game
of whist and were all in our apartments
preparing to retire. Mrs. Huntington
called one of the servants and the alarm
was quietly given. When I reached the
bedside of Mr. Huntington he apparently
kngow nofol;‘e.
*One of the servants was then hurried-
ly dispatched to the steamboat Oneonta
I. lying at her dock in the lake near by,
and the boat was sent for Dr, R. B. Tay-
lor who was a guest of Gov. Lounsbury,
at his camp across the lake, and an intl-
mate friend of the family. Dr. Taylor
returned with all speed, but when he
reached the sick man’s bedside, life was
extinct. It was not more than twenty
minutes at the very most after the at-
tack of coughing started before death had

me,

‘“These coughing attacks usually were
accompanied by a slight paralytic affec-
tion of'the throat and other respiratory
organs.”

Mr. Miles stated that Mrs. Huntington
had borne the strain of the trip to this
city remarkably well, having regained
her composure to some extent since her
husband’s death. He also stated that the
deceased man was not affiliated with any
church in the this city and no decision
had been reached as to who would be
chosen ag. the officiating clergyman at
the funeral services.

COLLIDED IN THE F0G

TWO PASSENGER EXPRESS TRAINS
MEET AT FULL SPEED.

GRAND RAPIDS, Mich.,, Aug. 15.—The
most terrible wreck in the history of the
Grand Rapids & Indiana railroad oc-
curred about 5 a. m. today at Pierson,
wwenty-nine miles north of Grand Raplds.
The north bound northland express, which
left this city at 4:05, collided head on with
passenger train No, 2, due here at 6 a. m,
Seven lives were lost, and many passen-
gers were injured, some severely. Both
engines and the baggage cars were com-
pletely demolished.

When the trains met day was just
dawning and the fog was so thick that
the engincers could not see more than 19)
yards ahead. The trains were to have
passed at Sand Lake, two mlles south of
Pierson, at 4:52. No. 2 was evidently lata
and was trying to make the slding at
Pierson. The northland express had the
right of way and was running at nearly
full speed. Either the engineers blunderea
in their orders or were unable to see sig-
nals on account of fog, It is reported the
engineers and firemen were klilled, as
well as flve others.
