..^ r -Corn shorts got seriously twisted, and
made.to feel. that the selling of old corn
on the prospect of a high new crop was
not a good speculation. Small stocks and
a large shortage for next month's deliv-
ery, with farmers' reserves at a low ebb,
were the cause of the anxiety of Septem-
ber shorts. Cables, weather, etc., were
disregarded. September opened at 37%
<H'3Bc. and in the midst of considerable
excitement advanced to 39%c. The bulge
brought out considerable long stuff, and
as tin; fears of shorts gradually subsided
under this. September. dropped back to
38%c. at which the market closed, com-
pared with the previous close at 37%c.
The cash demand was tame because of
the advance, only 200,000 bushels being
worked. Receipts were 141 cars; • and
country acceptances small. Kansas re-
ported hot and dry weather, and sent in
advices of . damages.

Wheat was quiet, partllly deserted for
corn, and rather bearish.

MONEY BATES STILL EASY

Sentiment Abroad More Favorably
Inclined Toward American Rail*

—Bonds Had a Decided Up-. . ward Tendency.

. NEW YORK, Aug. Today's stock
market was In many respects a counter-
part of the early trading of . the week.
There was, however, more uniformity
to the advancing tendency, exceptions be-
ing limited to only a few stocks. A dis-
tinctive broadening to the dealings
aroused optimism in some quarters as to
possible early participation in the mar-
ket by the public. Some of the com-
mission houses reported increased orders,
and stress was laid upon the prominence
of the dividend paying railroads in the
rise. As an offset the bears'dwelt: on
the depletion of New York city bank re-
serves, consequent upon the gold ex-
ports, and the usual contraction In gen-
eral business In a presidential election
season.

While the banks' statement on Saturday
will have to reflect upwards' of $11,000,000
gold shipped it Is expected that the loss
in the surplus reserves of the banks will
be largely offset by the receipts of gold
from Pacific coast points, interior cur-
rency movement and gains from the sub-
treasury. The latter institution will
have to disburse to the banks later in
the week some $20,000,000 through the re-
demption of the old government twos.
Money rates here today continued easy,
but an easier tendency was noted in dis-
counts in London, which caused long
sterling bills to harden here, and the
posted figures were marked up half a
cent. ItIs stated that further gold ship-
ments at a profit are impossible at cur-
rent rates for demand bills, $4.87%, the
Bank of England having withdrawn its
interest allowance for gold In transit.

The stock market in detail showed con-
spicluous strength in many quarters, with
the tendency for special stocks influenced
by rumors. For example. New Jersey.
Central Jumped over five points on re-
ports of a change of ownership of the
property and favorable developments in
the anthracite coal trade. Other coal
stocks sympathized, but the late reac-
tion reduced their gains to fractions out-'
side of Delaware & Hudson, which closes
2% higher. In Atchlson positive asser-
tions for and against the payment of a
dividend on the common stock were
heard which lent interest to the move-
ment in the shares. - Brooklyn Transit
spurted up 2 points on -the reputed fa-
vorable character of its pending annual
statement, but the announcement late in
the day that the report would not be
published for several weeks wiped ' out
pretty much all that rise. Operations
In the steel group were within rather
narrow limits -and they closed somewhat
off on bear pressure due to another de-
