Daniel Erickson, a victim of leprosy,

Erickson was an inmate of the con-
tagious ward at the city hospital for a
long time until a few days before the
Institution was quarantined for smallpox,
when he left of his own accord. He was
not heard of afterwards until about 2
o'clock yesterday morning, when Ser-
geant Paul Mousso, of the Second pre-
cinct police, found him sitting by a
freight house in southeast Minneapolis.
The police questioned him, and, learning

that he was a leper, they didn't know
exactly what to do. The police telephone
operator was notified, and naturally ap-
plied to Health Commissioner Norton for
instructions. He might better have ap- j
plied to one of the horses which haul !
the patrol wagon.

CAN'T GET AWAY.——Wcndover Is Held (or Omaha
Officer*.

William Russell Wendover's attempts
to free himself from the police and trip
to Omaha with Detective Dunn, of that
city, while energetic, are decidedly unsuc-
oessful. Yesterday afternoon Wendover
was brought before Judge Kerr on a war-
rant charging him with being a fugitive
from justice from the state of Nebraska.
His attorney claimed that Wendover was
Improperly held, Inasmuch as the com-
plaint did not state that a warrant had
been Issued for Wendover at Omaha, On
this technicality Wendover was discharg-
ed, only to be Immediately rearrested
by Detectives Murphy and Howard upon
a new and properly drawn warrant. He
was then arraigned under this second
warrant, and the case Bet for Saturday.
Yesterday afternoon, however, the re-
quisition pap.ers arrived from Omaha, and
the \u25a0 police do not anticipate much fur-
ther trouble in extraditing Wendover.

FIRMED KANSAS CITY PLAT-

FORM AT CEDAR RAPIDS

A PLANK ON IMPERIALISM

Liberty-Loving American.* Urged
to Oppose Republican Adminis-

tration— State Ticket
Nominated.

CEDAR RAPIDS, 10., Aug. 16.—Heavy

rain this morning did not dampen the en-
thusiasm of the delegates and visitors to
the Democratic state convention. Since
the meeting of the state central commit-
tee last night there has been no change
in the unofficial slate. The district cau-
cus was held this morning and electors

selected.
The Fifth district caucus was interest-

ing owing to a contest between the lends
of Eibock and Rowans for elector at
large. Cato Sells said the former -was
needed to Influence the German vote, and [
should be welcomed back to the party. !
Eibock was indorsed.

The convention was called to order~T>y
State Chairman Huffman, who introduced I
the temporary chairman, John D. Deni-

son, of Clarion. Mr. Denlson said in
part:

"The issue of the republic or an empire
is the overtopping issue of the cam-
paign. Minor questions of national pol-
itics may . come and go. Factions may
form and fade. Secondary issues may at
times demand and receive the attention
of tho electorate, but when the ideals of a
century are questioned, when the princi-
ples of the founders of the government

' are doubted, when a sordid commercial-
ism,shameless in its lust of gain,seizes the
power of government, and with impious
hands dares to pollute the sacred instru-
ments of the republic, factions are silent,
minor differences are forgotten, and the
voices of discord are hushed. In such a
time as that, men who love country and
not party, who prize the true and not the
fallacious, and believe in the merit of
manhood and not the glimmer of gold,.'
who believe that what we want is not
more men in the Philippines, but more
man in the White house, stand square and
firm, unmoved by threat of force or fear
of power. •

"In this generation, when the evils of
the old times are added unto the evTls of
the new times, when the minions of mer-
cenary commercialism threaten to grasp
the substance of power, when a once
great party, in the hands of faithless
leaders, attempts to assign the people's
rights in trust of an oligarchy of wealth; j
when a horde of vampire combinations
feed and fatten upon the necessities of
the people; when blasphemous leaders
masquerade under the mantle of the Man
of Galilee, concealing beneath 'the robe
of righteousness the sword of slaughter;
when a new school of politicians attempts
to annuH the declaration and make the
constitution but a charter of trade; when
tho ensign that has stood for freedom
from the days of George 111. down to the
days of McKinley—when this ensign is
made the symbol .of subjection, the pen-
nant of polygamy and the flag of force;
the times demand a man, and again De-
mocracy,' that furnished a Jefferson, that |
provided a Jackson, that produced a Lin-
coln, comes forward-with a man. Out of
the West he comes, a leader as firm as
old William the 1 Silent, as pure as the
white plume of Henry of Navarre, as just
as the elder Brutus and as virtuous as the
younger, and his name is Bryan, of Ne-
braska."

\u25a0 The report of the committee on resolu-
tions was read by Cato Sells, and adopt-
ed amid much enthusiasm. It was as
follows: .'.'v'

"The Dcmacracy of lowa In convention j
assembled, approves anil reaffirms the na-
tional Democratic platform adopted at
Kansas City on the Bth day of July, 1900.

"We extend greetings to those dis-
tinguished and patriotic Americans, Wil-
liam J. Bryan and Adlal E. Stevenson,
and pledge them our loyal support in th©
Impending contest for the preservation of
the republic.

"As a phase of the trust question bear-
Ing disastrously on manufacturing inter-
ests in lowa and other agricultural
states, we point to th« fact that the
combination of manufacturing trusts ana
railway trusts has resulted in closing
many factories. Many plants in lowa now
stand idle because they have each been
driven out of business by unfair com-
petition or ' have been bought by the
trusts and closed down. We demand the
enactment and enforcement of stringent

laws, both state and national, to control
all trusts. :;"v* '

"We deprecate the growing power and
influence of railways in state politics,

and the subserviency of the executive
council, railroad commissioners, and even
the governor himself, to railway dicta-
tion. We demand that railway rates and
taxation, as well as legislation affecting
railways, shall be fixed for the benefit
of the whole people without improper in-
terference from special interests.

"We condemn the subterfuge of the
mulct and pharmacy act, by which the
Republican party has returned' the
saloon to lowa, while still maintaining

a farce prohibition. The Democratic
party believes in a majority rule and
favors the honest and open policy of
local control with stringent reins.

"We condemn the Republican party for
passing the anti-fusion law and for con-
stantly changing other election laws
with a view to confusing the voter and
defeating the will of the electorate.

"We earnestly urge all citizens who
love liberty and oppose imperialism and
the imperialistic policy of the Republi-

can party to rally to the support of our
standard bearers in this presidential cam-
paign."
