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CITY AND COUNTY DEMOCRATS
ADVOCATE UNIFORM MARCHING
CLUBS FOR CAMPAIGN

ENTHUSIASTIC MEETING HELD

T. D. 0’Brien and Dr. Stone Address
the Gathering in Assembly Hall,
and Predict Success of
Democracy.

Assembly hall was well filled last night
when the Democratic city and county
organizations got together.

Chalrman Humphrey Barton presided,
and addressed the meetlng at some
length as to the necessity of organized
effort among the Democrats and the de-
sirability of a strong uniformed march-
ing club with its companies In every
ward. He called attention to a uniform
worn by one of the members for Inspec-
tion, and stated that the suits, consisting
of cap, blouse and trousers, could, if or-
dered in very large quantities, be ob-
tained for $1.65 each. The uniform is at-
tractive, and at once met with general |
favor. The material is of white duck
throughout. The cap is of the yachting
style, with leather visor and broad stripes
of red and blue around the band. The
blouse is cut like the undress uniform
of an army or naval officer, and has
broad stripes of red and blue at the
cuffs, red pocket flaps, a standing collar
of blue and brass buttpns, and the trou-
sers have broad blue stripes down the
outside seams. This uniform, with its
moderate price, Mr. Barton sald he felt
sure would commend itself to all but two
classes of voters in the city. The Seventh
ward would probably want a uniform
that cost $25 or more, or else it would not
be content to march. Then, owing to the
Republican administration, with its tax-
ation for a large army and navy, and its
support of the trusts, there would also
be a class, that although rich in enthu-
siasm, could not afford to pay as much
as it liked for uniforms as long as it
would get out and march, and the other
class could also be provided for by beihg
furnished with uniforms: by these who
could afford to pay for them.

LABOR RBUREAU IS REALLY IN-
SPECTING MANUFACTURING IN-
STITUTIONS NOW

M'HALE PRESENTS FIGURES

Not to Show the Purchasing Power
of Geold, but the Condition
of the Totler in
Minnesota.

The state labor bureau has completed
Its Inspection of factories throughout the
state for the year 1900, and will devote the
remainder of the year to the compllation
of the information collected during the
term of the present commissioner.

The total number of inspections during
Commissioner McHale's term
was 7,711, and during 1900, 3,411. In the
3,411 factories inspected this year there
were 81,914 employes, which is an aver-
age of twenty-four to each establishment.
The number of males more than sixteen
vears of age employed In the state is
39,625; females more than sixteen years
of age, 11,437; boys less than sixteen
years of age, 553, and girls less than six-
teen years of age, 299. The proportion of
children employed in the state is 1.03 per
cent and of females 13.95 per cent.

The number of Inspections in St. Paul
were €42, and the total number of em-
ployes, 19,942; the number of inspections
in Minneapolis were 945, and number of
employes, 29,8%80; the number of Inspec-
tions in Duluth were 333, and number of
employes, 6,127; the number of inspections
in the state outside the three clties desig-
nated were 1,471, and the number of em-
ployes, 25,965,

The proportion of child labor in the
three cities of St. Paul, Minneapolls and
Duluth is 1.26 per cent, and in the state
outside those cities .54 per cent.

The proportion of females more than
sixteen years of age employed in the en-
tire state is 18 per cent.
