A resolution by Mr. Bandiow, of Cleve-
land, O., was passed declaing the I T.
U. to be distinctly a class organization,
and that to subserve their inmrwtst as

workers it 1s essentlal they act as
:aiilt upon the politica} fleld, from
whence capital derives its power to op-
press, and that it is the duty of every
member to sever affiliation with all po-
litical parties and the exploiting class,
which are continually encroaching upon
the lberties of the working people. The
passage of this resolution is looked upon
as a victory for the Debs followers.

At the afternoon session the proposl-
tion of the stereotypers and electro-
typers to withdraw from the I. T. 1.
was lost, the vote being 101 to 51. It
seems to be the sentiment of the stereo-
typers and electrotypers to withdraw
from the 1. T. U. in case the referendum,
to which the legislation must be referred,
goes against them. ;

The rest of the afternoon was devoted
to business in executive session.

Considerable miscellaneous and routine
business was transacted at tonight's ses-
sion, which lasted until about midnight.

A resolution was adopted instructing
the executive council to communicate
with the proper officials at Washington,
with the end in view of having the gov-
ernment establish printing offices of itg
own in all territory under the flag, and
to abolish the system of subletting to
private institutions.

Another resolution was passegi grant-
ing Commissioner Frederick Driscoll, of
the American Newspaper Publishers’ as-
sociation, permisson to be heard on all
amendments to the laws of the I. T. U.
that materially affect the publishers’ in-
terests. ;

A proposition that the I. T. U. assist
the union at Ottawa, Canada, in secur-
ing an advance in the scale for govern-
ment printing also went through.

The convention also voted to lend the
aid of the I. T. U. to Eccentric Assocla-
tion of Engineers No. 1, of New York
city, in securing a charter from the
Amerlcan Federation of Labor when the
lJatter body meets in annual convention
in December next.

The Painters’ union™ at its meeting last
night decided to parade in uniform La-
bor day. H. R. Leekly resigned the po-
sition of marshal and J. G. Lawrence
was elected in his place. The election
of a standard bearer was postponed until
the next meeting. James Meclntyre,
delegate to the Building Trades council,
tendered his resignation on account of
leaving the city, and Robert Nemitz was
elected to fill the vacancy.

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PRESENT ADMINISTRATION OB-
JECTS TO BEING TAXED WITH
THAT BURDEN

SOME FIGURES AS TO GRAIN

Commissioner Ringdal Shows TUp
the Extremity to Which the
Republican Ringsters Have
Been Driven.

Btate Railroad Commissioner Ringdal
rises to reply to ‘the unreliable Repub-
lican press. He says:

The Pioneer Press of today contains an
article which purports to give figures
proving that under the present manage-
ment the state grain inspection depart-
ment has cost more than under the last
year of Republican administration.

With its usual mendacity it marshals
its figures and alleged facts in such a
way as to leave the impression that the
present administration (by which is pre-
sumably meant the present governor and
his appointees) had control of the grain
inspection department during the major
portion of the year ending July 31, 1899.

The present administration has been
charged by Republicans with a  great
many sins; but, this is the first time
that anyone has had the hardihood to
charge it up with Clausen's administra-
tion of the grain Inspection department.

Having lald this foundation of false-
hood the Pioneer Press proceeds to build
upon it from the same kind of ma-
terial.

It gives an array of figures purporting
to show the amount of expenses of the
department by months and for the entire
vear. It then proceeds to draw from
these figures the astounding conclusion
that the ccst of the inspection depart-
ment for the year ending July 31, 1900,
was $16,000 greater than during the last
Iiyem‘ of Mr. Clausen's administration,

There ought to be some moral obliga-
tion on the part of even the Pioneer
Press to make at least some of its fig-
ures square themselves with the truth;
but, apparently, it does not think so.
Not one of its figures are correct,’ nor do
its conclusions conform to the facts in a
single particular.

KINDERGARTENS IN COUNTRY

How to Maintain Them—Question as
to Limit of Summer School
Teachers’ Power im Col-
lecting Salary,

Two puzzling questions which have re-
cently arisen in the department of pub-
lic Instruction were yesterday submitted
to the attorney general’s department for
legal opinions.

The first query, which was propounded
to Supt. Lewis by F. G. Nellemoe, clerk
of School District No. 63, in Renville
county, is whether the voters of a coun-
try school district may have a kinder-
.garten for children between the ages of
three and six years and employ a teach-
er especially for that purpose and raise
.funds by taxation to pay that teacher.
The state law provided for the main-
tenance of schools for children between
the ages of five and twenty-one years,
but there is, so far as is now known,
i to the department of public instruction,
no provision for teaching chirdren under
the age of five years.

The other question is as to the rights
of teachers engaged for summer schools
| to collect their salaries in the event that
the schools were not held. It. was
planned to hold summer schools for one
month during the past season in two
certain counties where smallpox after-
ward became so prevalent that Supt.
Lewis deemed it advisabje to abandon the
. schools altogether. Teachers had been
. engaged, however, and now those teach-
ers demand their pay on the ground that
they were ready and willing to perform
their part of the contract and it was
through no fault of theirs that the

GOV.LI ND ISSUES THE USUAL HOL-
IDAY ANNOUNCEMENT.

Gov. Lind yesterday issued the follow-
ing Labor day proclamation:

State of Minnesota, Executive Depart-
ment—Whereas, The first Monday of Sep-
tember in each year has been by the lez-
islature of this state set aside for observ-
ance as Labor day,

Now, therefore, I, John Lind, governor
of the state of Minnesota, do hereby, in
accordance with law and precedent, pro-
claim Monday, the 3d day of September,
A. D. 1900, as Labor day. Labor without
capital is unproductive. Capital without
labor is barren. Efficient labor, co-over-
ating with capisal wisely directed, intelli-
gently utilizing the forces of nature, is
i productive of the best industrial results;
and if the division of the product between
the two factors of production is just and
fair, it is always praductive of the great-
est good to the individual and to soci-
| ety. I believe it the aim of the legis.a-
i ture in establishing Labor day as a legal
: holiday, to secure to those employed in

industrial pursuits not only a respite
i from toil and and an opportunity to en-
i joy the rest and recreation incident to
an outing at this favoraple season of the
year, but likewise to afford an opportue
nity for the establishment of more cor-
dial relations and an interchange of views
between employers and employes, and for
the discussion of questions of mutual in-
terest to both and to society.- To the end
that these aims may be attained, I earn-
estly urge upon the people of the state a
i due observance of Labor day in that
spirit and according to law.
