TURER COMES TO ST. PAUL

FOR A BRIDE

PARTED FOR EIGHT YEARS

Prospective Brldfgroom Talks En-
tertutnliinl} io the Globe About

the iMthmlan Business
Conditions.

The marriage of Edward J. Norton, of
Limon, Costa Rica, Central America, and

Miss Helen R- Whitaker, of East Tenth

street, will take place tomorrow at Miss

Whitaker's home. The couple will soon
after take up their residence in JAmon.
Costa Rica. Mr. Norton is the manager

of the mercantile department of the

United Fruit company, of Costa Rica,

and has lived in that country for eight

years.
Mr. Norton has journeyed all the way

from Costa Rica «to meet his bride, whom

he has not seen for the past eight years.

His grandfather was James Akers, who

came to St. Paul with A. L. Larpenteur,

many years ago. Mr. Norton was born

and reared In this city, and was for a
number of years employed by the firm

of P. R. L- Hardenbergh & Co.
In speaking with a Globe reporter

yesterday Mr. Norton gave the following

brief account of his Central American
home and his business. He said:

"The company with which I am con-
nected is a Boston corporation, and, un-
der concession from the Costa Rlcan gov-
ernment, controls extensive Interests in
that country. It contrtls the banana
trade of the United States, employing a
fleet of seventy-three steamers in the
trade, of which fifty were especially built
for the fruit business. My company owns
360 square miles of banana land, distrib-
uted in various plantations in Costa Rica,
Honduras, Nicaraugua, Haytl, Jamaica,
Cuba and Porto Rico and South America.
I do not mean we own all the banana
land in the Western hemisphere, for there
are independent growers with whom we
make contracts and so control the entire
banana business. By the use of machin-
ery we can load one of our steamers in
one day with a cargo of from 18,000 to
22,000 bunches. Each steamer is hand-
somely fitted up for the passenger traffic
and the passenger business is extensive
and profitable. The mercantile branch of
our business, with which I am connected.
Is merely a collateral interest, found nec-
essary to supplement our regular busi-
ness. I find the climate of Costa Rica
decidedly agreeable and am much less
affected by the heat there than here. Ths
average temperature is 82 degrees. In Lt-
mon we have the sea breezes on the one
hand and the mountain winds on the
other, for a spur of the Andes ia only
forty miles distant from the town. Li-
mon contains 5,000 Inhabitants, 'and its
many improvements, eojial to those of
much larger cities, would astonish St
Paul people. The president of our com-
pany has just finished a f1.000,000 gold con-
tract for paving the streets, and every
street is thoroughly paved. We have
